“This year’s crops were of good-quality,” he said.  
Afraid to give any “hard numbers,” Brandvik reported

that this year’s harvest yielded approximately 30 percent
more than that of 2004.
The recent hail and wind did have some effect on the

crops of the area, but all-in-all, most farmers harvested
their best crop that they had seen in years. 

“The dry-land crops did especially well,” Brandvik
said.
Prices are moderate and running well above the loan

rate, he said. 
We can only hope that next year’s crops will do as

well, or even better.

Even though nothing got
accomplished, the school board did say they would see
to it that it didn’t happen this year; that steps were being
taken to ensure our children’s safety.  That’s why I’m
writing this letter.  I do want this to be a good school
year for all my children and yours as well.  As a parent,
I want to ensure the safety of all students who attend the
Farwell Public Schools.
Please report all activities that don’t seem right.  Ask

questions of your children about school.  Keep watch
while you sit in your car, waiting for your child to get out
of school.  If you do hear or see anything, report it.
This hazing went beyond “boys being boys.”  This

hazing crossed the line and became abuse, and the cops
were called.  This hazing was illegal, and some boys
could have gone to jail.  Especially after they wrote a
threatening note to our son.
The hazing is “titty twisting.”  Sometimes, one boy

“titty twists” another, sometimes two or more boys gang
up and attack one boy.  They have even gone as far as
dragging these boys, by their chests, across the school-
yard.  Kicking with steel-toed boots also seemed a pop-
ular thing to do.  Bullying in the locker room also
occurred.
I do pray for a good school year.  I want my children

and yours to get a good education, to have fun, and play
sports.  More importantly, I want this to happen without
fear of a repeat of last year.  The boys who were getting
kicked on by these bullies weren’t telling.  I found out by
a friend of mine whose son had also been getting hazed
on. 

Let’s all pull together and protect our children from
this sort of thing, even down to the elementary level.  I
have heard of one second grader who was caught doing
this very thing over the summer during Vacation Bible
School.
May all of us have a great 2005-2006 at Farwell.  And I

believe we will, if we make sure this never happens
again.  And I pray that if God forbid it does happen, we
punish those involved, instead letting this type of illegal
behavior to go undeclared.

Sudderth undergoes 
heart surgery
From Pam Sudderth Sheehan:
Don Sudderth, of Midland, and formerly from the

Farwell-Bovina area, recently had non-invasive heart
surgery.
He was admitted to Midland Memorial Hospital May 29

with congestive heart failure. His doctor informed him
that due to having rheumatic fever as earlier ages, his
aortic and mitral valves needed to be replaced.
Don chose to see Drs. Sudhir Strivastava and Syresh

Gadasalli in Odessa for the surgery.
Dr. Strivastava has invented several types of heart

surgery, one of which is called “the window.” Instead of
opening the sternum, they go in either from the side
between the ribs or about a 4- or 5-inch incision on top
of the right chest, while deflating the lung.
They give the patient a choice of artificial valves, such

as titanium, on-x or pig. Of course, anyone who knows
my dad knows he is quite a comic and he said he could-
n’t have the pig valve because he might “start rootin’ or
get a curly tail.” All of us had a big laugh at that.
He chose the on-x valve, which lasts a lifetime. He did

great through the surgery and was hospitalized for 6
days, and is recovering at home and feeling great.
Don recommends this type of surgery for those who

need by-pass or valve replacement. We are so thankful
and blessed to have such wonderful doctors so close to
home. Thanks to all of you knew and prayed for him.
