Prospects for a bumper wheat crop
throughout this entire region is the
best since 1931, in the opinion of
wheat growers of Parmer county who
have expressed themselves this week.

The prospects were heightened
during the past week with generous
moisture that fell over this section
in the form of sleet, snow and rain.
With the abundance of underground
| moisture already in the soil from the
lunprecedented rains of last year,
none of the wheat in this area has
experienced any serious setback on
account of dry weather since it was
planted last fall,

Snow and sleet over the past week
covered the entire county with mois-
ture that is reported to have amoun-
ted from a half to better than a full
inch. Along the western side of Par-
mer county the snow and sleet over
the two-day spell was rather light,
| registering .62 of an inch here Iin
; Farwell, but Bovina, Friona and most
