These point values will
be based on available supplies and
will vary as surpluses of particular
items increase or dcerease.

Only exceptions to the rule are'
sugar, coffee and gasoline, which
will continue to be rationed by sin-
gle coupons specifying certain al-
lotments.

In point rationing, one set of cou-
pons covers a whole group of com- |
modities. For instance, a weeks
meat ration coupons enables the
buyer to choose between beef, pork,
Jamb or mutton.

Retail Services May
Now Be Curtailed

The OPA has authorized the cur-
tailment of many peacetime retail
services without reductions in ceil-
ing prices, and John Armstrong,
chaitman of the Parmer County Ra
tion Board, stated that merchants
wishing information along this line
may secure bulletins explaining the
new ruling.

OPA makes it clear in the bulletin
that it regards many peacetime re-
tail practices as costly and ‘“excess
bajigage” in war times.

The new supplementary order
which cuts across all regulations at
the retail level, allows curtailment
or discontinuance of deliveries that
must be eliminated, changed or cur-
tailed so that the retailer can com-
ply with any order of the ODT and
deliveries of reasonably carryable
packages, except such emergency
purchases as prescriptions and sick-
room supplies. The order further
permits the discontinuance:of sales
on approval, acceptance of articles
returned by customers, gift wrap-
ping, gift packaging, lay-away and
will-call privileges, free telephone
calls; services performed without

relation to a specific sale, such as
instruction classes, style shows,
store decorations, free concerts or

refreshments and air conditoining.

However, for the protection of the
consumer, the order states specifi-
cally that the retailer cannot with-
out a compensating reduction in cei-
ling price, eliminate alteration or re-
modeling services, nor repair, main-
tenance or installation services cus-
tomarily sold with an article by
way of guarantee.

Similarly the order provides that
if delivery of non-carrvable pack-
ages is eliminated, the ceiling price
must be reduced by the amount of
net cost to the consumer of having
delivery made by the most usual
and reasonable method of transpor-
tation. A retailer who charged exira
for delivery may drop delivery if he
also drops the charge.

A label showing maximum retail
price and indicating the tire is grade
3 for rationing purposes must be at-
tached to each casing by manufac-

turers and private brand distribu-
tors of reclaimed rubber tires.

The only tires now being manu-
factured for passenger cars are of
reclaimed rubber. They may be sold
only to persons who obtain certifi- |
cates from ration boards.

To save filling station operators
unnecessary driving a plan has beem
worked out whereby they will no
longer be required to call in persom

at the offices of the county ratiom
boards to exchange retail gasoline
coupons for a bulk purchase certifi-
cate.

Under new rules, the transactiom
may be made by mail if desired. A
self-addressed envelope should ae-
company each group of coupons for
use by the board in mailing back
the exchange certificate to the ap-
plicant. When the certificate is re-
ceived by the licensed distributor or
his agent, it must be signed by him
before it-is valid.

Officials have advised use of re-
gistered mail, as under present re-
gulations there is no procedure for
replacement of coupons lost by a
licensed gasoline distributor.

The control of the cattle grub is
one step which should be taken im-
mediately by all farmers of Parmer
County who own either beef or dai-
ry cows. Heretofore we have been
inclined to pass over the grubs in
the backs of our cattle with the idea
that they did little damage and that
there was nothing we could d¢

about them. The cattle grub does a e

lot of damage—and can be controll-
ed easily.

It has been estimated that if we
would effectively control this pest
we could produce the needed in-

| cregse of beef and milk products |.\&

without increasing the number of
cattle raised. Grubby cattle use 15%
more feed to produce the same
weight than cattle which do not
have grubs. Of all cattle received
on the Fort Worth stockyards, 429
are infected with grubs. The aver-
age loss on a grubby animal to the
packers is $3.80. This loss is passed
hack to the shipper in a lower price.
In the future packers will advise
shippers of the grub infestation of
animals they buy from them.

The heel fly lays eggs around the
feet and legs of the animals in the
spring. These eggs hatch out and
spend about nine months burrowing
through the tissues of the animal
Along in December they reach the
back where they may be felt as
“bumps” or knots along the top of
the back. This is the time to get
them. They cut small holes through
the hide and later drop out of the
holes when mature, After dropping
out of the back of the animal the
erub enters the ground and after
six> weeks hatches out as a mature
fly ready to lay about 600 eggs on
some other animal.

Control measur~s are simple. 5%

rotenione (Derris root or cube) mixed

in equal parts with wettable sulphur
and dusted over the back of the ani-
mal from a fruit jar will kill ap-
proximately 95% of the grubs. The
first application should be made
in December and iwo other appli-
cations should follow at 30 day in-
tervals. This dust method of appli-
cation will appeal to farmers having
a small number of cows.

For larger herds spray applica-
tion consisting of 5 lbs. rotenone, 10
lbs. wettable sulphur and 100 gal-
lons water will work well. Thi,
spray should be made from a pres-
sure spray of about 200 lbs. pressure
and applied with a stinging stream.

| The application can be made with

the catle moving through a chute,
Wwithout ever stopping as they move
through. This 100 gallons of spray
will treat 30 to 40 animals. The ‘dust
mixture of 1 1lb. rotenone and 1 1lb.
wettable sulphur will treat 25 to 3
animals. The cost per animal of ei-
ther treatment will be only a few
cenis per animal.

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Warcrops Designated

Peanuts for oil and soybeans for
beans head the list of farm crops
cdesignated as war crops for Texas,
the state AAA office has announced.

Other war crops grown in Texas
include American-Egyptian cotton,
tomatoes and peas for canning and
dry edible beans, and others that
may be announced later. Production
goals for these war crops will be set
up for individual farms. Failure to
reach at least 90% of goals will re-
sult in deductions from AAA pro-
duction adjustment (commodity)
payments at the rate of $15 for each
acre by which the war crop goal for
the farm is not reached.

Although the AAA requires that
at least 90% of the allotments of ba-
sic crops (cotton, wheat, rice and
peanuts) be planted for the farm to
earn full production payments, eith-
er war crops or essential crops over
and above the normal acreage may
be substituted acre for acre for the
basic crops to earn payments. The
full list of essential crops has not
been announced, but it will include
corn, oats, grain sorghums, barley
and certain other crops.

Peanuts planted in excess of allot-
ments will qualify as war crops to
meet production goals and to substi-
tute for cotton.

To encourage full use of all avail-
able crop land under the 1943 prog-
ram, production adjustment pay-
ments will be made to cooperating
farmers. Rates of payments, based
on normal yield of allotted acres, in-
clude: cotton 1.1c per lb.; wheat, 9.2c
per bu.; rice, 3.2c per bbl.; and al-
lotment peanuts 5.5¢ per 10¢ ibs.

In addition to the ecrop praduction
adjustment payments, farmers also
will be able to earn a production
practice payment by carrying out
specified agricultural practices that
improve soil, help prevent erosion
and increase yields of needed war
Crops.

Plan Farm Production Sign-up

Agricultural leaders from all over
Texas met in College Station re-
cently to study plans for the 1943
production goal sign-up.
