By a vote of 215 to 67, the voters 
of the Farwell Independent School 
District and the Oklahoma Indepen-
dent School District consolidated the 
two districts in a special election 
held last Saturday in the two ter-
ritories. 

The voters of the Oklahoma dis-
trict gave their approval to the mer-
ger by a vote of 98 for' and 65 . 
against, and there was only one dis-
countng vote in the Farwell box, 
the vote being 127 for and one 
againtt. 

Previously, the voters of Okla-
homa Lane had turned down a pro-
posal to merge that district with Bo-
vine by a vote of 123 to 60, which 
reveals a total of 20 less ballots 
were cast in last Saturday's erec-
tion than appeared on the tally 
sheets in the Bovina-Oklahoma bal-
loting. Favorable planting weather 
was primarily blamed for the ab-
senteeism from the polls. 

The Oklahoma Lane school had 
not been meeting the State Schol-
astic requirements of 150 students 
for some years, but had been per-
mitted to retain its four-year high 
school rating.

AUSTIN—Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer, has issued a warning 
to parents that this is the season 
for an increase in dysentery, diarrhea 
and "summer complaint". 

"The chief cause of these Intes-
tinal diseases are contaminated 
milk; water or food; allowing the 
child to get overheated or exhausted; 
excessive sugar in the babies for-
mula; and improper amount of food," 
Dr. Cox said. "All foods should be 
fresh and clean, (and left-ovens 
should be properly refrigerated to 
prevent spoilage." 

Dr. Cox urged extreme care in the 
preparation of a feeding formulla for 
infants. He said it should be pre-
scribed by a physician, and that 
cleanlinests and refrigeration were 
absolute essentials. Babies should 
be fed at regular intervals and on 
a definite schedule, since their 
stomach and bowels can be easily 
upset if fed irregularly or whenever 
they are fretful or restless. 

The State Health Officer declared 
that dysentery is transmitted by flies 
and said every home should be well-
screened and free of flies. 

"If dysentery or diarrhea develop, 
consult your physician at once," Dr. 
Cox advised. "This so-called 'sum-
mer complaint' can be a very ser-
ious menace to your baby's health, 
if not an actual threat to his life."

The best DDT spray. for this pur-
!pose is a residual spray, rather than 
one of the "aerosol bomb" or space 
spray type, if it is to be effective 
over a period of months in killing in-
sects which come into contact with 
the closet surfaces. The aerosol spray 
is fine for killing flying insectcs, or 
those which happen to be exposed at 
the time, but it does not have the 
lasting effect because it doesn't 
leave a residue. 

DDT solution may also be sprayed 
lightly on wool clothes without in-
juring the fabric. Too much of the 
solution, however, may show up in 
whitish traces on dark clothes, but 
these can be removed by brushing 
or dry cleaning. , 

.DDT spraying is useful for protec-
ing clothes hanging in closets, while 
the more familiar moth flakes of 
crystals are advised for clothes stored

COLLEGE STATION,—Clothes 
moths feed upon animal hair, fur, 
feathers and articles made from 
these materials. according to Mary 
Routh, extension clothing specialist 
of Texas A. and M. College. Woolen 
lint and hair, which has accumulated 
in floor cracks, under the quarter-
round and baseboards, and other 
hard-to-reach places are often fertile 
breeding grounds. The batch of dog 
and cat hairs may yield a supply of 
moths. 

After cleaning the clothes closets 
this spring, apply a DDT spray to the 
walls, woodwork, baseboards and 
shelves as a protection against cloth-
es moths for the warm weather sea-
son, Miss Routh advises. Approx-
imately one-half pint DDT spray is 
necessary for an average size closet. 
An oil spray is preferred because it

Two industrial plants were moved 
into the ranks of private industry by 
disposal action this week.
