This is kind of a tough column to
write.

In fact, it isn’t really a column.
You could honestly call it an adver-
tisement, So if you don’'t want to
read this ad, please turn your eyes
to other information in the paper
today. :

But I don’t know how else to ap-
proach this subject. So I figured I'd
just straight-away put it down on
paper and see what happens.

As we all know, the Twin Cities
are a very religious area. Most folks
are church-going. And belief in the
Bible is strong, one of the reasons
this area attracted my family here.

In the past, the Tribune carried a
column called “Two Minutes With
the Bible,” provided by the Berean
Bible Society headquartered in
Chicago. Recently, I wrote to the
society to see if we could continue to
receive their columns. The answer
was ‘‘yes.”

Because such a column -- plus a
list of our area churches, their
ministers’ names and times of ser-
vice -- takes a good deal of spaceina
weekly newspaper, it becomes
necessary for such a service to be
sponsored.

In looking at one of the last
columns in the Tribune which ap-
peared last winter, the list of spon-
sors had dropped to the point where
it wasn’t feasible to carry it any-
more. That’s why it hasn’t been in
the Tribune for awhile.

I can understand some of the
reason for the decline in sponsor-

'ship. Our Twin Cities" businesses do g

a real fine job in sponsoring many,
many special pages and ads pro-
moting Texico and Farwell.
Witness, for example, their spon-
sorships of the ‘“Welcome, Dr.
Green’’ page and the Homecoming
for Farwell and Parents Night for
Texico pages. I sincerely hope that
our readers look carefully at these
sponsors’ names and appreciate
their community involvement.

But it’s not fair to ask these
businesses to do more than they are
capable of. And that's the reason for
this column.

Here's my question:

Would individual families in the
Twin Cities area (plus subscribers
who have moved away) be interest-
ed in co-sponsoring a weekly Bible
column, plus list of our area
churches and their times of service?

I figure I would need 20 sponsors
at $3.25 a week to be able to publish
the column, church list and the
names of the sponsors. If we get
more than 20, the cost would go
down.

It's awkward for me to write this,
since running through the back of
my mind are some of those religious
shows on TV where the preacher
spends 10 minutes giving a sermon,
then 20 more minutes seeking dona-»
tions.

I'll say one thing. This will be the
ONLY column I write like this. But,
frankly, I thought the idea was one
that warranted it. If I am wrong,
please accept my apology.

Anyway, that’s the gist of my
question. If folks reading this
column would like to participate as
sponsors for a weekly Bible column
and church listing, then please send
me a note (Mike Pomper, State Line
Tribune, Box 255,- Farwell, Texas
79325) indicating they are willing to
be sponsors. If we get enough spon-
sors to start the column, then we
would bill éach sponsor on a month-
ly basis (example - $13 for four
weeks). Churches also can be spon-
sors if they wish.

If we don’t get enough sponsors,
then I will try to come up with
another idea because, personally
speaking, I would like to see such a
column in this paper. I feel that a
community paper like the Tribune
should work hand-in-hand with its
religious community. That’s why
we have started our Page 1 series
focusing on our churches and why
we hope that each of our area
ministers know that we want to help
them in their work.

This served as a house of worship
until July 1953 when the present
church building was dedicated. In
July 1956 a parish hall was built as
an addition to the church providing
Sunday School rooms, an auditor-
ium and church office.

Editor's note: This is one article
in a periodic series featuring a
review of the area churches.
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St. John congregation was served
by pastors from Immanuel Luther-
an Church of (Rhea) Rt. 2, Friona
and Immanuel Lutheran Church of
Hereford until 1924 when one pastor
served Immanuel Rhea and St.
John, Lariat.

In 1941 a parsonage was built
which served as a home for pastors
until the present parsonage was
built in 1975.

During the past 63 years St. John
Congregation has been served by
about 15 pastors and about 7 pastors
of neighboring congregations who
served during the interim or vacan-
cy when the congregation was with-
out a pastor.

The present pastor is Herman J.
Schelter, a native of Minnesota and
graduate of Concordia Theological
Seminary, Springfield, Illinois in
1944. He received a Master of

White: Fire Dep’t
not pushing petition

Farwell Volunteer Fire Depart-

‘ment Chief Joel White said Monday

the fire department was not in-
volved in pushing the petition drive
for a special city election.

Last week, David Kube brought a
petition to the City Council with the
names of more than 100 people re-

questing a special election next,

year.

For it to be held, at least 60 valid
signatures are required. City Clerk

. Janie Bowery is checking the list.

If a valid total'is reached, an elec-
tion would be held to determine if
the city government should be
changed to five councilmen. Cur-
rently, there are two councilmen -
Jerry Monk and Fred Chandler.

When Kube presented the petition
to the City Council, he was quizzed
as to whose idea it was to push the
petition. Kube mentioned the fire
department in his answer.

But White stressed this week that
Kube is not a member of the Far-
well Fire Department ‘“‘and we are

not a political organization. We are
not pro or con the special election
and Kube has no authority to speak
for the fire department.”

White noted that the fire depart-
ment has 19 volunteers, some of
whom live outside the city limits.

White said he believed some of the
firefighters signed the petition ‘‘but
as taxpayers, not as firemen."

Asked to comment about the indi-
cation that the firefighters were
somewhat unhappy about funds
they have gotten from the city coun-
cil, Robert White, fire department
secretary, replied, ‘‘Sure, we’re un-
happy when we don’t get funds we
ask for, but we are not going to
complain. We see a need and most
of the time the city council meets
those needs.”

When he presented his petition to
the city council, Kube stressed that
he thought Chandler and Monk had
done a fine job but he felt more in-
volvement was needed -- ‘‘three
more aldermen to discuss the
issues.”

Frank Edwards of Farwell was
recently honored for 32 years of
active service as a deacon in the
‘Oklahoma Lane Baptist Church.

The deacons of the church honor-
ed Edwards with refreshments and
presented him with a plaque after
services on Oct. 7.

After leaving Whiteflat, the Ed-
wards came to Parmer County
around Christmas 1966, settling in
Bovina where they farmed for ap-
proximately 15 more years and then
retired. They moved to Farwell in
1977.
