May 3.01, June 3.25, July 
2.36, August 2.99, September 
2.29, October 1.93, and No-
vember .88. Please note that 
September (supposedly a 
"dry" month) has about as 
much rain as July in an av-
enge year. 

Further, notice that the rain 
during the fall and winter 
months does not begin to tap-
er off noticeably until Octob-
er. There is a lot of harvest-
ing that we want to get done 
in September these days, so 
that understands why, per-
haps, that it SEEMS to us that 
Septembers are so much wet-
ter than they used to be.

ing, drilling wells, and con-
structing and repairing irri- 
gation ditches and laterals. 

Farmers used the rest of 
the loan funds to develop live-
stock and household water 
systems, and for soil conser-
vation practices such as ter-
racing, improved pastures, 
drainage, clearing and tree 
planting. 

In Parmer County ten soil 
and water conservation loans 
have been made for a total 
of $94, 530. 

For the present fiscal year, 
Congress made $5,500,000 a-
vailable for direct soil and 
water conservation loans. 
This is in addition to a larg-
er amount which local banks 
or other private lending a-
gencies may advance for this 
type of loan, with repayment 
in full insured by the FHA. 

At one time or another, 
if our memory serves us cor-
rectly, we have mentioned that 
perhaps we who live here on 
the High Plains are inclined 
to look at our weather from a 
topsy-turvy angle. 

For one thing, in the years 
1950 through 1956, we just 
about made up our minds that 
the dry weather was here to 
stay and it became perfectly 
natural to think of this part 
of the nation as desert-like. 

Already this year we have 
heard a lot of comments that 
go something like, "My, isn't 
this a wet fall?' and these 
remarks set us to wonder-
ing.

Nearly $100,000 

Loaned in County 
To raise the values of their 

farms and increase their in- 
comes, a number of Parmer 
County farmers are thinking 
in terms of better soil con- 
servation practices, perman- 
ent pasture improvement, and 
full development and use of 
farm water supplies, reports 
Billy R. Boling, Farmers 
Home Administration county 
supervisor. 

The FHA has a loan pro-
gram to help eligible farm-
ers carry out needed soil 
and water conservation meas-
ures, he said, and added that 
the practices most needed and 
most likely to be carried on 
through the agency's loans in 
this area include drilling 
wells, developing farmstead 
water facilities, and irrigation 
systems. 

The making of soil and water 
conservation loans to farmers 
who are eligible is one of the 
functions of the agency's coun-
ty office located in room 17 
of the county courthouse, the 
county supervisor pointed out. 

Each county has a three-
member county committee, 
and one of its duties is to 
determine whether or not an 
applicant is eligible for a loan. 
To be eligible, the applicant 
must be a farm owner or op-
erator, with necessary exper-
ience, whose credit require-
ments for soil and water con-
servation improvements can-
not be supplied through pri-
vate or cooperative sources. 

The agency has completed 
approximately four years of 
making soil and water conser-
vation loans under the present 
program, Boling said. During 
that time approximately 7,250 
individual farm families 
throughout the nation, plus 
141 associations serving ap-
proximately 5,200 families, 
have borrowed $43,100,000. 

About 80 percent of this 
total helped farmers develop 
farm water and irrigation 
systems. This included buy-
ing pumps, motors and pip-

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"bacterial blight"--angular 
leaf spot--has further dis- 
tressed cotton men. This dis-
ease, which usually ac-
companies wet weather and 
usually leaves the high, dry 
Plains pretty much alone, is 
widespread over the area and 
will reduce the quality of the 
cotton. What its effects are 
exactly won't be known until 
harvest, though. 

Many farmers are still 
studying the merits and de-
merits of defolitation, says the 
agent. He says, "If I could 
defoliate just six days before 
a freeze, I would." Jones 
is convinced that just a lit-
tle bit of sunshine can be 
mighty important at this stage. 

ton crop--is, strictly speak-
ing, nothing "new" to Par-
mer County area cotton farm-
ers. 

But never before have such 
large numbers swung over to 
that practice so suddenly as 
they have this year when farm-
ers are literally lined up with 
custom crop dusters to get 
their fields sprayed. 

The reason is all too ob-
vious. The farmers have a 
good, but juicy and immature, 
cotton crop and they want to 
stunt or halt its growth and 
get a little sunshine down in-
to the plant to mature out the 
maximum cotton obtainable. 

In 1957 area farmers had 
a very good crop of cotton 
"set" and ready to make, 
but a large portion of it just 
never finished. The cold, damp 
weather and the freezes got 
it. This year, to speed things 
up, the idea is to stun the 
plant with toxic chemicals and 
make it shed its leaves. 

This desire has been great-
ly stimulated by the hanging-
on of poor harvest weather. 
The poor weather is also hard 
on the spray planes, which 
find it difficult to operate 
satisfactorily under such con-
ditions. 

The need for good weather 
for the cotton harvest is real, 
but County Agent Joe Jones 
emphasizes that 1958 is al-
most sure to not be another 
1957. "Already we're ahead 
of what we were last year," 
he says.

Mrs. Lillie Taylor suggest-
ed that we print the following 
recipes since cantaloupes are 
plentiful in this area at the 
present time. She says that 
each recipe may be varied 
by using different kinds of 
fruit and all of them have 
a delightful taste. 

Cantaloupe Butter 
Cut up several cantaloupes 

then boil with one cup of water 
until chunks of cantaloupe are 
soft. Run through collander 
before measuring. Then mea-
sure 6 cups of pulp, 3 cups of 
sugar, and add to cantaloupe. 
Then add juice and rind of one 
lemon. Boil until mixture be-
comes thick. Then add 1 tea-
spoon cinnamon, 1/2 tea-
spoons allspice, and 1/4  tea-
spoon cloves. Boil several 
minutes then seal in hot 
sterilized jars.

Carrot Cake 
Another recipe which calls 

for a Parmer County grown 
vegetable comes to us from 
Mrs. David Moseley, It was 
sent to her by her sister-
in-law, Mrs. Henry Moseley 
of Ringling, Okla., and she 
was kind enough to share it 
with our readers. 

Carrot Cake 
1 cup sugar 
1/2 cup cooking oil 
1 1/2 cups sifted all-pur-
pose flour 

2 teaspoons baking powder 
1/2 tespoon soda 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon cinnamon 
1 cup grated carrots 
2 eggs 

1 cup chopped nuts 

Heat oven to 350 degrees. 
Mix sugar and salad 611-then 
add sifted dry ingredients. Mix 
well then add carrots. Beat in 
eggs one at a time, beating 
well after each addition. Bake 
in oiled loaf pan 8 1/2 x 4 1/2 
x 2 1/2 55 to 60 minutes. 

Cover cake with foil first 
20 minutes of baking time 
to reduce cracking on top.

This idea of covering loaf 
cakes with foil is good any 
time a loaf cake is being baked. 
Most of us have difficulty with 
the tops of the cakes crack-
ing and the paper will elimin-
ate this.

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"Farmers can well consid-
er defoliation this year," he 
says, 	"but 1 believe they 
should stay away from the 
desiccants." 

Desiccants kill the plant 
outright but defoliants only 
"knock it," and it usually 
revives and starts to grow 
again. With the moisture that 
is available for growth, this 
might mean two defoliations 
to get a good job this year, 
but that still could be worth 
it, says Jones. 

* • • • 
Also, Jones believes that 

farmers who harvest their 
cotton might be better off 
to strip it and leave it piled 
on the turnrows awaiting a 
chance to gin than to defer 
stripping until the gins get 
caught up, thus exposing the 
crop in the field to 
possibly adverse weather con-
ditions. 

"In weather like we are 
having now cotton loses a lot 
of its grade in a hurry," points 
out the agent. 

At any rate, when the wea-
ther does clear off, there will 
be plenty of activity in 
Parmer County area cotton 
fields because farmers are 
most anxious to get back to 
work on their No.1 money-
maker.
