' Was Texico In Early

(Editor’s Note: Texico was
one of the ‘TV-type'' western
towns in the early 1900's, ac-
cording to old-tmers and ],
Claude Wells, beloved editor of
the Memphis Democrat wasa
cub reporter on the old Texico
Trumpet in those days, At the

Tribune's request, Wells in his’

“own words, recounts ex-
periences from those days.)

From the latter part of 1907
to December ‘1909, conditions
in Twin Citles of Texico-Far-
well were frontier and ploneer
in scope and action, Those were
the years 1 spent there, part
of the time holding down a claim
of 160 acres 7 miles northwest
of Texico and the other time

Awe lived in our own 2-room
home some three blocks north-
east of the Farwell hotel and
courthouse.
~ While holding down the claim,
I rode a bicycle to and from
our half-dugout to Texico to
work for the Texico Dally

« Trumpet as part-time reporter
and printer. We were supposed
to spend six months’ on the
claim, pay $200 and get a patent
to same, But by that time, a
few people had developed aplan
to place a contest on a claim
when they knew the settler was
ready to make final proof,

Many would buy off the con-
testing party, for $25 to $100,
We decided not to give up any
money when we were notified
a contest had been filed on our
claim, The contest was dropped,

“we got our patent, and moved

back to Texas., Most claim-
holders either sold out for a
small sum or unable to sell
or leave, stayed with it and
many became well-to-do,

Upon leaving the Trumpet
office, I was placed in charge
of the Farwell Tribune which
the Trumpet acquired from W,

* E, Schooler, who moved back to
Oklahoma,

Early days In Texico were
excitng, Every other man, who
was neither saloon keeper,
gambler or merchant, was a
real estate dealer, Several
firms made plenty of money
locating visiting land hunters
on clalms over various part$
of that area. Sometimes those
who flled would find, upon sur-
veying, that they had been shown
a nice quarter section several
miles away from the poor quart-
er their filing papers would
show,

When a visitor would leave
the train, he was contacted by
one to a dozen would-be land
agents at the depot and hotel,

Texico's main street for two
blocks was lined withbusiness-
es, from a National Bank, large
general mercantile store,

. smaller merchandising es-
tablishments, several eating
places, some dozen saloons
where drinks and gambling were
provided. Thedays were usually
quiet and people could go about
their business without worry-
ing about the chances of being
molested, Many nights were dif-

ferent,.

Saloons were beehives of ac-
tivity with drinking and gambl-
ing and frequently fist fights
provided entertainment for on-
lookers, All in all though, peace

officers were successful in
keeping actvitdes within
bounds,

TV wild west stories could
have been filmed a few tmes
in Texico that would compare
with those shown today. On one
occasion, Texico’'s city marsh-
al, a hefty 300-pounder who
had been able to handle two
drunks at once, met a visiting
140-pound constable who
showed up wearing a gun, The
city marshal told him {t was
not allowed, so the constable
put his gun on the bar and de-
manded the marshal do the
same, He refused.

The two began fighting, rough

and tumble, then the constable
took the gun from the marshal’s
own pocket and shot him,

A few
some trouble, One 6-foot 200-
pound bully had what he called
fun, by picking a smaller
stranger, pushing him off the

board sidewalk and giving a-

‘‘rah rah' with a few of his
friends, Citizens got tired of
having visitors treated in this
manner, so they imported a
small boxer, The whole town
was in on the plan, so when
the Bully saw the small
apologetic appearing visitor, he
immediately shoved him off the
boardwalk, The smaller man
would whine and say *‘I don't
mean any harm, [ just want to
see the town."”” This happened
several times.

Finally, the Boxer brought
his right fist up with his whole
140 pounds and the Bully hit
head first in the street, It
was several weeks before the
big man showed up intown again,

November, 1907, a big snow
storm came and citizens began
to worry about a shortage of
coal -- they wired Santa Fe
Headquarters to send coal, A
freight stopped on {ts way west
and men notlcing coal cars,
tried to chain one car to the
track, but the engineer
hurriedly pulled out without
completing switching duties, By
using scrap wood until the bliz-
zard passed, no one suffered
much and from that time, coal
dealers stocked sufficiently in
the winter,

Before sertlers plowed up a
lot of the land, grasswas plenty
good and high and during winter,
fires put on a big show and
sometimes endangered prop-
erty, Everyone turned out to
check blazes before they spread
to the whole country,

The Santa Fe had a line
from Amarillo to Roswell, then
built one west toward Belen
out of Texico. The company
started a town known as Riley
Switch 10 miles west of Texico,
Promoters let it be known that
they intended to make the new
town (which they called Clovis)
the division point.

Cotton planted.on April 3 in
field trials at the McGregor
Substation of the Texas Agri-
cultural Experiment Station in
1961 produced almost three
times as much lint an acre as
cotton planted on May 15, O, J,
Tlpplt, fartn  superintendent,
gaid early planting has proved
effective over the years when
early insect control is carried
m’t'

In the 1961 tests, two varie-
ties were used with little dif-
ference noted between them in
yields when planted onthe same
date, The April 3 planting
ylelded 452 pounds of lint an
acre compared with 158 pounds
for the May 15 planting, April
15 plantings produced 342
pounds of lint an acre com-
pared with a yleld of 274 pounds
for May 1 plantings.

Cross returns per acre
based on lint at 30 cents a

pound were $135.60; $102,60;
$82.20 and $47.40, respectively
for the four different planting
dates, Tippit said, Hoeing costs
on the April plantings were 73
cents an acre compared with 55
cents for the May dates, All
planting seed were treated with
the systemic Insecticide Thimet
and the Aprilplantings recelved
three spray applications for
early season insect control at

Handling Facilities

Every farm feeding and feed
processing installations has its
own problems, says W, S, Allen,
extension agricultural engl-
neer. Feed handling systems, he
adds, must usually be en-
gineered for a specific opera-
ton.

Whether old facilities are
used in the Installation
or a completely new system put
in, certain basicdecisions must
be made, These are based on
present needs and should allow

The use of sprinkler irriga-
tion {in Parmer County i{s be-
coming more important all
the time, Farmers are be-
coming aware of the fact that
much of the water {s being
wasted with some of our present
frrigation systems. Much of
this loss can be observed by the
excess of tall water {n many
of our county roads, There is
still another loss that can not
be observed casually and that
{s the water loss due to deep
penetration beyond the reach of
the roots of the crops. This is
a result of excessive row
lengths, There {s the loss
of soil and water by watering
land with steep slopes and the
sandler * soils tend to take
in more water than needed for
high production,

Any of these problems men-
tioned above can be partially
eliminated with a sprinkler
system, Another very practi-
cal use of a sprinkler system
would be on a bermuda grass
pasture or-other irrigated pas-
ture crop.

A properly designed sprink-
ler system will provide a uni-
form distribution of 1rrigat10n
water over a glven area, Type
of soil, amount of ({rrigation
water avallable, type of crop
to be grown are all factors that
are considered whendesigning a
sprinkler system, It Is de-
signed to distribute the water
no faster than the soil will take
it In, This will eliminate the
waste of soll and water by run-
off, With a properly designed
system more acres can be ef-
ficlently ({rrigated with the
same or less water than that
required for furrow irrigation,

Delay income -- If you have
had a big year in 1961, you
might save on taxes by post-

An
hour of soaking s enough
after boiling, but overnight
may be more convenient,
Cook beans in the soaking
water for best flavor and
highest nutritive value, Split
peas do not need soaking.

' But since this is the season
when there's also more to do
and more fun to he had, it's
well worthwhile to take the
few simple precautions that
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our atomic age life."”" Sur-
vival of families is largely up
to us, Many, many publications
are and can be made availahle
to everyone who is interested.

Thoughtful citizens know that
in an atomjc war blast, heat
initial radiation might kill mil=
lions close to Ground Zero
(direct missile hit,) But once
we've digested this unpleasant
fact, it is sensible to realize
that almost everyone else could
be saved even though they would
he threatened by radiocactive
fallout, To survive safely you
must protect yourself from this
dangerous fallout.

Where fallout will occur
eventually depends on prevail-
ing winds, condition of the wea-
ther, intensity of the blast, and
size of the particles them-
selves, You might be safe
from fallout radiation within
a few miles of the site of
direct hit or you inight be
killed by it hundreds of miles
from the target site, T ' anly
guarantee of safety is the pro-
tection you have provided for
yourself. Keep in mind the fact
that small amounts of rac:ation,
absorhed over a period of time,
are less harmful thana concen~
trated exposure at one time.

It is important to know how
different materials vary intheir
ability to keep out radiation.
Glass offers virtually no pro-
tection against radiation be-
cause it permits about 997
of it to pass through. Wooden
walls in a typical home give
about 35% protection. Brick
walls in the average home give
about S0% protection. Concrete
walls and ceiling 24 inches thick
or dirt walls and ceiling 30
inches thick give almost 100%
protection from these lethal
particles, Other huilding mat=-
erial thicknesses include: 2.5
inches of lead, 7 inches of steel,
24 inches of concrete, 30inches
of earth, 50 inches of water and
99 inches of wood.

For shielding the first floor
of the house in the central
part will give one-half protec-
tion or cut down one-half of
the hazard of fallout. Base-
ment of the house will reduce
the hazard by one-tenth an im=
provised hasement will reduce
the hazard one-hundredth, but
a high grade fallout shelter
reduces hazard to one-five
thousandths.

b. Wait until the radiation
monitors make their surveys
and report actual readings,

¢. Purchase and learn to
use a personal radiation
instrument ( present estimated
cost $15-$20.)

d. In the event information
cannot he obtained as listed
above, stay {n the shelter as
long as possible, allowing the
outside radiation intensity to
decrease,

Q. When confined to a family
fallout shelter, what are pos=-
sible sourcesofuncontaminated
water?

A, Sources are:

a. \Water stored in a fall-
out shelter prior to the emer-
gency situation,

b, Water contained in dom-
estic hot water heaters and
water storage tanks. Make
sure water {s not rusty.

¢. Deep wells controlled
from the shelter,

d. Cisterns In which no
additional water has heenadded
since the arrival of radio-active
fallout.

Q. What type of reception can
we expect from transistor
radios or conventional vacum
tube radios when they' are used
in the shelter?

A. Radio reception may be
raduced for both transistor and
conventional radios. The
shielding against radioactive
fallout will also attenuate radio
waves, It will probably be
necessary to install an outside
antenna; particularly toreceive
Conelrad broadcasts which are
transmitted on reduced power.
You should check the radio
reception of your shelter when
it is completed,

Q. How can we provide lighting
in a fallout shelter?

A, Possible sources of light-
ing are:

a, A four-cell hot-shot hat-
tery wired to 150 milliampere
plashlight type bulb will pro-
vide a low level continuous
light.

b. A flashlight or electrical
lantern can be used for short
intervals to provide brighter
light,

¢. Local electrical power
may be available,

d. Care should he exer-
cised in using flames in poorly

ventialeted areas. For safety
and lack of oxygen,
Q. What should you do if

you cannot get into a fallout
shelter in an emergency?

A, Take refuge in the hase-
ment of a home or huilding.
If a basement is not available
stay in the interior rooms or
hallways of a huilding.

Q. Is it necessary to have
an exterior ventilating system
in a hasement fallout shelter?
A, Ordinarily, hasement fall-
out ‘shelters are constructed in
a manner whereby there will
he ventilation through the en-
trance to the shelter. Sufficient
air will permeate the hasement
through cracks and crevices of
the home. This will furnish

A, When electric power |s
available, a portable elecwric
heater is the most advisable
means. Also hody heat in
close quarters will help keep
the shelter warm. The rmore
practical means of doing'this
is to keep warm clothing ‘and
bedding available to take: it
into the shelter with you during
cold weather,

he planned for each shelter
occupant? s
A, There should he a minimum
space allowance of 10 square
feet of floor area per person.
Additional storage space is re-
quired, D
Q. Do hasement windows:fro=
vide and radiation proteotion?
A. Window panes keep fallout
from entering the hasement
area, However, they dfferd
little protection from gamma
radiation from outdoor aréas.
