It began operation In a
modest way, and struggled against
fallure for several months, Small
volume, lack of confidence and all
the other ills of Infant enterprisesa
had their innings, but the manager
J. F, Ivey, refused to be licked. He
worked five months without draw:
ing his pay_for he was determined
to make the business succeed,

There Ia now a $40000 Invest-
ment and a new creamery bullding
three times the size of the old s
under construction. There are 143
farmer patrons and they recelive
$60000 a year for the eream they
deliver. The stock, which was sold
at $50 In the organization of the
company ‘and during the dark days
of its struggles was often resold
by stockholders, Is now offered at
$50 a share.

Quality products and good man-
agement may be sald to have made
this enterprise the success that it
is. The creamery has never paid
less than 40 cenis per pound for
