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Texico council hires swimming pool
manager; search still on for city clerk

The Texico City Council on Tuesday heard council-
man Oran Jay Autrey report that repairs are continuing
on the swimming pool, and it's hoped that it will open
about June 0.

The council received one application for a pool man-
ager, from Darlene Brown. It was accepted, with Autrey
abstaining from the vote because she is his niece.

In other business, the council:

-- Autrey reported that the chip sealing project on
Avenue F is still waiting on word from Curry County.

-- Assistant city clerk Carolyn Johnson said no bids
were received for constructing the basketball court at
KKR Park. Autrey got permission from the council to bid
on the project, and he will abstain on a vote when the
council decides whether or not to accept his bid.

-- Autrey reported that Michael Johnson has been
hired as summer help for public: works Supt. Darrell
Stanton. Also, Josh Scioli has been hired fulltime as
Stanton’s assistant. Stanton became superintendent
earlier this month following the resignation of Clarence
Smith.

-- Gave Stanton the go-ahead to buy a push mower as
long as it's not higher than the price quoted earlier.

-- Approved the annual Eastern Plains Council of
Governments membership renewal, at $494.

-- Approved the prisoner housing agreement with
Curry County, as it has been.

- Is seeking a new accountant to handle the city's
audit. Every few years, the state mandates cities to
change auditors, and this is the year for Texico. Previ-
ously, the city had been paying $3,000 to $3,500 a year
for the audit. But the state requires a lot more paper-
work now -- resulting in higher costs.

So, two bids were received from accountants -- Gary
Bender, Clovis, $10,638; and Dan Austin, Ruidoso,
$6,431.

The council asked Ms. Johnson to contact other ac-
countants to see if she can get a lower price. If she
can’t, the council will take Austin’s bid.

-- Heard Autrey report that the council had offered a
woman the job of city clerk, since the recent resignation

A -full detailed description of the options was pre-
sented in last week’s Tribune.

There are two steps coming up. One, the engineer
and financial folks will look at setting up a bond issue.
Two, the council must decide how to raise funds and
over how long a period.

" Looking at a bond issue over 20 years, for example,
the council would need to raise about, $130,000 a year.
Funds could be raised through higher property taxes,
higher water and sewer rates, higher sewer rates, or a
combination thereof.

A positive about seeking a bond issue now is that in-
terest rates are low, and Terry has estimated the city
could get about a 4 percent rate at this time. If the coun-
cil decides just ta raise sewer rates, for example, it
would cost each user about $15 more a month on their
bill.

The council will look at its budget at its June 8 meet-
ing and work toward deciding how to finance the bond
issue.

In other business, the council:

-- Welcomed new councilman Larry Hodnett. Also,
Stan Miller moved from the council to the mayor’s post,
since Galen Hromas didn’t seek re-election. Mike
McCallum was appointed mayor pro tem. Putting coun-

cilmen on the various boards (cemetery board, board of '

adjustments, economics board) was tabled.

-- Approved selling the property across the street
from city hall to JKS Storage for construction of storage
units. This property is on the tax rolls and approval was
needed from various government agencies involved.
The county commissioners and school board already
have approved the sale of this property, also.

-- Heard Terry report on Friday’s meeting with 1%
Street property owners on the proposed paving project,
using potash. The cost is estimated at $46,000.

Terry has recommended that the city pay one-third of
the cost, and the property owners involved the remain-
ing two-thirds. Thus, property owners are probably
looking at between $700 and $800 each, depending on
how many participate.

" The property owners have set up a group to work on
this project. They are signing up participants.

The city attorney will draw up an agreement with
property owners who participate. Once a total is know of
how many will, then how much needs to pay will be
known.

The council is looking at paving the five blocks from
Avenue B to Avenue G, and adjoining side streets. Terry
would like to see culverts placed for water flow on Ave-
nues C and E.

Friendly reminder: transport
propane cylinders safely

For many residents, spring means a quick trip to refill
your propane cylinders for outdoor lanterns, BBQ grills,
patio heaters and other equipment for entertaining out-
doors.

Hal Helton, of Helton Oil, Inc., reminds folks to trans-
port the cylinders safely. You need to plug or cap the
outlets and be sure to keep the relief valve upright and
securley fasten the cylinder.

Take the refilled cylinder directly to your home and
store it outdoors in a shady location. Always extinguish
smoking materials while transporting or using propane
cylinders. Make sure the cylinders are stored away from
dryer or furnace vents or children’s play areas.

To avoid running out of gas, it's a good idea to keep a
spae full cylinder on hand, said Helton.

Consumers may fine they need a new safety device
then they take their older propane cylinders to be re-
filled. An overfilling prevention device is required by the
Texas Railroad Commission’s LP Gas safety rules.
