give signals through its smoke 
indicating whether the year will 
be good for crops or not. Crim 
says that if the smoke from the 
fire at this time is carried west 
or southwest there will be a 
bumper crop.

The western part of the United 
States scored a notable victory 
this past weekend. I refer to the 
victories of Brigham Young 
University in the National In-
vitational basketball tourna-
ment and Texas Western Col-
lege in the National Collegiate 
Athletic Association basketball 
tournament. This decisively 
shattered the myth of eastern 
basketball superiority.

HOLDING STEADY -- The wind seems to be holding steady 
indicating that this year might be a "wee bit better" crop year 
than last year.

According to the preductions 
of "Indian" John Crim of the 
Lazbuddie community, who has 
been predicting the crop out-
look on the Plains for the past 
33 years, "there is no relief 
in sight for the dryland farm-
ers." 

When Crim took his annual 
weather forecast at sunrise 
Tuesday, March 22, the 
wind was blowing from the 
southwest carrying smoke from 
the ceremonial fire to the north-
east, indicating that the outlook 
for moisture this year is poor. 
However, the wind velocity held 
steady indicating that this year 
will be a "little" better than 
last year when "Indian John" 
predicted a "poor" year, with 
his prediction coming true for 
dryland farmers. 

About the only encouragement 
"Indian John" could give area 
farmers is that this year won't 
be any worse than last year and 
indications are that it will be a 
"might better." Possibly there 
will be some quick storms, 
which will dump heavy hail and 
rain in some areas, while en-
tirely missing other areas. Oth-
er areas will have some mois-
ture with little or no hail, says 
Grim. He says weather effects 
will be spotted but on the whole 
pretty dry. 

Although Crim has been mak-
ing his annual forecast for the 
past 33 years, the forecast did 
not become public until 1952

CEREMONIAL FIRE -- Weather predictions have been made an-
nually by "Indian'.  John Crim of Lazbuddie for more than 30 
years on March 22 at sunrise. He lights a ceremonial fire ac-
cording to an old Indian legend and reads the smoke signals 
indicating a "good" or "poor" crop year by the way the wind car-
ries the smoke and by the way the fire burns as the sun rises. 
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the north or northwest and car-
ries the smoke south or south-
west, the crop will be aver-
age, but wind from the west, 
south, or southwest means a 
"very poor" crop year. 

On Tuesday morning as the 
sun peeked over the horizon 
the wind was from the south-
west and carried the smoke to 
the northeast indicating a poor 
year. In addition the snaps and 
crackles from the fire indi-
cated quick storms for the year. 

In making the predictions, 
Crim says it doesn't matter 
whether you can see the sun 
or not as long as the reading 
is taken exactly at sunrise on 
March 22. However, on Tues-
day morning the sun rose in a 
blaze of glory, but was followed 
shortly by one of the worst 
dust storms of the season. 

Members of the Crim fam-
ily use the annual weather fore-
cast as an excuse for a family 
gathering each year and this 
March 22 was no exception with 
several family members and 
neighbors in attendance for the 
ceremony. 

Grandchildren of "Indian 
John" help to get ready for the 
forecast by assisting with gath-
ering wood for the fire on the 
day preceding the ceremony 
and arising early to help get 
the fire blazing on March 22, 
The fire is lighted approxi-
mately 15 minutes before sun-
rise, giving it time to be blaz-
ing good when the time for 
the reading comes. 

Some comfort is taken from 
the fact that farmers no longer 
have to depend on the elements 
entirely for their crops, but 
Crim says, "Start up those 
irrigation pumps for it's gonna 
be a tough year."

calibration; (2) proper herbi-
cide rate; (3) careful seedbed 
preparation and, if recommend-
ed, thorough incorporation of 
materials; (4) good planting 
methods; and (5) careful fol-
low-up with mechanical or addi-
tional chemical weed control 
practices. 

Most producers follow these 
fairly well; however, we have 
noted several common mistakes 
in herbicide usage last year. 

Some of the more serious er-
rors were found with pre-plant 
herbicides on cotton. 

There were several reports 
of careless broadcast applica-
tions, Wiese said. A few farm-
ers overlapped their spraying 
and applied so much material 
it damaged their crop. Others 
drove at wider intervals than 
covered by the spray-boom and 
strips of weeds came up in the 
unsprayed areas. 

Where farmers list and then 

HERBICIDES CAN 
BE PROFITABLE 

Chemical weed control in cot-
ton and grain sorghum can low-
er production costs only when 
careful attention is given to se-
lection and application of the 
herbicides. 

That is the comment of Texas 
A&M University Agronomist 
Dr. Allen Wiese, of the South-
western Great Plains Research 
Center at Bushland. 

He says most herbicides ful-
fill the manufacturer's claims. 
The trick is to select one best 
suited for a particular problem. 

Pre-plant herbicides are 
most profitable on cotton land 
which has severe weed prob-
lems and high hoeing costs. 
With only average weed prob-
lems, pre-emergence herb-
icides applied in bands over the 
row will usually be more ec-
onomical. 

The cotton producer with rel-
atively weed-free land will 
make more net returns if he 
does not use either pre-plant 
or pre-emergence herbicides, 
Wiese says. 

A little time figuring costs 
of chemicals, different kinds of 
cultivation, and hand hoeing will 
help determine the least-cost 
weed control system. 

The five steps to satisfactory 
results with herbicides are as 
follows: (1) Careful sprayer 

with the ag-engineers at the 
South Plains Research and Ex-
tension Center near Lubbock in 
studying weed control with dif-
ferent planting methods. 

bust out the middles when they 
plant, pre-plant applications 
were buried and gave poor weed 
control. Weise rates this as the 
most common serious mistake 
made with Treflan last year. 

On-the-bed planting consis-
tently offers advantages in weed 
control, they have learned. 
Weeds can germinate easily 
when there is moisture at the 
bottom of the furrow; not as eas-
ily up on the drier bed. 

You need to be careful not to 
list deeper than the pre-plant 
herbicides are incorporated or 
rows will become weedy. 

Wiese has worked closely 

"The chemicals will do a good 
job if they are suited for the 
weed problem and directions on 

the label are followed," Wiese 
said. "But they are not a cure-
all. One man last year had more 

weeds where he used herbicides 
than where he didn't. He thought 
the herbicide would control all 
his weeds, so he didn't bother 
to cultivate until late in the sea-. 
son. By then it was too late."
