I have noticed for a number
of years now, we have been
tolerating a Highway Depart-
ment piece of fiction, Namely,
that the highway through Far-
well is a four-lane road. This
is not so, even if we act like
it is four lanes,

When I first came to Farwell

" in the spring of 1948, this was
a two-lane highway, The space
between the edge of the road
and the sidewalks was not paved
as there was not evenany curb-
ing, We merely pulled the cars
off the road in angle type park-
ing.

In the summer of 1948, Felix
Monroe began to run a curband
gutter system on Avenue A for
the first time, My, I recall that
the folks didn't see how they
could get used to turning the
corners in as little spaceas the
distance between the curbs gave

. them,

The State camealong thenand
paved between the road and our
curbs to give Farwell a totally
paved Main Street, It was two
lanes then with angle parking,

In the intervening years we

~have not been able to add any

~to the width of the street, but
we did paint some guide lines,

* abolish angle parking, and sub-

stitute parallel parking., These
expediencies are what has giv-
en us a four-lane, and I use the
designation advisedly, highway,

The reason for mention of this

“background is to point out how

many years we have tolerated
.a potentially lethal pair of in-
tersections in Farwell, I refer
-to the intersections of Avenue
A with Second Street and also
at the Third Street corner, By
marking off two lanes of traffic
and a lane of parking, there is
absolutely no room when all
three lanes are occupied side by
side, This in {tself is not too
bad, but when coupled with the
fact that to see far enough down
the road to risk pulling out
across the street, one must
of necessity, pull the front end
of the car so far our that it
partially blocks the outside lane
of moving wraffic,

Obviously there will come a
time when somebody had to go
some place, and there won't be
any room at the corner and we
will have a horrendous wreck,
And, | think, this can happen
without speeding or breaking the
law, At these corners, the speed
law is 30 MPH, This is at the
rate of 44 feet per second,
When a car is parked right up
to the corner, a person pulling

& up to the intersection, without

pulling into the outside oncom-
ing lane, cannot see more than
a hundred feet or less down the
road, This gives less than three
seconds for a car to come from
a hidden position to the corner,
This is not enough time for a
driver to look both ways, de-
cide the way is clear, and to
pull across the intersection, If,
on the other hand, you pull your
car far out enough to see fur-
ther down the street, you pro-
trude in the outside lane of
waffic and if there are two
cars abreastcomingatyou, then

| something has to give, quick.

This dangerous situation
should be corrected before a
serfous accident takes place.
The city dads have asked for
a stop-light at the corner of
Third Street and Avenue A,
but the highway department
traffic survey shows not suf-
ficient waffic to warrant this
placement,

I question whether a count of
the number of cars is a suffic-
fently valid reason to deny the
citizens of Farwell the protec-
tion they need at that location,
Qur highway patrol spends a lot

SHRUB PROTECTION

Trees, shrubs and flowers
face problems from the ele-
ments just as do humans and
among them is winter protec-
tion. The amount of protection
needed depends on the natural
hardiness of plants, severity of
climate and exposure.

Winter injury to plants Is us-
ually atributable to two fac-

tors, severe cold or loss of
molsture from shoots and
branches. Extreme cold will

cause twigs, stems and rootsto
freeze, prompting cell tissues
to break down,

Excessive loss of molisture,
which frequently causes winter
killing, is due largely to the
effect of swrong, drying winds
during periods of brilliant win-
ter sunshine,

Evaporation of moisture from
twigs, branches, canes and

rate through the winter, To
supply this molisture, plant
roots must continue to absorb
water,

When evaporation is rapidly
accelerated by prolonged per-
lods of winter wind and sun-
shine, plant roots are unable
to supply moisture fast enough,
Branches and canes become
withered and, if this condition
is sufficiently aggravated, itof-
ten results in dying back of a
large portion of the plant or (n
its death,

Therefore, one of the most
important preparations for win-
ter is to see that the soll is
adequately supplied with mois-
ture, Rainfall has been light
during the fall and the ground
should be soaked before freez-
ing weather sets in,

Many ees and shrubs may
be saved from winter injury if
this ‘protection is given. Pro-
tection against wind and sun is
as important to many plants as
protection against extreme
cold,

To protect half-hardy shrubs
and newly planted shrubs, a wind
screen can be constructed from
snow fence, burlap or commer-
clally prepared straw mats,

2, Call in person at the School Office and get a census blank and fill it out.

Remember, if your child will be six years old next Sept, 1st, he should be counted
in the census now, even though he is not in school now, If he is six but not 18 or older
next Sept, 1 he should be counted now. All children from six to 18 should be counted.
The six year olds who start next September to school are the ones most overlooked in
the census, Failure to count them costs the school and taxpayers extra money, Please

Q - Where can | getthe form
I need to report sick pay which
I want to exclude from my tax-
able income?

A - Form 2440, ‘‘Statement
to Support Exclusion of Sick
Pay’’, is available at any IRS
office, You also may find the
tax forms you need in many
banks and post offices,

Q - To claim a person as a
dependent does he have to be a
U, S. citizen?

A - To qualify as a depend-
ent, the person must either bea
U. S, citizen or a resident of

the U,S,, Canada, Mexico, Pan-"

ama Canal Zone or Republic of
Panama, Of course, the sup-
port requirements must alsobe
met,

Q - Do you have to be mar-
ried to get the head of house-
hold income tax rates?

A - No you don’t, On page
4 of the 1040 instrucrions you
will find an explanation of
whether you qualify for these
rates, Head of household tax
rates cannot be used if you are
married and can file a joint
return,

Q - How much can a child
earn and still be claimed as a
dependent?

A - If your child is under 19
or is a full-time student, you

may claim him as a depend-
ent as long as you provide
more than 1/2 of his total sup-
port for the year regardless of
the amount of income he may
have, Otherwise, he may not be
claimed as a dependent if he
has gross income of $600 or
more,

Q - I have a disability pen-
sion from Social Security. Is
this taxable for me?

A - No. Social Security
benefits are not taxable,

Q - When my widowed father
retired he went back to Ire-
land to live, He has only a
small $500 pension and I sup-
ply his chief support. Can 1
claim him as a dependent even
though he is not inthis country?

A - If he is a U, S, citizen
then the fact that he lives in
Ireland would not disqualify him
as a dependent. One of the re-
quirements for a dependent is
that he be either a U, S, citi-
zen, or a resident of the U,S,,
Canada, Mexico, the Panama
Canal Zone or the Republic of
Panama for some part of the
tax year,

Q - I didn’t get a blank in-
come tax return in the mail,
Where can I get the necessary
forms?

A - You can get them at any
IRS office and at most post
offices and banks,

Q - What can I do with child
support payments lamrequired
to make, Are they deductible?

A - Child support payments
are not deductible to you nor
are they taxable to your former
wife, However, if you rather
than your former wife provide
more than one-half the child’s
support, then you may claim the
$600 dependency exemption on
your return,

Q - Tips are one of my
sources of income, What is the
best way to keep track of them?
I work as a waitress,

A - A daily diary is one of
the best records you could keep,
Every day enter in it the amount
of tips you receive that day.

Don’t forget that starting this
year income and Social Security
tax will be withheld from your
wages on your tip income, You
are required to report to your
employer what you received in
tips if it amounts to $20 or
more a month and was earned
while working for one employer,

The withholding requirement
would not apply if your tips
amounted to $30 a month but
were split berween jobs with
two employers, so that you re-
ceived less than $20 from each
place you worked that month,
However, the $30 in tips is tax-
able income and mustbe includ-
ed in your tax return,
