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Farwell's city park looked like a winter wonder-
land after the freeze last week.

The U.S. Constitution makes no mention of politi-
cal parties.  The Founders, in fact, were horrified to
think that their newly-born United States would ever
have political parties like those they had observed
during their years as colonies back in the mother-
country of Britain.

There were two competing visions, to be sure,
with Thomas Jefferson’s Republican faction and
Alexander Hamilton’s Federalist faction, but they did
not function as political parties.

Despite this fact, Americans throughout our his-
tory continue to  see the ghost of Jefferson compet-
ing with the ghost of  Hamilton for the soul of the
nation.

The Jeffersonians placed complete faith in the
American individual who would be empowered by
having small government, minimal taxes, and a level
playing field in which citizens could pursue personal
goals. 

The Jeffersonians insisted that with the power of
the collective diminished, each individual could
improvise, innovate, and prosper and the entire
American people would benefit as the combined
effects of millions of success stories powered the
collective of the society for the good of the whole.

The Hamiltonians placed all their emphasis on the
collective first, maintaining that as the collective of
the society advanced, individual Americans would

each advance as well. 
The Hamiltonians demanded the success of the

collective people would have to be entrusted to a
political elite class – wealthy, educated, and raised
from birth to conduct the governance of the
American Republic for the good of the great mass of
Americans who were to be excluded from national
affairs for which they were neither intellectually
capable nor classically trained to understand, much
less participate.

Our first president, George Washington, was a
wealthy, educated squire from a blue-blood Virginia
family, and as commander in the successful War of
Independence, the overwhelming choice of all patri-
ots.  The Hamiltonians fully anticipated he would
remain president for life and establish the
Washingtons as the royal family – the hereditary
kings – of the first American dynasty. 

Washington shocked Americans when he refused
that chance and relinquished his power after only
eight years as president.  The world had not seen

such true statesmanship on the grandest of scales
since 439 BC when Cincinnatus refused the dictator-
ship that had been eagerly thrust into his grasp fol-
lowing his victory in war, voluntarily surrendering
his power to a Roman Senate.     

Our second president, John Adams, was a
wealthy, educated squire from a blue-blood
Massachusetts family, and he was (unlike
Washington) a staunch Hamiltonian. Protective of
his regal status and easily stung by any criticism, he
actually rescinded the Bill of Rights in 1798 (only
nine years after they had been ratified), imprisoning
his detractors and impoverishing their families. 

He was our first one-term president, overwhelm-
ingly rejected by the American voters in 1800 in
favor of the most Jeffersonian of his time, Thomas
Jefferson himself.

The next three presidents – Jefferson, James
Madison, and James Monroe – were all rewarded
with two terms and all stepped down, like

Even though we don't

have the excitement of a
big city, hopefully my
kids will grow up remem-
bering a little different
version of the world.
Here's a couple of exam-
ples:
Recently, Dave

Mitchell, of Farwell, con-
tacted me on facebook.
He wrote that he had
found an envelope he
thought might belong to
me.

The envelope con-

tained some checks that
were made out to my
gymnastics gym. So he
contacted me in order to
return them.
The next day, Dave

dropped off the envelope
at the Tribune.  When I
got to work, I found that
the envelope contained
$360 in cash and checks
that one of my athletes
from the gym had lost at
a soccer game in Clovis.

We had been doing a
fund raiser for the gym
and this was all of the
money that the little girl
collected. There was a
large amount of cash in
the envelope. 

When I contacted the
girl's mother, she was so
relieved that she almost
cried.  She couldn't
believe that someone
had actually turned in the
entire amount. 
Immediately, she

recounted the blessings
of small town values and
asked for Dave's name to
thank him.  
An incident during our

latest snowstorm rein-
forces the idea that small
town living is the way to
go.

Dropping my daughter
off at school, I saw a
woman who had fallen
on the ice.  Evidently she
had stepped off the curb
and slipped, breaking her
ankle.
Within just a few min-

utes, four or five people
had stopped their cars to
offer help. After a wheel-
chair arrived, concerned
parents and school per-

sonnel volunteered to
call the local clinic, con-
tact the woman's family,
drive her to the hospital
and generally just help
out. 

In a larger city, that
woman might have been
struggling alone in pain
until a paid city officer
came along to radio for
an ambulance.  
As my daughter wit-

nessed this little bit of
local kindness, I hope
that it made a lasting
impression on her.  
Small town living is

special.  The idea of
“neighbor helping neigh-
bor” really does happen
here.  
With the holidays

quickly approaching,
more acts of kindness
are likely to take place.
The types of kindness
shown make our home-
towns special but will
probably never be publi-
cized. 

They are just little
things that help people
live good lives -- like
bringing a plate of food,
helping someone with
their groceries, or clear-
ing snow from a neigh-
bor's driveway. 
All these things help

shape the values of our
children. When kids see
their parents helping a
neighbor, then they will
be more likely to do the
same when they grow
up.  
Hopefully, it will make

them a little less likely to
beat up someone over
towels in Walmart.

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Washington, after eight years. It is remarkable that
while they all officially rejected the Hamiltonian con-
cept of a ruling political elite, they were themselves
each from wealthy blue-blood Virginia families.
The fifth president, John Quincy Adams, present-

ed himself as a Jeffersonian (in order to get elected)
but he was as staunch a Hamiltonian as his father
had been.
The election of 1824 with its four candidates failed

to provide a majority of the electoral vote to any can-
didate, throwing it to the vote of the House of
Representatives, just as stipulated in the
Constitution. Adams contrived with Speaker of the
House, Henry Clay, to win (or, probably more accu-
rately, to steal) the election from Andrew Jackson,
promising Clay appointment to Secretary of State in
the eight years of an Adams administration and the
creation of a Clay administration to follow thereafter.
It was that tainted election of 1824 that was to

force the creation of our Republic’s first political
party, the Democrat Party.  Its appearance in 1828,
the “Jacksonian Democracy” it ushered in, and the
rough and tumble of political parties were to change
the political landscape of the Republic for all time.

Winter Fruit
Salad

1/2 cup sugar
1 1-inch piece of gin-

ger, peeled and thinly
sliced
1 vanilla bean, split

lengthwise and seeds
scraped out
1 lemon
5 large navel or blood

oranges
2 mangoes, peeled and

diced
5 kiwis, peeled and

diced
12 kumquats, very

thinly sliced crosswise,
seeds removed
1 cup pomegranate

seeds (from one pome-
granate)

Directions
Combine the sugar, 2

cups water, the ginger
and vanilla seeds and
pod in saucepan. Use a
vegetable peeler to

remove wide strips of
zest from the lemon and
one orange, add to the
saucepan and bring to a
boil over medium-high
heat. Reduce the heat
and simmer 5 minutes.
Refrigerate until cold.
Meanwhile, peel the

remaining oranges with a
paring knife, cutting
along the natural curve
of the fruit. Hold am
orange over a large bowl
and cut along both sides
of each membrane to
free the segments, letting
them fall into the bowl.
Squeeze each empty
membrane to release the
juices. Repeat with
remaining oranges. Add
the mangoes, bananas,
kiwis, kumquats and
pomegranate seeds and
gently toss. Pour the
syrup over the fruit and
chill overnight.
Before serving,

remove the citrus zest,
ginger and vanilla pod.
Spoon the fruit and syrup
into bowls.
To remove pomegran-

ate seeds, cut the fruit
into quarters, then break
apart in a bowl of water.
Skim off the pith that
floats to the top and
drain the seeds.
Sometimes I can't find

kumquats so I'll use a
fresh pineapple cut into
bite sized pieces.

Time to Check Your Progress
toward Your Retirement Goals?

The Parmer County Commissioners on Monday
voted 3-1 to not seek a state Department of
Transportation road grant available for some coun-
ties.
Opposed to that decision was Lloyd Bradshaw,

Lazbuddie area county commissioner.
Originally, the road grant was for counties that

provided oil and gas development because of the
use of heavy equipment that could tear up roads
faster.
But Parmer County recently learned that it was

expanded and about $100,000 would be available for
this area. This is a one-shot deal.
If Parmer County had decided to participate, it

means that each precinct (Farwell, Bovina, Friona
and Lazbuddie areas) would submit projects to seek

County will not seek road grant
part of that money. 
Each mile in the county would be identified to see

who needs help and how much.
If a project were accepted, then that precinct

would get the money requested. This means that the
money would not be divided equally among the
precincts.
So one precinct, for example, could get all the

money while others would receive nothing. 
In other business, the commissioners:
-- Reviewed the 2013 Parmer County Fire Reports

and will pay each of the five fire departments accord-
ing to the past pay schedule.
But the commissioners are seeking more account-

ability in these reports and have placed the topic on
an upcoming agenda. Fire department officials will
be asked to send representatives to this meeting.
The commissioners will take a second look at how

departments are paid to see if the guidelines need to
be changed.
The departments are Bovina, Farwell, Lazbuddie,

Friona and Rhea-Hollene.
-- Agreed to allow the continuance of open burn-

ing. 
Periodically, the commissioners consider whether

to reinstate the county's burn ban.
-- Authorized the disposal of obsolete electronic

equipment via the city of Friona's deal with a recy-
cling company.
The old equipment includes items such as tele-

phones and computers (hard drives removed).
-- Tabled a request by the Texas Department of

Public Safety to allow Parmer County employees to
process certain driver's license transactions.
This would involve processes such as license

renewals and issuing ID cards; it would not involve
testing.
The state said it would donate equipment and train

county personnel to handle these duties. 
The commissioners are not sure if they have room

available to set up the type of office suggested by
the state. Also, there are questions involving how
many days the processes would be offered, payment
schedule to the county, etc.
Currently, the state has two offices in this area --

at Friona and Muleshoe. The process at Friona is
handled at the Friona police department.
Thus, it appears the state may seek to close its

offices and have the county take over such respon-
sibilities as aforementioned.
