H. A. Haseloff Dies; 
Services In Vernon 

Few incidents in American 
history have been more regret-
table than the strife and anguish 
experienced by the people of 
,Mississippi in recent weeks. 
Certainly, few if any experi-
ences in our national life have 
evoked such strong feelings 
from all citizens, 

The governor of Mississippi, 
although acting on behalf of his 
people and no doubt with all 
sincerity, is wrong. Gov. 
Barnett, as a high elected of-
ficial, should know that he has 
an obligation to uphold and en-
force the law--not to encourage 
the tearing down of it. 

The courts decreed time and 
again that James Meredith, a 
negro, was within his constitu-
tional rights• in requesting ad-
mittance to the state university. 
The school is supported by 
public monies and these funds 
are collected through general 
taxation. Any public facility 
should be equally accessible to 
all citizens. There is no basis 
for class distinctions because of 
race, cultural background, 
economic circumstances, or 
any other factor. 

It is true that the courts have 
interpreted the law in a very 
unpopular manner--especially 
in this sector of the Old South 
where racial prejudice has not 
died out since the days of the 
Civil War. It is likewise true 

.that there are other laws of the 
land which are not popular, and 
there are laws ( a lot of them) 
which are not even RIGI-M. 

But they remain, as a body, 
the standards by which we op-
erate our society, and we must 
preserve them. They are 
elastic and changable. They 

,need to be changed as the needs 
of the people change from time 
to time. 	But they must be 
obeyed while they are sti Maws. 
If suddenly all of us were to 

commence to ignore the law 
simply because we did not like 
it, 	or it was inconvenient to 
abide by it, or perhaps we hada 
deep-seated vonviction that the 
law was actually an injust one, 
our nation would be plunged into 
chaos. 
One of our constitutional 

cornerstones is that we are a 
nation governed by law rather 
than men. And the creation of 
our laws is vested in the men we 
select to be our leaders. This 
indirect, representative control 

' protects us from the whims of 
any despot who might suddenly 
rise to eminence and abuse his 
power of office. 

When this nation was formed 
we joined together a diverse 
group of sectionalinterests, and 
pledged to submit ourselves to a 
general body of laws which were 
designed for the good of all the 
people. 
It has not come time to break 

that pledge. In fact, it isdoubt-
ful if that time should ever 
arrive in the lifetime of any of 
us who now worry about such 
things, because thoughts of in-
surrection, and revolution 
should be entertained only after 
greviences of the most enduring 
and arduous kind. 
The colonies suffered in-
urthus treatment at the hands of 

the Royal Crown for over 100 
years before they finally pro-
duced the Declaration of Inde-
pendence. It was not that they 
lacked the nerve; it was because 
cool heads prevailed until the 
last hope of redress had been 
exhausted. Only then did they 
take up their muskets and chal-
lenge the symbols of authority. 

Today we are appalled, 
shocked, or even frightened by 
the tremendous display of force 
which the national government 
displayed in enforcing the law in 
Mississippi. 

While it is true that this con-
- cent:ration of force was at the 
direction of the executive 
branch of the government, and 
is obviously intended to obtain 
what the administration con-
siders "social progress", we 
must must never forget that the 

igovernment (on all levels) has 
not only the right but the duty 
to uphold and enforce every law. 

The means used to maintain 
enforcement should never be 
mo re extrIme than the circum-
stances -warrant, but the 
governmereis obliged to back 
up its laws, period. 

I think that few of us realize 
that every law we live under to-
day must be backed up by this 
force, It can be the club, the 
bayonet, the gun, or the iron 
bars, but it must be backed 
.up. If our laws can be torn 
down by persons who simply 
don't agree with them, then 
the safety of every citizen's 
life and property is in immed-

One 
can establish a credit rating 
that becomes a great value in 
getting credit when an emerg-
ency arises. 

Of course, there are a number 
of cautions in using credit. 
When a person signs a credit 
contract, he mortgages his 
future income. In other words 
your income is spentbefore you 
get it. The use of too much 
credit will lower the level of 
living. 

Research shows that people 
usually buy more when they do 
not have to pay cash. They may 
become careless occasionally 
about what they buy since it is 
easier to return charged goods 
than cash purchases. 

Goods bought at a store with 
charge accounts are usually 
more expensive because of the 
costs of investigating eachper-
son's credit rating and of keep-
ing records of payments. This 
cost of credit is hidden, although 
included in the price of the goods 
bought. As we mentioned in the 
payments of loans of homes 
here is an increase in the cost 
due to the interest of the loan. 

By all means, know the dol-
lar and cents cost of credit. 
Many have found that it is im-
portant to get acquainted with 
the lenders before the need for 
credit arises. 

If income is irregular, as 
farm families often are, do not 
commit yourself to regular pay-
ments. Get credit from a source 
whose responsibility, integrity, 
and fairness is well known. 
Then read and understand the 
terms of the contract before you 
sign. 

Especially for irregular in-
come, do not use maximum 
credit capacity except in a 
crisis. Keep everyday credit 
totals well within safe limits, 
leaving a margin for emerg-
encies.

It should 
help you to make wise choice 
of credit.

Are we using our irrigation 
water ‘visely,  As we approach 
the end of another irrigation 
season we all should think about 
th' s qui:scion and make prepara-
tion to assure that water will 
be used properly in the next ir-
rigation season. 

With the weakening of our wa-
ter supply and increasing cost of 
pumping, it is very important 
that we take another look at our 
irrigation systems to see that 
best use is being made to pro-
duce crops efficiently and to 
conserve water, 

Before starting irrigatior 

walls this year it would be wise 
to coarnier the follo'iing points 
concerning your system: 

1. Whet type of soil do you 
have? Will it take water fast or 
slow? If the soil takes water 
slow the run length may be in-
creased. If it takes' water fast 
the length of run needs to be 
shortened. 

2, Is the slope of the land 
gentle or steep? On gentle slop-
ing land water may be runfurth-
er without danger of losing wa-
ter or soil. On steeper slopes 
water cannot be run as far with-
out some means of checking to 
proven: tailwater and erosion. 

3. How long should each set 
be? On tighter soils usual)) 
from 12 to 24 hour sets arede-
sirable, while on lighter soils 
six to 12 hour sets should he 
used, 

4, How mo:h water should he 
applied ea:h irrigation? Thrt. 
to four inches every 10 to 15 
days is a pretty good rule. 

All of these questions point 
to the need for a conservation 
plan and a conservation irriga-
tion system. Throagh manage-
ment of irrigation water, better 
crops can be produced at lower 
cost and for a longer period.

It is to be hoped that every 
farmer will make a detailed 
study of the administration-
passed "Food and Agricultural 
Act of 1962". Besides finding 
it interesting, you will also find 
it perplexing in many details 

Farming in 1963 will go on 
much as it has in 1962. How 
ever, there are some very dif-
ferent details included for the 
year of 1964. 

The following example con-
cerns a farm of 1150 acres in 
the Panhandle. Bill Wede-
meyer, Promotion and Re-
search Director of Texas Farm 
Bureau has prepared this ex-
ample based on information at 
hand. There are accompanying 
comments. but we are just re-
lating the figures arrived at If 
the farmer in question accepted 
the minimum acreage reduc- 

An important consideration 
in the machine harvesting of cot-
ton, explains Fred Elliott, ex-
tension cotton specialist, is the 
use of defoliants or desiccants 
for preparing the cotton plant for 
the harvesting process. He sug-
gests that growers contacttheir 
local county azent for a copy 
of the 1962 "Texas Cotton De-
foliation Guide" for detailed in-
fo rmation. 

tions necessary for compliance 
with the program: 

It is assumed that the farm 
has acreage allotments on wheat 
of 500 and grain sorghum of 400 
and 250 acres of temporary pas-
ture. He would be required to 
retire 100 acres of wheat and 
80 acres of grain sorghum, 
using the minimum require 
ments for compliance with the 
program. On the basis of the 
above !ie would receive the fol-
lowing payments from the 
government: 

1. Wheat land retirement of 
$1,820.00 (100 acres times ten 
bushels times 51.82 ). 

2. Wheat incentive payment 
of $1,440.00 (400 acres times 
20 bushels times 18 C), 

3. Grain sorghum land re-
tirement payment of 52,160.00 
(80 acres times 1500 lbs. times 
$1.80.) 

4, Grain sorghum incentive 
payment of $1,920.00 (320 acres 
times USDA's established yield 
20 bushels times 30 cents per 
hundred pounds) 

This is a total of $7,340.00 
direct payment to the farmer 
of 1150 acres from the govern-
ment, as you can see, This is 
very close to $6.40 per acre for 
the entire farm, partof which is 
not being farmed, 

Wedemeyer points out that 
this type of program puts the 
farmer more completely at the 
mercy of the government for his 
income. He also predicts that 
the 1964 referendum for wheat 
will be a choice between a com-
plicated multiple price certifi 
care plan or no program at all,
