More than two thirds of the
Texas Highway system will

New Field Breeds
Plants To Order

Chemurgenetics {s a new
word for a relatively new fleld,
Simply put, itdescribes the pro-
cess of breeding plants for
specific industrial uses -- a
sort of ‘‘you name it, we'll
grow it'’' process,

In chemurgenetics an indus-
try determines the properties it
wants in an agricultural raw
material; then the geneticist,
working with the chemist, at-
tempts to breed those proper-
tles in an agricultural crop.
Chemurgenetics 1s research
almed in a positive direction
toward crops that will have an
immediate demand,

Recently the USDA and corn
refining companies participated
in a chemurgenetic effort to in-
crease the amylose content of
corn. Pure amylopectin starch
has {mportant applications as a
thickening agent, in the manu-
facture of adhesives and intex-
tile printing and finishing, Po-
tential uses for amylose also
include permanent textile fin-
{shes, plastics, film making
and paper pulp fiber bonding,
Today a 50 to 60 per cent amy-
lose crop called amylomaize is
being produced commercially
on a contract basis.

Changing the starch composi-
tion is notthe only chemurgene-
tic interest in the corn kernel,
Since corn is the most widely
used agricultural raw material

for industrial products and pro-
cesses, and sincemore is known
about the genetics of corn than
of any other crop, it iS not
surprising that many of the
developments of chemurgene-
tics are with corn,

Work is currently progress-
ing on a ‘‘super-sugary’’ sweet
corn, anew sweeter eating corn,
There is also considerable in-
terest in Increasing the protein
and oil content of corn. Most
of the breeding to date has in-

creased the zeln present in
corn. Zein is not as good nu-

tritionally as the proteins, but
{s used inlaminating adhesives,
printing inks and plastics.
There is a great increase in
demand for corn oil which has
advantages of polyunsaturated
fatty acids such as lnolelc,

Chemurgenetics is a useful,
significant word that describes
what has in fact become achal-
lenging new field, worthy of ser-
{ous consideration by our col-
lege-bound young people, and a
fleld which has broadened the
market for agricultural pro-
ducts substantially.

Farmers-Ranchers
Told Of Deadline

Farmers and ranchmen are
reminded that claims for the
Federal Gas Tax refund must
be submitted before September
30, says C,H, Bates, farm man-

agement  speclalist, Texas
Agricultural Extension Serv-
ice,

This refund is on the four
cents per gallon excise tax
paid on gasoline and diesel
fuel used by operators on their
farms during the period July
1, 1962 to june 30, 1963, says
Bates. He explains that thisre-
fund has no connection with the
claim for refunds sent to the
State Comptroller's office. The
gasoline used on an operator's
farm by custom contractors is
also eligible for the refund,
points out Bates, but fuel used
in highway travel is not,

The special postcard form,
2240, is the proper one to use
to submit fuel claims, says
Bates, and they have beenmail-
ed to operators who reported
in 1962, New farmers and those
who have not received the Form
2240, may obtain them from the
office of the county extension
agent or the area offices of
Internal Revenue Service, he
says.

Bates reminds that claims
are subject to audit, just as
other reports submitted to the
Internal Revenue Service, and
records should be kept to sup-
port refund claims. The spec-

lalist emphasizes that the dead-

line for reporting claims {s Sep-
tember 30,

At what weight should I sell
my hogs? This question is one

The answer varies according
to conditions but a few things

You will need to know the
amount of feed required to feed
the hogs longer, the cost of this
feed, the length of time thatwill
be needed to put on the addi-

tional weight wanted, and an
{dea of the price you will get
at selling time, The conclusion
that must finally be drawn from
considering these facts s
whether the additional cost re-
quired to feed to a higher weight
{s more or less than the addi-
tional income,

It has been proven in re-
search at Texas A&M College
that as a hog gets heavier,
more feed Is required to put
additional gain on them, says

The Sorghum Midge is avery
dangerous insect, and you had
better watch your sorghum crop
real close untll you are out of
danger,

. The Sorghum Midge cannot
damage grain sorghum after it
finishes blooming.

Each year we have some far-
mers that put a dessicant on
grain sorghum to dry it out,
but let me remind you that there
is no dessicant approved or
cleared for use on grain sor-
ghum,

If you apply any pesticide that
is not cleared, and the Food
& Drug Administration finds it
out, you cannot market the crop
unless it can be cleared,

In other words don't use any

chemical unless you know it is
‘safe,
- Prussic acid results from the
Hydrolysis of a glucoside which
is normally present in actively
growing plants of the sorghum
family, The splitting of the
glucoside Into prussic acidonly
occurs in dangerous amounts
when the plant's growth is in-
terrupted by inadequate mois-
ture or frosting, There are
several factors that influence
the production of prussic acid
in the plants, The following
factors should be considered in
controlling losses from this
poison:

1. The type of pla
grazed--All members o.
Sorghum  family, {including
Johnson grass, sudan, milo,
forage sorghums, and all the

hybrids of this group of plants
elollas ‘mu.s.cdnusunder

certain circumstances. Young
plants, or second growth suck-
ers, are more likely to cause
trouble than older plants near-

ing maturity.

2, The fertlity and tilth of
the soil--The more luxuriant
the plants are growing, the high-
er the level of the precursor
glucoside they will contain, and
the more likely they are to be
dangerous {f their growth is
interrupted.

3. Weather Conditions--In-
terruption of growth by mois-
ture stress may be due to de-
pleted soil moisture, or due to
to the plant losing moisture
through evaporation faster
than it can transportfrom roots
to leaves. This situation fre-
quently occurs when the temp-
erature and wind velocity are
high and relative humidity of
the air {s low,

When there is a shortage of
avallable soil moisture, plants
may remain toxic for extended
periods. However, when mois-
ture stress is caused by ex-
cessive moisture loss, plants
may be toxic only during the
period that they are wilted,

4, Grazing management--
Hungry animals turned into a
sorghum field in the hot part of
the day might fill up rapidly
on wilted forage and be
poisoned, but if turned in early
in the morning while the plants
were normal would likely fill
up and lay down before wiltng
reached a dangerous point,

Regardless of the time of day,
animals should be watched clo-
sely for an hour or two when
turned in on pasture of this
type. Should any animal be-

come restless and breath fast,
all antimals shouled o E=smiUVED

immediately, Death or recov-
ery from prussic acid poison-
ing can occur within a few
minutes.

Textile mills are now evalu-
ating a simple, inexpensive de-
vice that increases a carding
machine’s efficiency in remov-
ing trash from cotton to be
spun. Scientists of the US-
DA's Agricultural Research
Service developed the device
which s a series of baffles
that replace the cleaning knives
normally used in cotton card-
ing machines,

The device, called a fiber
retriever, has been tested in
four mills and they report that
its use increased card clean-
Ing by as much as 25 per cent.
Some 20 additional mills are:
now evaluating the unit,

In addition to trash removal,
the retriever also removes a:
higher percentage of short, un-
developed fibers and decreases
the loss of spinnable fibers,
It also slightly improves uni-
formity and appearance of the
yarn, High speed productionhas
no apparent adverse effect on
its performance, the USDA said,
