meeting flops 
The June 19 organizational meet-

ing for an economic development 
unit for the Twin Cities turned into a 
flop. 

The only persons to show up at 
Farwell City Hall were Farwell 
councilmen Curtis Smith and 
Martin Kube; Frances Kube, chair-
man of Farwell's beautification 
committee, and State Line Tribune 
publisher Mike Pomper. 

Since no one had a key to the front 
door, no meeting was held. 

No one from Texico attended. 
Councilman Doyal LaRue had 
called earlier that day to say he 
couldn't attend due to other commit-
ments. 

In May, the Texico City Council 
had voted unanimously to partici-
pate in the unit, which would seek 
economic growth for the Twin 
Cities. And the Farwell City Council 
voted unanimously June 16 to also 
participate. Dawn Lassiter practices on the

Several Texico students are 
enrolled in the summer gymnastics 
program sponsored by Texico 
Schools and instructed by Paul 
Leighton.

on how to seek an interest-free loan 
from the state for digging another 
well. 

I was talking with a fella the other 
day about rules and regulations and 

• how important they are -- but there 
are times they should be bent. 

I realize that statement won't sit 
well with some readers who believe 
that once a rule is made it ought to 
be stuck to, come heck or high 
water. 

I guess I'm liberal in the ways of 
regulations should be followed be-
cause I try to include what I call the 
"human factor." We all make mis-
takes and there are a lot of times we 
must bend rules for that reason. 
And it seems the longer we're 
around, the more errors we make. 

I always remember the case I was 
involved in that brought me around 
to the point of believing rules should 
be bent sometimes. It happened 
back in the early 1970's in Indiana. 

Here's what happened: 
In a Michigan City, Ind., ceme-

tery was a small area dedicated to 
WO veterans who had died in our 

nation's wars. This special area was 
maintained by one of the local 
American Legion posts, who did an 
exemplary job in its upkeep. 

During the Vietnam War, a local 
man was killed when his truck went 
over a land mine, if memory serves 
me correctly. And in the last letter 
he had sent his folks was a note that 
if he should be killed in Nam, he 
would like to be buried in this 
special cemetery area dedicated to 
vets. 

But it wasn't to be. 
This man, who attended grade 

school and high school in Michigan 
City, lived with his folks about 1,000 
yards across the state line in Mich-
igan. His father worked in Michigan 
City, which is on the state line, too. 

What happened was that the rules 
governing this special dedicated 

4 area specified that in order to be 
buried there, the vet must live in 
Indiana. And this man lived in 
Michigan. 

There were some folks who be-
lieved the rule should be bent since 
he was considered a local person. 
They pointed out that he was killed 
while fighting for his country and 
that his last request should be 
honored. If he lived 1,000 yards 
closer, he would have been in 
Indiana. 

But the American Legion post in 
charge of the dedicated area ruled 
that he didn't qualify because he 
lived out-of-state and that was that. 

I personally felt the rule should be 
bent in this special case. Since I had 
recently ended my Army tour, I felt 
very strongly about this. 

How do you fee? Are there times 
rules should be bent? Or should they 
be stuck to all the time? 

me city at that meeting and it's 
likely at least one councilman also 
will attend. 

The Board of Finance has the 
authority to grant loans in cases of 
emergency. A new well is estimated 
to cost between $50,000 and $60,000. 

It's been about eight years since 
the last time the city has received a 
state loan. It was for the well at 
KKR Park, and the loan has been 
repaid. 

Once approval is received, it 
would take about two weeks to get a 
well operational. 

Meanwhile, the council also voted 
to advertise for professional en-
gineering services for the project. 

In other business, the council: 
--Instructed City Attorney Duane 

Hamar to write letters to property 
owners at 501 Wheeler and the 
corner of South Garwood and Ave. D 
about weeds that need cutting. 

--Agreed to have SPS bill the 
Texico-Farwell Little League 
through the city. This way, the 
baseball league can receive a re-
duced rate. The league will then 
reimburse the city. 

--Approved the planning and zon-
ing ordinance. It's needed before 
the new planning and zoning com-
mission can meet. The new commis-
sion was invited to meet with the 
council July 8 at 6:30 p.m. MDT to 
have a joint work session. 

—Discussed various problems at 
the city pool with pool manager Alta 
Jesko, including chloridation, 
toilets and litter. The problems will 
be worked on. 

--Heard Billy Hammitt say that he 
needed a CB for the city water 
department pickup. Councilman 
Bryan Kube said the fire depart-
ment had an extra one he can use. 

The Texico City Council took 
action Tuesday night to try and 
head off a potential serious well 
water problem. 

And the council hired a city 
marshal, David Wheeler, of Logan, 
N.M. The city had been without a 
marshal since the dismissal two 
months ago of Fred Hamner. 

Wheeler, 46, is expected to start 
work by July 8. He will be moving 
his mobile home here as soon as 
possible. He and his wife Elva have 
two sons, Bobby, 13, and Reed, 10. 

Wheeler has served as a police 
officer in Clayton and was Cimarron 
police chief. In Logan, he has 
worked as a security agent. He is a 
licensed Baptist minister. 

Councilman Steve Chancy said he 
checked on Wheeler's background 
and received very favorable re-
ports. 

Wheeler will receive $14,500 a 
year salary plus a uniform allow-
ance. 

The other main topic discussed by 
the council dealt with its water 
wells. Here's the situation: 

Texico has had three wells pump-
ing water for its residents. About six 
Weeks ago, one went out. Now it 
appears a second well may run dry 
within a short time, perhaps a 
month. 

If Texico is reduced to one well, 
there will be sufficient water to use 
in the home -- toilets, sinks, etcs. but 
it is probable that rationing would 
go into effect for outside use, such 
as watering lawns. 

The recent rains have been very 
helpful but the council fears that 
with increased irrigation usage by 
farmers, the water level will drop 
quickly and only one well will be 
left. 

Texico will try to have its appli-
cation for a loan on the agenda of 
the state's Board of Finance meet-
ing July 15. Tillman will represent

The remaining two ships under 
construction are the Texas, expect-
ed to be commissioned as the Austin 
sometime next December, and the 
Galveston--also currently being 
called the Brazos--to be commis-
sioned next spring as the Archer, in 
honor of Dr. Branch T. Archer, 
presently active in Texian affairs. 
The 600-ton Austin will will be the 
fleet's flagship, full-rigged, with 18 
24-pound cannons of medium length 
and two medium 18-pounders. The 
Archer will be a sister ship to the 
Wharton.

1841: SUNDAY, JUNE 29. Judge 
James Webb, Texas Minister Pleni-
potentiary and Envoy Extraordi-
nary to Mexico to negotiate a treaty 
of peace, today reported to Presi-
dent Mirabeau B. Lamar that his 

mission has failed. 
Judge Webb was appointed by the 

President on March 20. He has pre-
viously served Lamar as Secretary 
of State. After making necessary 
preparations, he sailed from Gal-
veston on the Texican war schooner 
San Bernard, and reached Veraruz 
on May 31. He addressed a letter to 
the Commandant General inform-
ing him of his mission and re-
questing permission to land, with 
safeconduct to Mexico City. The 
Commandant replied courteously 
that he had no authority to grant the 
request. 

Judge Webb then addressed a 
note to the British Minister to 
Mexico, Richard Pakenham, re-
questing his intercession. He in-
cluded the essential documents re-

1839: THURSDAY, JUNE 27. The 
170-ton schooner-of-war Viper ar-
rived in Galveston today. She is the 
second new ship of the refurbished 
Texas Navy, in pursuance of an act 
of Congress approved nov. 4, 1837. 
She will be commissioned as the San 
Jacinto. She carries four 12-pound 
cannons of medium length and a 
long brass 9-pounder mounted on a 
pivot. 

The first ship of the new Navy, the 
steamer Zavala, was commissioned 
last March. Before then, the Re-
public had been entirely without 
naval protection for more than 18 
months, after the loss of the In-
vincible and the Brutus in late 
August, 1837. 

The San Jacinto was built by the 
Baltimore shipyards of Schott and 
Whitney under contract with Fred-
?rick Dawson of Baltimore, and is 
the first of an order of six ships 
placed November 13 last year. 
Dawson received two bonds of the 
Republic of $280,000 each, at 10 per 
cent, maturing December 1, 1839, or 
redeemable for sterling bonds 
amounting to $520,000. 

Two sister ships of the same 
tonnage as the San Jacinto are 
under construction for delivery 
later this summer. They are the Asp 
and the Scorpion, expected to be 
commissioned as the San Antonio 
and the San Bernard. They will be 
armed with six 12-pounders of med-
ium length, and a fortified long 12-
pounder on a pivot. 

Also under construction is a 400-
ton brig, the Colorado, for delivery 
in October. She will carry 16 18-
pound cannons of medium length. 
She is expected to be commissioned 
as the Wharton, in honor of the 
Wharton brothers, Colonel John A. 
and William H., both of whom died 
recently. They served the Republic 
in a number of capacities.

years, these requirements will be 
raised to include grades three and 
four, to further add to the situation. 

Add to this the probability of 
pre-kindergarten for four-year-olds 
who are on free and reduced lunch 
or do not speak English and we have 
more space and personnel costs --
with only marginal funding. There 
is certainly no assistance for the 
classroom that will be added. 

New library standards require an 
additional aide to be added, simply 
to meet minimum accreditation 
standards. If we do not meet these 
standards, our state funds can be 
reduced or stopped. Not only are 
there new personnel requirements, 
but also new standards on the 
number of books that must be avail-
able, with no state funds provided. 

Testing requirements have 
tripled. Each student at each grade 
level must be tested on a norm-
referenced test yearly. This com-
pares the students' performance 
against a national average. Add the 
TEAMS test which must be given 
for all students in grades 1, 3, 5, 7, 9 
and 11. 

The TEAMS test tells how the 
District compares to the "essential 
elements" required by Chapter 75. 
We cannot forget to add the tests 
required to document mastery. 
While they are not required to be 

Curriculum and personnel are two 
factors that must be considered to-
gether. 

The "1-22" class size require-
ments at this time have not had an 
impact on our District. Yet, with 
just a couple of students in any of 
our lower grades (K-2), we could be 
forced to hire a teacher and add a 
classroom. At two points in 1985-86, 
we reached 21 students in these 
grades. So, not only does total 
enrollment affect funding, up or 
down, but one or two students at any 
primary grade level could 
affect costs dramatically by forcing 
the addition of personnel and class-
room space (which we do not have 
now). 

Let me give you an example. If 
there are 22 students in grade 2, 
another student at that grade level 
could force the teacher/classroom 
situation. If we lost a 7th grader and 
a 9th grader and gained two 2nd 
graders, we would receive the same 
funding, yet have to add a class-
room and a teacher. 

So, costs go up with no increase in 
funding. This may sound farfetched, 
but this is more than a possibility in 
Farwell, It is a probability. In two

computerized, the fact that they 
must be given so often at each level 
requires it. There is no way to utilize 
the information for diagnostic pur-
poses, remediation and planning if 
the results are not collated by 
computer. 

We now come to advanced place-
ment. In 1986-87 any student can 
request to take a state approved test 
to see if a course or grade level can 
be skipped. This would greatly 
encourage early graduation and the 
resulting loss of state funding based 
on a loss in ADA. (For your infor-
mation — each student in ADA 
equals $1,846 in state aid.) We 
currently have an ADA of 431. 

Tutorials and Compensatory (re-
medial) requirements are next. 
Districts are required to offer tu-
torials and remedial courses with 
no increase in funding. We feel that 
these are beneficial, but we would 
like to see special funding if special 
requirements are made. 

As to counseling, the new testing 
requirements given at various 
times over the year requires a 
fulltime counselor where a parttime 
counselor had been sufficient. There 
is no way that a parttime person can 
meet state standards and satisfy 
our local needs. There is no funding 
whatsoever for this (other than the 
ADA). 

Not only that, but we must now 
pay for the state required TEAMS 
tests — a new situation. When the 
TEAMS tests were first required, 
the state absorbed the cost because 
it was state mandated. Now, be-
cause of the expansion of the tests 
and the new costs, districts are 
required to pay the costs.

Sandra began work on the gene-

Mexico to consider a peace pro-
posal. 

Colonel Bee went to New Orleans, 
and obtained passage to Veracruz 
on the United States schooner Wood-
bury, arriving there on May 8, 1839. 
He was graciously received by the 
aging governor, General Guadalupe 
Victoria, who had instructions to 
determine whether Bee was coming 
as the representative of a rebellious 
Mexican province, or whether he 
was seeking recognition of inde-
pendence. Upon learning that it was 
the latter, the government refused 
to see him. Bee attempted to get 
Richard Pakenham to intervene, as 
Webb did later, but the British 
minister informed. him that in his 
opinion nothing: could be accom-
plished at that time. 

General Victoria continued to be 
cordial to Bee, who remained in 
Veracruz until the end of the month. 
He then admitted failure, and left 
for New Orleans by way of Havana. 
In his report to Secretary of State 
Webb he stated his belief that there 
was no longer any possibility of a 
Mexican invasion of Texas. "Where 
are they to get the money to anni-
hilate Texas? Sir, the question is 
settled," he wrote. "They have no 
navy, they have not a dollar in their 
Treasury, they have not paid their 
officers or men for years, they owe 
Great Britian 60 million of dollars, 
they are paying France $200,000 
every two months." 

Accompanying Bee on his 
voyage home was an Italian named 
John Vitalba, who had served and 
perhaps was still serving as an 
agent for Santa Anna, President of 
Mexico. He had called on Bee at 
Veracruz, and was extremely in-
sistent with regard to a plan he had 
for negotiating peace. Apparently it 
involved bribery. It could be exe-
cuted by a friend of his, James 
Treat, a New Yorker who had 
previously served Texas on occas-
ion, and was personally acquainted 
with many high officials in Mexico. 

After careful consideration and 
discussion with others, President 
Lamar appointed Treat in August, 
1839, as special agent for Texas, 
authorized to expend up to 
$5,000,000. He arrived in Veracruz 
after a lengthy voyage on Novem-
ber 28, and was permitted to pro-
ceed to Mexico City. Extremely 
complex and long-drawn-out negoti-
ations then began. After several 
months of this, Mexico requested 
Treat to obtain formal credentials, 
which he received in April, 1840, 
from Acting Secretary of State 
David G. Burnet. The negptiations 
dragged ax4c.),  r ke.vere;t1 m oath.s mega 

' with due Prtgres§-, a 1A-eventually g t 
became apparent to the Texas 
government that Treat was merely 
being used by Mexico to deter Texas 
from aiding the Federalist rebels as 
long as there was the possibility of a 
peace treaty. 

After almost a full year in Mexico, 
Treat at length embarked on the 
Texas war schooner San Antonio to 
return to Galveston. By that time he 
was seriously ill with consumption,

lating to his mission, and stated that 
to avoid trouble in the Veracruz 
harbor, he would put out to sea for 
about 10 days, and then return to 
learn whether Pakenham had been 
successful. 

Pakenham sent a letter to the 
Mexican government soliciting a 
hearing for the Texian agent, and to 
his surprise, received a response 
the same day, flatly refusing. He 
transmitted this to Webb on June 10, 
strongly advising against any ex-
treme measures in retaliation. 

Webb's instructions from Presi-
dent Lamar were that if he could not 
open negotiations or complete them 
satisfactorily, "you will, after noti-
fying this Government of the fact, 
be at liberty to return by way of 
Yucatan and ascertain what part 
the government of that country 
would be willing to take in a war 
which Texas might be compelled to 
wage against Mexico." Yucatan is 
currently rebelling against the Mex-
ican Centralist dictatorship, and 
has previously contacted Texas for 
possible help. 

Pakenham was no doubt aware of 
this. Webb sent him a note thanking 
him for his help and his advice, 
which he agreed to communicate to 
his government. He stated that 
Texas had now sent three agents in 
fruitless attempts to negotiate with 
Mexico, and a fourth would never be 
sent unless invited, He expressed 
the personal opinion that the people 
of Texas "would decidedly prefer an 
active and energetic prosecution of 
the war to the state of suspense and 
sullen hostility which has existed 
between the two nations for the last 
five years." 

Judge Webb then sailed for the

What if a couple of barrels 
of waste leaked into the Ogallala? 
The aquifer likely would be ruined, 
unable to support farming, energy 
exploration or cities of any size. The 
High Plains would be reduced to a 
wasteland capable of sustaining 
only a handful of people. 

A horrible scenario, indeed, but 
one that is not out of the question. 
That possibility, in a nutshell, is 
why so many West Texans are 
opposed to the whole repository 
concept. 

The dangers of DOE's actions 
extend beyond the Panhandle and 
South Plains, though. If the prob-
lems are immediate and personal to 
those living near the proposed re-
pository site, they are no less corn 
pelling, albeit in a different way, to 
Texas a whole. 

y yields declined 

For one thing, some of Texas' 
basic rights are being challenged. 
There is a good chance DOE will 
ignore a Texas law designed to 
protect underground aquifers and 
begin drilling through the Ogallala 
without permission from the state. 

The law, contained in a bill we 
passd in 1983, requires anyone 
drilling through an aquifer to obtain 
permission from the Texas Water 
Commission first. Whoever re-
quests the drilling permit must 
prove to the commission's satis-
faction that the aquifer in question 
will not be harmed by the drilling 
activities. 

DOE probably will run headlong 
into this law before the year is out, 
To conduct the additional site-
characterization tests necessary to 
determine the repository's ultimate 
home, DOE workers must drill a 
shaft in Deaf Smith County. Drilling 
is expected to begin later this year. 

Energy Secretary John Herring-
ton has not said yet whether DOE 
will honor Texas' permitting pro-
cess. We would estimate the 
chances are no better than one in 
four that DOE will, 

If DOE ignores the process, 
Texas' attorney general would have 
excellent grounds for a lawsuit. 
DOE would argue the site char-
acterization is a reservation pro-
gram, and thus exempt from state 
natural resources laws. That would 
be true if the Ogallala were ex-
clusive to the proposed repository 
site. It's not; the Ogallala covers 
portions of seven states and there-
fore can't be considered part of the 
"reservation." 

This controversy, should it find its 

way into the courts, will prove to be 
a classic states' rights battle. 

The challenge to our natural re-
sources laws would be enough by 
themselves, but DOE indirectly is 
challenging our entire legislative 
process, too. 

A repository potentially could 
contaminate an area that produces 
one-third of all the state's food and 
fiber and an enormous portion of its 
natural gas. Yet, our elected of-
ficials have reponsed slowly, timid-
ly to the threat. To date, our 1983 
law is the only major piece of 
legislation passed in reponse to 
DOE's activities. So much more 
could be done. 

Last year, we proposed creating a 
joint legislative committee that by 
1987 would write a comprehensive 
series of state laws dealing with the 
repository. The committee would be 
charged with finding the limit of 
Texas' authority in this matter, then 
exercising the authority to that 
limit. 

Our efforts to create such a.  
committee were thwarted, largely 
because the DOE threat still 
seemed remote to some. Surely 
everyone realizes now that DOE is 
serious. We'll reintroduce our plan 
in January when the Legislature 
reconvenes, but we don't necessar-
ily have to wait that long. The 
governor has the authority to ap-
point such a committee today, if he 
wants. 

It's easy to see the battle over the 
waste repository has begun in earn-
est. How we as Texans handle this 
battle will say a lot about our 
celebrated sense of independence 
and ability to fight for what is ours.

nutrients needed. If either water er 
the proper nutrients are not avail-
able in these lower zones at critical 
growth stages when the surface soil 
is dry, then producers can only 
expect reduced yields. 

Nitrogen moves within the soil 
profile in the presence of soil 
moisture, thus it can become readi-
ly available to plants at depths 
where moisture is present. A phos-
phorus deficiency in the lower root 
zones, on the other hand, is more 
difficult to correct, since phosphor-
us has very limited downward 
movement with moisture in the soil. 
Phosphorus will move down at a 
rate of only about two-tenths of one 
inch per year; therefore, deep 
placement of phosphorus may be 
very important in future years. 

Water-use efficiency by field 
crops can be increased by as much 
as 15 percent when adequate plant 
nutrients are available in the soil. 

An economic analysis by Dr. Don 
Ethridge at Texas Tech suggests 
that increasing fertilizer applica-
tions in limited amounts can be 
profitable. For example, increasing 
the application of nitrogen from 40 
to 60 pounds per acre and phosphor-
us from 7 to 17 pounds per acre 
could increase yields by 120 pounds 
of lint per acre. At 50 cents per 
pound, this increased yield would 
return about $60 per acre in added 
income. 

About $28 of the $60 would be net 
income if the producer's.  cost for 
plant nutrients is about $20 per acre 
(nitrogen at 18 cents per pound per 
acre and phosphorus at 23 cents per 
pound per acre) and increased 
harvesting and ginning costs due to 
the higher yields are about $17 per 
acre. Economically speaking, it 
appears that the cost of the proper 
plant nutrients, purchased and ap-
plied to achieve optimum benefits, 
may be well worth the investment.

:1 Over the past 20 years, cotton 
yields in the High Plains of Tex:: s 
have steadily declined, losing an 

'estimated ten pounds of lint pro-
duction per acre per year. 

Results of soil sample analyses 
suggested that depletion of phos-
phorus and nitrogen from the top 
four feet of the soil profile may be 
the reason for this decrease in 
cotton yields in the Texas High 
Plains. 

Results of analyses on 250 soil 
samples taken by the High Plains 
Water District and the Soil Con-
servation Service from 72 fields in 
seven southern High Plains counties 
show that nitrogen levels are low 
enough in the four-foot root zone 
profile to limit crop production to 
one-half bale per acre, no matter 
what the water supply, according to 
conclusions made by Dr. Dan Kreig 
at Texas Tech University after he 
reviewed the results of the soil 
sample analyses. 

Out of the 72 fields sampled, 52 
*had low or very low nitrogen levels 

and 50 had low or very low phos-
phorus levels in the top foot of the 
soil profile. In the second foot, 
which is the zone containing the 
most active roots, 36 had low or very 
low nitrogen levels and phosphorus 
was very deficient in most cases, 
with 54 having low or very low 
phosphorus levels. 

All plant nutrients taken from the 
1-soil are absorbed by plant roots in a 

water solution. Under full 
irrigation, where good moisture is 
maintained in the top foot of the soil 
profile throughout the growing sea-
son, plants draw moisture and plant 
nutrients for growth from the top 
foot if moisture and nutrients are 
available. 
, Under dryland or limited irri-
gation, the top foot of the soil 
profile is exposed to repeated wet-
