The Texico-Farwell Lions 
Club voted Monday to donate 
at least $600 to help begin 
a Lions Quest program in 
Farwell Junior High School at 
the 7th grade level. 

The program, called "Skills 
for Adolescence," deals with 
youths' social problems. 

At the meeting, besides 
Lions Club members, were 
junior high principal Jerry 
Dee Owen; teacher JoLynda 
Lusk; Gwen Corn of ESA; 
Lonnie Leslie, Marshall Junior 
High principal, and Ardeth 
Leslie, Yucca Junior High 
teacher. 

The Leslies explained how 
the program was working in 
the Clovis Schools, where 
it was begun for 600 7th 
graders. 

Owen said he had been 
looking at three programs and 
felt the Lions Quest program 
was the best to deal with 
youths' social problems. It's 
recommended for grades 6 
through 8. 

$3,200 is needed to get 
the program under way. The 
amount will be used to send 
the teachers involved for 
special training. After that, 
Owen estimated it would 
cost under $500 a year 
to maintain it. Besides the 
Lions' donation, the school 
has some funds on hand, too. 

Owen said the program will 
be implemented as part of 
the language arts extension 
curriculum. 

"Skills for Adolescence" is 
a positive prevention program 
which says "no" to drugs and 

alcohol and shows youths 
how to deal with the prob-
lems of growing up. It is a 
joint program of Lions Club 
International and Quest Inter-
national. 

It's taught in close to 8,000 
schools in the U.S. and abroad. 
Over 800,000 pre-teens have 
taken the course. 

The program was begun in 
1985 and developed by 57 
leading educators, school ad-
ministrators and drug abuse 
experts. It deals with the 
causes leading to experimen-
tation with drugs and alcohol 
by teaching self-confidence 
and positive experience with 
responsible decision-making, 
resisting peer pressure, set-
ting and achieving goals, com-
municating with adults and 
strengthening family relation-
ships. 

It has three important fea-
tures: 

- Classroom materials and 
activities, including profes-
sionally developed curricu-
lum, textbook and workbook; 
and service learning projects, 
to enhance students' feel-
ings of responsibility to them-
selves and to others. 

- Teaching training, which 
involves a three-day work-
shop conducted by experi-
enced trainers. Lions Quest 
materials are available only 
in conjunction with the work-
shops. 

- Family involvement, in-
cluding seminars for the par-
ents and community leaders, 
a book for parents and par-
ent involved in student home-
work assignments.

Dumping problem cited

There's a quiet miracle go-
ing on in our area that I 
thought you ought to know 
about: the resurgence of Mule-
shoe Hospital. 

As we all know, the hos-
pital has gone through some 
difficult times recently. A few 
years back, it was leased 
to a California corporation, 
which got into financial dif-
ficulties. Then, the hospital 
was closed. 

But the Muleshoe commu-
nity has fought back. Sparked 
by Todd Ellis and Jerry Wiede-
bush, the community got to-
gether to re-open the hospi-
tal. They called for a general 
clean-up day, which received 
massive support. 

With the Muleshoe Cham-
ber of Commerce in the fore-
front, the community worked 
diligently to allow the build- 

ing to pass state inspec-
tion. That occurred, and then 
a host of folks volunteered 
their time to get the hospital 
going again. 

Under the capable leader-
ship of Jim Swanner, who has 
also been serving as nursing 
home administrator, the hos-
pital was re-opened to the 
public. It's now attracting a 
steady stream of patients and 
funds are available to pay for 
professional staffers. 

In these days when media 
seems to focus on gloom and 
doom, it's nice to report a 
story such as has been going 
on in Muleshoe. Yes, I still 
say that the hospital must be 
tax-supported to continue its 
long-range existence.

If the 
problem is not corrected, Far-
well could lose its sewage 
discharge permit.

disposal of solid waste or for 
the extraction of materials... 

"Any person who violates 
any provision of this Act...is 
subject to a civil penalty of 
not less than $100 nor more 
than $25,000 for each act of 
violation and for each day of 
violation... 

"Each state agency may re-
quire a permit for extracting 
materials for energy and ma-
terial recovery and for gas re-
covery from closed or inac-
tive portions of solid waste 
facilities that have been used 
for disposal of municipal or 
industrial solid waste..." 

Dee Hammit, Farwell's wa-
ter and sewer superinten-
dent, reported that someone 
has been dumping sewage 
which contains a high Bio-
chemical Oxygen Demand 
(BOD) content into the Far-
well sewage system. 

"This jump in the BOD 
has occurred in the last 3-4 
weeks," said Hammit. 

Farwell's normal BOD is 
230-250 mg./ I. on incoming 
sewage. During the past few 
weeks, Farwell has had read-
ings of 1400 mg./I. 

"We take periodic samples, 
and send them to Amarillo for 
testing," said Hammit. 

Farwell has ordered a Chem-
ical Oxygen Demand tester so 
that tests may be done at 
several sites around the town 
to determine the source of 
the high BOD sewage. Fines 
may be assessed when the 
guilty parties are found. 

Some possible causes of 
these high readings are: an-
imal blood from slaughter-
ing, fertilizers, urea, or other 
chemicals being dumped into 
the sewers. 

"We can't take anything 
but domestic sewage, which 
normally has a BOD content 
around 250. Whoever is doing 
this dumping needs to dis-
pose of whatever they are 
dumping in a certified landfill, 
and they need to follow EPA 
regulations for disposal," said 
Hammit.

- Heard Mayor Chris Gikas 
say he was part of a group of 
Panhandle mayors involved in 
creating a coalition of Pan-
handle and West Texas may-
ors.

Marijuana found; 
two charged 

A joint effort by the New 
Mexico State police, the Curry 
County Sheriff's Dept., the 
Parmer County Sheriff's Dept., 
and the Texico City Marshal 
resulted in the confiscation 
of about 24 pounds of mar-
ijuana and the arrest of two 
suspects on March 9. 

The combined street value 
of the marijuana has been 
estimated at $48,000. 

Herman Varela, 26, of Tex-
ico, and Ernesto Granillo, 29, 
of Bovina, were arrested in 
Curry County after a week-
long undercover operation. 

Varela was charged with 
possession of more than eight 
ounces of marijuana with in- 

', tent to distribute, a fourth de-
gree felony, and conspiracy, a 
4th degree felony. 

Granillo was charged with 
possession of more than eight  

ounces of marijuana with in-
tent to distribute, a fourth 
degree felony, distribution of 
marijuana, a fourth-degree 
felony and conspiracy, a 4th-
degree felony. 

Six pounds of marijuana 
were confiscated in Texico, 
and 18 pounds were confis-
cated in Bovina. Authorities 
also impounded a vehicle and 
scales believed to have been 
used in the drug transactions. 

Some of the marijuana was 
packaged loosley in plastic 
bags. Some of it was formed 
into 1 kilogram bricks used 
when drugs are transported. 

Those arrested in the drug 
bust will be tried first in New 
Mexico, and then they may 
face charges in Texas. 

"We're on hold until we see 
what happens over in New 
Mexico," said Parmer County 
Sheriff Bill Morgan. 

Texico City Marshal Brent 
Bynum indicated that his of-
fice was notified ahead of 
time that an operation was 
being planned. The opera-
tion was coordinated so that 
the various law enforcement 
agencies worked together. 

"I was glad to help them 
out," he said. "It was a real 
clean operation. They did a 
good job." 

"People don't think we have 
any drug problems in these 
little towns, but we can have 
problems, too," said Bynum. 
"I'm glad to see the way 
everyone worked together on 
this operation."

number of Americans facing hunger in 1986 was 20 million, 
according to the Physicians Task Force on Hunger. That number contin-
ues to grow. More and more families are standing in soup lines, whereas in 
the 1970's the hungry was largely made up of single men. Although many 
programs were cut in 1980, USDA costs for these programs have 
increased 42% (not adjusted for inflation). The total cost for various food 
distribution programs was 20 billion in 1986. Programs include: the Food 
Stamp program, Women, Infants and Children program, Child nutrition 
programs and other. Funding is also provided by private organizations 
and some state and local organizations mostly in the form of "emergency 
food assistance.- 

The food problem in some Third World countries has prompted Lloyd 
Timberlake in his book Only One Earth to remark that "the average Bri-
tish cat eats twice as much animal protein every day as the average Afri-
can citizen." Further, the estimated cost of maintaining a British cat is 
$260 per year; a figure that is "more than the average annual income of 
the one billion people who live in the world's 15 poorest nations," he says. 

We can't attest to the cost of feeding a cat in Britain. The British 
spend about $900 per person annually on their own food, beverages, and 
alcohol. To take nothing away from the desperate need of poor countries 
for protein, it still can be said that the kind of animal protein in cat food 
wouldn't cause very many people to salivate, nor would it likely send very 
many to the stump to advocate that we kill the cat and send the cat food 
to the "poor people around the world."

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America's Providers Honoring 
Farmers are 
efficient producers 

U.S. farmers today produce over 80 percent more crop output on an 
acre of land than did their fathers. Today. one hour of farm labor produces 
16 times as much food and other crops as it did in the 1919-21 period. 

New technology has made these gains possible. The productivity of 
the land now depends upon the skill and knowledge with which capital is 
applied. The bigger the volume that farmers can raise and sell, the lower 
the product cost per item. So U.S. consumers gain from the increase in 
farm production efficiency. 

The following chart on productivity indicates how labor requirements 
have changed since the beginning of the 19th century.

There are 21 million people 
working in agriculture. Each addi-
tional $1 billion of agricultural or 
food and fiber demand creates 
30,000 to 35,000 additional jobs and 
adds a total of $2 billion to the 
Nation's Gross National Product. 

Each $1 billion earned from 
farm exports in 1986 created anoth-
er $1.51 billion of output in the U.S. 
economy, for a total of $2.51 billion. 
In 1986, 0.8 million (or 781.000 full-
time jobs) related to agricultural 
exports. Nearly 450,000 of those 
were non/farm jobs assembling. 
processing. and distributing farm 
products for export. 

1 n 1790, 3,000 bales of cotton were produced. With the advent of the 
cotton gin in 1793, production rose to 73,000 bales by 1800. Other crops 
produced at this time include 160 million bushels of grain products, 22 mil-
lion bushels of wheat, 107 million pounds of tobacco, and 300 million board 
feet of lumber. 

Food prices rise less than 
other consumer prices

Food prices rose 3.2% in 1986, 
slightly higher than the 2.3% 
increase in 1985, according to the 
Consumer Price Index. 

The farm prices of food prod-
ucts, that is, the value of the farm 
goods that go into the food product, 
went down for a second consecutive 
year making the 1986 farm value of 
food the lowest since 1979. Follow-
ing a 7.1% decline in 1985, the farm 
value of food fell 1.3% lower. 

The farm value averaged 30% 
of the retail cost for a "market bas-
ket" of foods purchased in grocery 
stores, down from 31% in 1985 and 
34% in 1984. 

The farm share of the food dol-
lar has declined recently because 
abundant food supplies have held 
down farm prices while rising costs 
to processors and distributors have 
boosted retail prices. 

About 25 percent of last year's 
food spending went back to farm-
ers, who received about $89 billion. 
This share is lower than the 30 per-
cent farm value share for the mar-
ket basket of food because it 
includes the much lower 16 percent 
farm share for away-from-home 
food spending.

AGRICULTURE IS 
MORE THAN FOOD 

We depend -on farmers for our 
food - and a lot more besides. 

We count on farmers for 
obvious non-food items: wool and 
cotton for our clothing; leather for 
our shoes, belts, luggage, and other 
"leather goods"; pulp for paper and 
wood for our homes, other build-
ings, and furniture; and fiber for 
sacks, bags, and boxes. The Ameri-
can Paper Institute reports that 
paper and paperboard production 
averaged two pounds per person per 
day in January 1986. 

Farmers produce our tobacco. 
another nonfood product. The 
greenhouse and nursery business, 
which is predominantly nonfood 
agriculture, has grown in dollar vol-
ume until it generates more cash 
farm income, $5.8 billion, than 
either the $1.9 billion for tobacco or 
the $2.7 billion for cotton. Forest 
products add $1.4 billion to farm 
cash income; wool adds $55 million. 

Agricultural mining is an $18 
billion industry directly employing 
more than 100,000 people. 

Then there are common non-
food items we might not readily 
think of as "agricultural:" there's 
grass seed for lawns, bird seed for 
the birds, and how about pet food 
for dogs and cats? People spent $6 
billion last year for dog and cat 
food, nine and one-half billion pounds 
of it, says the Pet. Food Institite. 

The more exotic agricultural 
products are something to contem-
plate as you relax and go fishing, 
maybe to bait your hook with a 
worm or other bait from a bait farm. 
That's an agricultural product, too. 
You'll find agricultural products in 
gasohol fuel, industrial alcohol, 
adhesives, cosmetics, fragrances, 
soap, candles, paints, chewing gum, 
utility poles, lead pencils, and pesti-
cides containing substances such as 
nicotine and pyrethrum. 

Next time your doctor gives 
you a shot, try to take your mind off 
the needle by concentrating on the 
fact that the vaccine may have been 
cultured in an egg, Ian agricultural 
product.) About one-fourth of all 
prescription drugs contain agricul-
tural products. 

We've come a long way from 
old nonfood agricultural standbys 
such as strew mattresses, feather 
dusters, mustard plasters, leather 
chaps, and six-shooter holsters, but 
nonfood agriculture is still all 
around us. It's big business, not to 
be swept under the rug, especially if 
the broom is made from broom corn.
