Recently, the Penn Central
railroad went into bankruptcy,
This occasioned vast reams
of conjecture about the future
of railroads in general, There
have been lengthyanalysis of the
factors underlying this col-
lapse, There have been fore-
casts that the government may
have to subsidize all railroads,
Nowhere have we seen many
references to the compleiely
unrealistic employment-wage
practices prevalent in the rail-
road industry,

An item given some publicity
in the Penn Central disaster
was the stated loss of $67
million on passenger service,
We have heard that a book-
keeping practice is to pro rate
the amortization of fixed equip-
ment as 1t 1s used by a passen-
ger train, For example, every
time a passenger train passes
over a bridge, a portion of the
bridge’'s cost and maintenance
is charged to passenger ser-
vice, Well, if the railroad
never nauled another passen-
ger the bridge would have to be
there and its upkeep would be
virtually the same, This ap-
plies to all sorts of things like
tracks, roadbeds, signals, etc,
If you are going to run trains,
these things must be there and
properly maintained. The de-
preciation or extra cost between
running 17 trains a day or 19
over the bridge would be ex-
tremely minute,

What hasn't received much
notice is that the train going
over the bridge is probably
carrying a much larger labor
force, at unrealistic rates, than
is necessary. In other words,
featherbedding. This practice
of padding payrolls with un-
needed help and often at absurd
wages is not confined to the
railroad industry alone, Most

" major industries are plagued
:\l'ith this inflation feeding prac-
ce,

There isn’t too much wrong
with raflroads that common
sense would not cure, If the
past {s any clue to the future,
common sense will receive
scant notice. The end result
could very well be some form
of government ownership or
subsidy of this vital national
industry, But this does not
really solve anything because
It just saddles the poor old
taxpayer with the deficits of
greedy labor aad avaricious
management, You cannot cure
a cancer by just grafting over
the top of it, The root causes
mist be excised totally, This
means a completely new con-
cept in management-labor --
a return to moral conduct,

Only a massive return to the
precepts of honesty, integrity
and morality can save not only
the railroads but the country,
By these terms, we mean the
idea of a day's work for a
day's pay, pride in workman-
ship or craftsmanship, and hon-
esty in granting fair wages with
adequate safeguards for safety
and general health, The ability
to understand and relate to the
other person's problems, or
more simply and succulentl;,
we must return to the Golden
Rule or perish in a flery Arma-
geddon,
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As a sidelight of jobs, did you
know that at all levels, govern-
ment employs 12,800,000 peo-
ple? That is nearly 20% of all
non-agriculture workers,
Nearly 5,400,000 of thesearein
the educatlon field,

This Is where the tax dollar
goes; for national defense and
ed 1cation, This means that
around 70¢ of every tax dollar,
no matter where collected, goes
to defend us or to educate
us,

For this gigantic outlay we
had better be the best defended
and the best educated peoples on
this earth -- we wonder if thatis
true,

Summer weather means it's
time to leave the kitchen and
head for the great outdoors --
to the backyard patio, sandy
beach, or shady park. Cook-
ing out on the grill offers hours
of fun and relaxation for the en-
tire family,

No matter which form of out-
door cookery you do (broiling
on the grill, do-it-yourself
skewer cookery, or sauch bar-
becuing), several things will
lend to culinary success -- a
choice of tender cuts of meats,
proper cookingand temperature

control, tasteful seasonings,
and of course, good healthy
appetites,

Almost any piece of meat you
might broil or roast in theoven
would be great for the outdoor
grill, in both the fresh and
frozen forms, Your family and
friends can enjoy charcoal
cooked lamb chops, ham slices,
chicken pieces, spareribs, or
even roast pig Hawailan style,
Yet, hamburgers, beef cubes,
and steaks arestill overwhelm-
ing favorites. So let’s concen-
trate on these three kinds of
meat,

The most important thing to
remember when grilling meatis
to choose a tender cut, Select
beef which is fresh and of high
quality, bright red in color,and
lean with ample marbling.

When you choose ground beef
or hamburger meat, allow at
least 1/2 pound per serving
(that's per serving and not per
person), Thick patties, which
are pressed firmly together,
are less likely to break up on
the grill,

If you decide on steak cubes
for skewers, choose sirloin or
top round, Cut the meat into
2-inch cubes or have your
friendly butcher do it, For your
kebabs, select vegetables which
will cook in the same length

of time as the meat, or par-
tially precook the vegetables,
This is necessary for foods
like potatoes, onions, or car-
rots, Another suggestion is
to cook the vegetables on sepa-
rate skewers and start them
ahead of time.

On those occasions when you
can afford steaks, tenderloin,
sirloin, porterhouse, T-bone,
rib, or cube steaks are thebest
choices. Allow1to11/2pounds
per serving and have the steaks
cut at least oneinch thick, Pre-
paring steaks for the grill is
quite simple: first trim off
some of the outside fat; then
slash the remaining fat at 1-
inch intervals to prevent curl-
ing.

Proper cooking and tempera-

ture control are veryimportant
in outdoor grilling. Once the
coals are hot -- thatis, glowing
rather than flaming -- arrange
your meat three to five inches
above the heat. You may want
to rub fat over the grill to
keep the meat from sticking
(the trimmed fat from the steaks
is good for this). When yousee
little bubbles on top of the meat,
it’s ready to turn, Some of the
best outdoor chefs say turnonly
once, Meat is more tender,
juicy, flavorful, and uniformly
cooked when allowed to cook
slowly over low heat, To avoid
excess loss of juices, handle
your meat with tongs or spa-
tula, rather than piercing witha
fork, Test for preferred done-
ness with a knife blade by de-
termining the center color,

For your convenience frozen
meats can be cooked without
prior thawing, Of course they
must be grilled for a longer
period of time and at an even
lower temperature, (Lower the
temperature by raising the
grill, removing or rearrang-

At any of these stages, sprin-
kle on salt and pepper, or exotic
combinations of herbs and
spices -- particularly when
broiling meat or using skew-
ers, The most popular form of
liquid seasoning is still bar-
becuing -- marinate the meat
in sauce before grilling, baste
it during cooking, or serve
sauce over the cooked meat,

To satisfy the enormous
appetites that the smell of char-
coal brings on, why notprepare
a complete meal, Accompany
your beef witha vegetable cook-
ed in folil, such as packaged en-

riched pre-cooked rice, baking
potatoes, or frozen vegetables,
Grill fresh or canned fruits
for accompaniments. Put on
a pot of water for instant cof-
fee or tea, Warm the rolls
around the edge of the coals,

And take fresh fruit and a crisp

green salad along to round out

the menu, All these conven-
iences make eating outside en-
joyable, Sothroughout the sum-
mer, escape the kitchen and take
to outdoor cooking.
