Texico water, 
sewer rates 
to increase 
in November 

Effective Nov. 1, Texico's water and sewer rates will be 
increased, after the City Council voted it on Aug. 27. 
Here's what the new rates will look like: 

Sewer Rates 
Sewer rates have been changed from a sliding scale 

based on the number of outlets to a flat rate for residen-
tial properties and a flat rate for commercial properties. 

The residential rate will be $10 a month, and the 
commercial rate will be $12.50 a month. 

Water Rates 
The following monthly rates are based on minimum 

gallons: 
Minimum use of 4,000 gallons for users within the 

city limits, $14.75. 
Minimum use of 4,000 gallons for users outside the 

city limits, $19.05. 
For each of the next 2,000 gallons of water used in-

side or outside city limits, $1.75 per 1,000 gallons. 
For each 1,000 gallons in excess of 6,000 gallons 

used inside or outside city limits, $1.35 per 1,000 gal-
lons. 

Another ordinance passed in August concerned de-
linquent accounts. This includes: 

A water utility customer who has allowed his water 
bill to be past due for a period longer than 10 working 
days after the due date on the 10th  of the month is sub-
ject to disconnect of service by this procedure: 

Any customer who has for any reason allowed his bill 
to be past due for a period longer than 5 working days 
after the 10th  of the month is considered delinquent. At 
this time, the deputy city clerk will send a written notice 
to the depositor at the address of the meter that unless 
full payment is made within 5 working days after the 
date of the notice, the city will disconnect water service 
to that meter. 

If a meter is disconnected, the city will not reconnect 
the service to that delinquent customer until a $20 re-
connect fee is paid and full payment of the delinquent 
account is made. 

If the customer doesn't pay his bill within 10 days 
from the date of disconnection of water service, the cus-
tomer's deposit will be applied to the present bill and 
the customer will be reimbursed for any excess deposit. 
If the deposit doesn't cover the delinquent account bal-
ance, then full payment must be made and a new de-
posit of $80 must be paid if the delinquent customer re-
quests water service at a later date. 

A new customer won't be subject to the delinquent 
meter rate. But a new customer cannot be any person 
who is within the immediate family of the previous meter 
depositor or a person who has lived with the previous 
meter depositor at the meter address unless the city 

council has reviewed th-e matter and approved the per-
son as a new customer.

ucts provided by the facility are covered in the room 
rate. 

"It's important to understand how charges are made 
when considering nursing home rates. Most nursing 
homes charge a room rate, and also have a separate 
charge for what is referred to as ancillaries. You pay the 
room charge, then pay extra for diapers, stock medica-
tions, cable connection for TV and other items used. 
This is the way hospitals bill. You are billed for the 
room, then billed for aspirins, kleenex, lotion, and other 
items used. These ancillary charges can be quite high, 
even in a nursing home. Our facility spends about $200 
a month for each resident on ancillary supplies. 

"If you are told rates at another facility are less than 
at FCC, you are probably being quoted just the room 
rate, and the ancillary supplies will be extra but are not 
included in the quote. At FCC, the rate you are quoted is 
for all the products and services provided by the facility. 

"The insurance dilemma continues for FCC. Two 
years ago, our cost was $16,000. Last year, it was 
$73.000. This year, the bill was $353,000. That is not a 
misprint, it really was $353,000."

3. Work for the gov-
ernment, thus being able 
to afford health insurance, 
plus drawing a hefty pen-
sion. 

Are there other ways to 
achieve the American 
dream? 

You tell me... 

Here I go again, getting 
on my High Horse. 

What did it this time 
was a headline in the 
Lubbock paper on Sept. 
29: "Policy-makers seem 
baffled by economic 
woes." 

The Associated Press 
article says that the gov-
ernment's usual tools for 
prodding growth have all 
been tried without much 
success. 

And despite all the po-
litical rhetoric, the article 
says nothing likely will be  

done anytime soon to 
help the situation. 

Folks, here I sit in the 
middle of nowhere, east-
ern New Mexico-West 
Texas.

LIVE CATTLE:  Prices dropped sharply lower this 
week when cash trade took place $1 lower at $66. 
Prices were due to top during mid August, bottom dur-
ing early September and top again during mid Septem-
ber. This is the time of year for sideways choppy ac-
tion. Long term indicators should confirm a top and 
sideways to lower prices into late November followed 
by a rally into Spring. 

FEEDER CATTLE:  Short term trends are still down, 
but prices have held up fairly well over the last week. 
Cash prices have also been supportive and have also 
held up well. Long term and seasonal indicators gener-
ally move lower into late November before turning 
back up into the New Year. Once prices correct and 
complete a bottom, look for higher prices into Janu-
ary/February. 

CORM  Prices paused for a minute this week, but 
could not reach short term targets around the $2.65 
level. As harvest continues, production estimates and 
yields are getting larger. This has kept pressure on 
prices, but until the final numbers are out, it will be 
difficult to predict the size of this year's crop with any 
accuracy. Look for another sell-off next week to take 
prices below $2.50 before turning back higher into mid 
October. 

SOYBEANS:  This market also corrected back higher 
for 3-4 days and now looks like prices are headed back 
down into next week? Soybeans have gained back their 
position as the leader of the grain complex. Expect to 
see a rally into mid October followed by another drop 
into November. 

WHEAT:  This market will remain a "wild card" over 
the next few months. Odds are that seasonal support 
and tight world supplies may keep this market alive 
for awhile, but the fact that prices have already seen a 
significant rally already may add pressure? There are 
reports that planted acres are up considerably higher 
this year, but inadequate subsoil moisture may create 
problems. 

COTTON`.  Trends are still down and hurricane fears 
did little to support prices this week. Long term tar-
gets still point to the 41-42 cents level basis the De-
cember contract. This will be "Major" support. A close 
below this level could push prices just below the 40 
cent level? There will probably be a harvest low over 
the' next couple of months followed by another move 
up into next Spring.

	Wolverines 
manhandle 
Escalante

The mighty Texico Wolverines continued their ongo-

ing string of victories with a gigantic 65-0 thrashing of 
Escalante in an away game last Saturday. 

The Wolverines, 4-9, host Tucumcari at 7 p.m. mt on 
Friday. In its first four games, Texico's stingy defense 
has only allowed 3 points -- a solitary field goal. Mean-
while, the Wolverines offense has scored 148 points. 
Texico is ranked No. 2 in its class in the state. 

The game started with a heart-stopping safety by  

Bryce Bailey, who sacked the Escalante QB in the end 
zone early in the first quarter. 

Soon afterward on offense, Adrian Loera scored from 
10 yards out. A pass from Braden Vaughan to Landon 
Johnson added the 2-point conversion and a 10-0 lead. 

Vaughan boomed a 60-yard kick. Still in the first quar-
ter, Landon Johnson recovered a fumble. Seconds late, 
Vaughan threw an 8-yard TD pass to Joe Zaikowski with 
6:31 left. 

The Wolverines' other kicker, Johnny Serrano, kicked 
the ball 60 yards, downed in the Escalante end zone. 

The next Texico score came on a dashing 20-yard run 
by Loera with 5:03 left. The Vaughan kick made it 23-0. 
After the amazing Wolverines' defense held the Lobos, 
Loera scored again, this time on a short pass from 
Vaughan. The Vaughan kick made it 30-0. 

Starting the 2nd  quarter off strong, after a Lobo turn-
over, Johnny Serrano scored from the 25-yard line. 
There's a lot of talent in the Serrano family because 
soon afterward, Johnny's brother, Jesse, had an inter-
ception and ran the ball back 80 yards for a score. The 
Vaughan kick made it 43-0 and ended the scoring in a 
wild first half. 

The Wolverines started the 3rd  quarter and pushed 
upfield for a TD by lineman Bryce Bailey, who ran it in 
from the 5. Vaughan added the PAT kick. 

Throughout the 3rd  quarter, the Texico defense 
crushed the Escalanta line with extreme teamwork. 
Vaughan had a 25-yard TD sneak to the left which left 
the Lobos stunned. And he added the PAT kick. 

In the 4th  quarter, the Wolverines didn't slow down 
their effort. Tony Clements ran the ball 75 yards with an 
interception to score one more. He then caught a pass 
for 2 extra points from Vaughan. 

Overall, Loera came through bigtime with 135 yards 
rushing. Vaughan added 34 yards on the ground; 
Johnny Serrano, 46, and Mark Peabody, 21. Vaughan hit 
4 of 9 passes for 35 yards. Escalante managed only 5 
first downs and gained 58 total yards. 

Coach Prokop, in addition to naming his Wolverines 
of the Week, said the whole team played well and de-
served this honor.
