18. Bill Keaton, executive 
secretary of Tri-State High 
School Rodeo Association, met 
with approximately 20 inter-
ested students and parents of 
the Farwell School District. 
Purpose of the meeting was to 
establish a local chapter of the 
rodeo association for the en-
joyment of Farwell High 
School cowboys and cowgirls. 

At the close of Saturday's 
meeting, approval of the local 
school board was the only 
factor lacking to institute the 
club. The school board will act 
upon the approval of the rodeo 
association at their next regu-
lar meeting. 

Tri-State High School Rodeo 
Association (TSHSRA) is gov-
erned by a board of directors 
which consists of the sponsor 
of each individual club, its 
president and the executive 
secretary, Keaton. At the 
present time, there are 25 
clubs in existence with more 
being formed constantly. Eigh-
teen TSHSRA-sanctioned ro-
deos are currently being at-
tended annually by TSHSRA 
members. During each rodeo 
attended, points are awarded 
to participants which will 
count toward participation in 
the TSHSRA finals. Finals are 
held annually during the first 
week of June which marks the 
end of each year's rodeo 
season. The 1974 finals will be 
conducted in Amarillo. 

Entry fees for TSHSRA 
rodeos have been set at $10 per 
event with the exception of 
TSHSRA finals. Entry fees for 
the finals are $20 per event 
with two go rounds per show 
scheduled. 

No money is returned as 
cash awards to winners of 
individual events. Winners are 
awarded merchandise prizes 
such as trophies, saddles and 
belt buckles. Decision to award 
such prizes to winners was 
made by those students who 
are members of the board of 
directors of the association to 
produce good sportsmanship. 

Events scheduled for TSHS 
rodeos are bull riding, bare-
back bronc riding, tie down 
calf roping, team roping, 
ribbon roping and steer wrest-
ling for boys. Girls events 
include barrel racing. pole 
bending, goat tying, break-
away roping and steer riding. 
The 15 members of TSHSRA 
with the greatest number of 
accumulative points in each 
event will be eligible to enter 
the finals. In 1973, $7000 in 
prizes was awarded to winners 
in the finals and officials hope 
to attain a $1200 prize bracket 
for 1974. 

To be eligible for member-
ship in TSHSRA, students must 
be enrolled as a Farwell High 
School student, grades 9 
through 12, for the 1973-74 
school term. They must be in 
good standing with the local 
high school rodeo club, scho-
lastically eligible according to 

school eligibility standards and 
must abide by the conduct 
codes of the school. At the 
conclusion of the 1974 finals, 
those students who are gradu-
ating seniors will lose their 
eligibility while those who 
graduate from the eighth 
grade will gain eligibility as 
ninth grade students. 

Membership in the organiza-
tion shall be $10, payable to 
Tri-State High School Rodeo 
Association. Membership shall 
be allowed for a period of five 
years only and members will 
be issued a card. Membership 
cards are to be signed by both 
the parents and the students 
and are to be notarized. These 
membership cards will serve 
as a minor's release or 
parent's approval form for 
members. 

Members of the association 
will compete on an individual 
basis to accumulate points 
toward the finals. Certain 
members will be designated as 
team members who will com-
pete for team trophies award-
ed to teams or schools. Two 
team members are allowed in 
each event. Team trophies are 
awarded according to total 
accumulative points earned by 
individual team members. 
These members will be the 
only ones eligible to participate 
for the team trophy. Team parti-
cipation does not limit the en-
tries. Anyone from any school 
can enter the rodeo as long as 
they are in good standing with 
the school.

would soon have to set a firm 
figure, either a percentage or a 
set dollar amount, of the City's 
participation in the program. 
This will be necessary in 
further planning the entire 
program. 

Lydick said more informa-
tion would be available by the 
next City Commission meeting 
and that a public meeting 
could be called to discuss the 
entire program. This public 
meeting could be in September 
and would provide a forum 
upon which a firm decision to 
complete or abandon the pav-
ing program would probably 
he made. The actual paving 
would then take from four to 
eight months to complete 
depending upon the coopera-
tion of the weather this winter. 

Parmer County Sheriff Char-
lie Lovelace was present to 
consult with the Commission 
on the advisibility of employ-
ing a full time city marshal. 
Sheriff Lovelace said that 
there was need for such an 
officer. particularly between 
the hours of 9 p.m. and I or 2 
a.m.: this being the hours 
when the majority of vandal-
ism apparently occurs.

Lovelace said the salary for 
such a position would be in the 
$500 to $600 per month bracket. 
He also said that such an 
officer would have to be 
sanctioned by certificate from 
the Department of Public 
Safety in Austin. 

The City could employ a man 
presently sanctioned, or send 
an unlicensed man to school to 
obtain a certificate while he 
was working on the job. A 
municipal judge would have to 
be arranged for to complement 
the work of the marshal. The 
Commission decided to take 
the matter under advisement 
and to have an answer on local 
law enforcement in the near 
future. 

In additional business, the 
City Council discussed the need 
for a planning and zoning 
commission to study and con-
trol future building and the 
expansion of trailer homes in 
the city. The Council decided 
to discuss this further at the 
next meeting and to consider 
recommendations for persons 
to serve on this board.

The loosely 
knit, more delicate fabrics get 
what is called "custom" care, 
while tightly knit garments, 
more akin to woven fabric, 
receive more conventional 
treatment. Where such a two-
system service exists, the 
difference between the two 
treatments lies generally in 
three areas. First, the custom 
garments are measured, both 
before and after the dryclean-
ing and drying processes. 
Second, the custom articles 
receive hanger, or air drying 
as opposed to conventional 
tumble drying. Third, the 
finishing process for custom 
articles is more detailed, 
including a special finishing 
unit for knits; removal by 
hand of any lint or fibers; 
measuring, plus blocking if 
necessary. 

For those who want to do as 
much of their own garment 
care as possible at home, 
here's the most important step 
of all: Follow that label!

With knits so prevalent on 
today's fashion scene and 
knitwear so much a part of 
men's fashion I thought you 
could use tips on care of knits. 

One of the great pluses of 
knitwear is its easy care and 
cleaning. But here again, the 
watchword is: be careful! 
When you consider that one 
fiber producer, alone, puts out 
23 different types of acrylic 
fibers, you can imagine the 
complex of fiber blends that 
require a complex of differing 
instructions on care. 

Here are some quick tips on 
the care of knits . . . 

*Beware of severe launder-
ing conditions for knits. This 
would include long wash cycle, 
hot water, high agitation, fast 
spin, also high temperature 
drying, overdrying, and exces-
sively long tumbling. Instead: 
use a "Knitted Fabrics Cycle" 
if your washer is so equipped, 
or the "delicate" setting; use 
warm to medium water (ac-
cording to color-fastness and 
amount of soil) for only six to

—result in overdrying of the 
synthetics, which is likely to 
cause shrinkage. 

*When caring for knitted 
fabrics, try to keep them apart 
from articles that have metal 
hooks, clips, etc., that might 
snag or damage knits. Or at 
least be sure all zippers are 
zipped and hooks hooked be-
fore going into the dryer. 
Turning knits inside out will 
also help prevent possible 
damage. 

Your washable knits should 
be dry-cleaned every fifth or 
sixth cleaning for best shape 
retention.
