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There is a stirring in the air
that is not attributable to the
proximity of spring, This ‘‘stir=-
ring” is the feeling that Far-
well needs to ‘'do something"’
to give a better appearance to
the town, The ‘‘better appear-
ance" not only includes a gen-
eral cleaning up of the streets
and buildings but alsoimprove=-
ment of the business appear-
ance by examining our efforts
to attract new businesses and
indusrtry,

The last two meetings of the
Farwell Chamber of Commerce
were attended by about 40 per-
sons each time, This is an un-
precedented high watermark in
sustained interest and augurs
well for the community’s deter=
mination to better itself,

At the last meeting, several
ideas were brought out upon
which the Chamber will begin
work, One idea that caught the
general interest and gained wide
acceptance was the possibility
of the community, somehow, in
establishing a senior citizens
retirement home combined with
a medical care unit, The Cham-
ber is forming a committee to
evaluate this suggestion and to
receive suggestions from all
concerned in this project,

The problem of unsightly
buildings on main street was
raised, and several views were
expressed on how this effects
visitors or others looking at
the town, As a consequence of
this concernof many, a commit-
tee has been appointed to look
into the problems of beautifi-
cation of our downtown area,
In selection of this commirtee,
several persons came right out
and volunteered, a most unusual
thing on Chamber committees,

Several other meritorious
ideas were mentioned and dis-
.cusged ar this several hour ses=-

sion, These will be worked on-

as soon as suitable persons can
be contacted to serve, Again,
there seemed to be a feeling
of ‘‘here's a problem and I
want to help solve it,”” This
must be the attitude if clvic
progress is to be made, The
old idea of ‘‘let George do it"
will only produce acontinuation
of the inertia too long prevail-
ing,

We have in the past exper-
fenced a wave of civic virtue
that soon ebbed, We have the
suspicion that this will nothap-
pen this time,

-

Apropos of our awaking clvic
spirit was a heart warming sight
we had the pleasure of viewing
last Sunday afternoon, During
the Sunday afternoon hours, the
local Lions Club sponsored a
trap shoot at their facilities
along the State Line Road, This
faces the new Country Club and
golf course, There were many
trap shooters clustered around
the trap range, and then in the
distance the green hills of the
golf course was almost alive
with busySunday afternoon golf-
ers. Seeing this many people
engaged in healthful and active
recreation in this small com=
munity was a sight we will long
remember,
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As a final r¢minder, do not
forget the Pancake Breakfast
sponsored by the Lions this
coming Sunday morning, The
