All in all, it has been a year calculated to intensify the in-
herent ulcers of all political prognosticators. Just as sure as 
one of the crystal ball gazers wandered out on the limb, he 
found that the seemingly sturdy branch was but a weakened twig, 
and more often than not, wound up on his head. 

The ultimate conclusion one can draw, is not to draw con-
clusions but expect anything. Working from this theme, I offer 
the following possibilities of what we might see, once "cam-
paign 68" really gets underway: 

Teddy Kennedy will announce that he will oppose brother 
Bobby, claiming "mom always liked him best." Mayor Lindsey 
will announce his candidacy for garbage commissioner of New 
York City. Harold Stassen will declare he is not a candidate. 
J. William Fulbright will announce that he is in favor of making 
Russia the 51st state. Barry Goldwater will advocate making 
urban renewal funds available to Hanoi. Ronald Reagan will 
ask the California legislators for a declaration of war against 
Nevada.

A raindrop is a tiny thing. 
But small as it is, when it 
falls on bare soil it moves a 
few particles of soil as it strik-
es. A lot of raindrops toss a-
round a lot of soil particles. 
The pounding raindrops seal 
the- pores in the soil. Then 
water accumulates faster than 
it can enter the soil and runs 
off, carrying with it the soil 
particles that have been dis-
lodged by the raindrops. And 
moving water has force and 
cutting power itself. 

That is what soil erosion is; 
the detachment and transport-
ation of soil material. The pro-
cess tears the soil apart in 
a hurry, after it took nature 
hundreds of years to put the 
soil together. Wind does the 
same thing to bare soil; tears 
it apart and moves it. But 
neither wind nor water does any 
harm if soil is covered with 
dense growing vegetation and 
a litter or mulch of dead lea-
ves and stalks. The snow of 
March 11, 1968 was an example 
of the way snow will move soil 
particles around. Land that is 
covered will keep the snow from 
blowing, uncovered land will not 
hold snow. This snow will ac-
cumulate on the highway or in 
the road ditch.

Several farmers in Parmer 

County have recently construct-
ed waterways on their farms to 
stop erosion and control run-
off water. Some of those that 
have recently completed their 
waterways include Joe Jones 
and John Aldridge of Farwell, 
Dean McCallum of Bovina, V. 
M. Ferguson and 0. T. Patter-
son of Friona. 

During heavy rains, more wa-
ter falls on nearly all cropland 
than can be held by the best 
crop rotations, strip cropping, 
or even terraces. This water 
will run off through some kind 
of waterway. Unless a safe wa-
terway is provided, it will prob-
ably cut a gully. Usually it is 
easier and cheaper to use a nat-
ural depression for a grassed 
waterway to carry the water 
away safely. However, in Par-
mer County this is impossible 
becauseof irrigation. The wa-
terway is usually built along the 
side 	of 	the field that has 
the drainage problem. 

Any grassed waterway that 
is to carry extra water safely 
safely must be designed to take 
care of large rains. Its grass 
cover must be dense enough to 
keep water from running on bare 
slopes, and it must be kept in 
good condition year after year. 

If properly built and main-
tained, a waterway will pay its 
own way in added income. Many 
are handled as pasture and 
grazed by livestock. Some are 
bailed for hay. All of the water-
ways can be pastured at certain 
times of the year. Pasturing, if 
properly managed, has the add-
ed advantage of improving the 
sod. 

After the waterway has been 
shaped, preparing a good seed-
bed is the key to getting a good 
stand of grass in the waterway. 
Young plants must have a firm 
soil for their roots if they are 
to live through periods of un-
favorable growing conditions. 
When the grass becomes well 
established, it should be fertil-
ized often with a nitrogen fer-
tilizer. If the sod becomes dam-
aged, it should be repaired as

101 acres. In addition, there will 
be approximately 28,000 acres 
of wheat allotment acres planted 
to feed grain. 

According to Mills, the acre-
age of feed grain base to be 
diverted (laid out) is 95,899. 
Mills hastens to point out that 
although the diverted acreage 
is 36.5% of the base for the 
county, the feed grain acreage 
planted for harvest in 1968 
should be but about five per 
cent less than the 1967 acreage 
harvested for feed grain in the 
county. This is due to the fact 
that the farmers (about one half) 
underplanted their wheat allot-
ment acres. This 28,000 acres 
will practically all be planted 
to feed grain. 
COTTON: 

Cotton farmers (1138 of them) 
in the county have signed up to 
plant 35,669 acres of cotton and 
to divert 8,532 of the:r alloted 
acres. This represents a di-
version of 19.3 per cent of the 
total cotton acres alloted on 
participating farms. 

The county cotton production 
in 1968 (assuming a reasonably 
normal crop year) could easily 
be nearly twice as much as that 
of 1967. In 1967, approximate-
ly 22,000 bales of cotton was 
produced on about 19,000 acres 
in the county. Mills said, "As-
suming that we have a normal 
crop year in 1968 and harvest 
as much as 34,000 acres of cot-
ton, we could easily produce 
more than 40,000 bales of cot-
ton in 1968." 

"PAL" while the air parcel 
rate for the same package is 
$5.00, Postmaster Smart said.

Something is certainly 
needed and 4-H training in food 
will help. 

One of the improvements not-
ed in the food show educational 
activity was members' knowl-
edge of "why" various food 
groups are needed daily, and 
what they do for us. These 4-
leers could "put shame" to 
many adults and their lack of 
knowledge about nutrition. 
Adults helping in this project 
are to be commended for their 
contribution.

responsibility of the pilot. Drift 
cannot be prevented entirely, 
but it can be reduced to the 
point where it will do no ap-
preciable harm. Following is 
the basic information on aerial 
drift control: (1) Dusts tend to 
drift much farther than coarse 
sprays. (2) Coarse spray drop-
lets do not drift as far as fine 
spray droplets. (3) High wind 
velocity makes it impossible to 
control drift. If increasing wind 
velocity creates a drift hazard, 
stop application immediately. 
(4) Under some conditions, a 
very high temperature prevents 
the pesticide from settling to 
the ground within the treatment 
area. (5) Take particular care 
to prevent drift onto homes, 
barns, streams, lakes, ponds, 
or pastures.

Safety in the use of chemical 

pesticides is a major concern 
in a world that must control 
food-destroying pests in order 
to provide enough food for its 
rapidly multiplying population. 

In the United States, it is 
evident that we must continue 
to use chemical pesticides. 
There is not alternate means 
of adequately controlling most 
of the rodents, insects, mites, 
nematodes, weeds, fungi, and 
other pests that take heavy toll 
of our nation's agricultural pro-
duction. It is estimated that 
nearly a third of our potenial 
production is lost to these pests 
despite our use of pesticides. 

Pesticides are used by far-
mers primarily to protect their 
crops and livestock. They are 
used by people in all walks of 
life to protect their health, 
comfort, and property. They 
are essential to our national 
economy and well-being. 

Pesticides can be poisonous 
to humans, domestic animals, 
pollinating insects, or wildlife, 
if they are not properly used. 
But pesticides can be safe if 
they are used for their pre-
scribed purposes and as dir-
ected by competent authorities. 
DRIFT CONTROL 

As fa:: as application is con-
cerned, precautions to control 
the aerial drift of pesticidal 
dusts or sprays are largley the
