Studies

‘69 Pork Production

Heftier pocket books for
farmers is the object of an ec-
onomic study in pork production
during 1969 at the High Plains
Research Foundation at Half-
way.

The study began this week at
the research foundation with the
arrival of a portable pig pen with
raised slatted floors which fea-
tures two-thirds of the pen be-
ing enclosed with a roof and
three sides, and according to
Dr. Tom Longnecker, Research
director, ‘‘should provide
maintenance for a disease-free
operation,’’

The Jimmy Dean Meat Com-
pany has created a local mar-
ket of pork raised in this area
and has caused increased ex-
citement in pork industryon the
High Plains,

Due to this increased inter-
est, the foundation will beginan
economics study of limited pork
production,

According to Dr, Tom Long-
necker, object of the study is to
find a livestock enterprise
small farmers can use as a
means to increase profits in to-
day's farming operations,

‘“‘Potential for porkproduc-
tion is here now due to the meat
packing plant, Webelieve farm-
ers can get as much as $1 per

hundred weight more for their
grain sorghum marketed
through pork and we hope this
study will show this,”’ Long-
r&ecker said,

N The portable pen was supplied
for use in this study by Central
Supply Co,, Amarillo and Bor-
ger, The eight-foot by 24-foot
pen is constructed of steel with
slatted wooden floors,

“The slatted floors elimi-
nates manure disposal prob-
lems and the unit can be moved
from area to area to increase
sanitation protection,’” Dr,
Longnecker said.

The pen will house 25 feeder
pigs at a time and with finish-
ing periods every three and a
half months, the pen should con-

tain approximately 75 feeders
annually,

Dr, Longnecker stresses that
the portable pen could bea pro-
fit solution only on a small-
time operation,

‘“There is no question that
farmers planning to produce
4,000 to 5,000 pigs per year
should build adequate perma-
nent housing, The investment
required in the portable pen is
something a small farmer can

NURSERY
NEWS

By Alvin Woodburn
Garden Center Nursery
Clovis, N.M.

When is it time to prune? If
you think you have the answer
to that one, we will question
the wisdom of that alone. When
anyone tells you, ‘“The book
says...'’, ask them how many
of us have roses or fruit trees
that read books,

Of course, anyone who has
been to school has read a
number of books, but in the
plant world, that is only a
place to start, Count the books
you can find that pertain to the
elements that we have to deal
with on these dry, windy plains
where we have chosen to live.
The souhwest gardening books
are more applicable to theriver
valleys or New Mexico, or just
off the caprock and fewactually
apply to this area.

The best advice is to follow
the book as far as is practi-
cal and then depend on some-
one who has had some years
of success at the business to
help form your opinion as to
what to do, when to do it, and
the degree to which you should
do it.

Personally, we hold with the
theory that says the best way
to make a rose bush grow is
to really prune it, In other
words, to start cuttingona rose
bush is to start it growing; and
we think this should be done
about the first to the middle of
March, Fruit trees, some of the
evergreens, and a number of
other plants can well be
trimmed any time during the
winter months., This allows a
person to get the feel of the
idea and thus be in good shape
later for the more touchyitems
like roses,

Trimming roses is also very
controversial in that there are
several ways to trim them;
some successful and some not,
Again, it is well to start with
the knowledge to be obtained
from books; temper that with
a little common sense, throw
in a little “give' to allow for
this and that, and again allow
for the climate we have here--
then go from there.
