Supt, Dale Furr of Texas

If the housing project isap-
proved for Farwell by farm-
ers, ranchers and business-
men, it is proposed to be
built across the road east of
Cooper Gin, i{n northeast Far-
well, The FHA, who would be
co-sponsor of the project, has
already approved the project;

are needed before the ‘‘go
ahead’'” on the project can be
given,

bership is paid. Fifty per cent
of the necessary funds are
available from the FHA for the
project, Rent on the units
will pay the additional cost of
building over the period of a
few years, according to of-
ficers of theorganization, Lo-
cal plans call for 48 family
type permanent units, with
1200 square feet in each unit,
All of the units will be furn-
ished with a stove and a re-
frigerator and will have in-
door tollets with hot and cold
running water, Modern heat-
ing units will also be Install-
ed,

The fire proof buildings will
be built entirely of cinder
block, as they have been at
Dimmitt. The buildings willall
be of one-story design Instead
of the two-story type which
was erected at Dimmitt, All
grounds will be landscaped and
planted with grass, trees, and
shrubbery. Officers of the
Housing Unit belleyve that with
this type housing available, a
much higher type laborer will
be interested In coming to
Farwell on a permanent ba-
sis than has been true in the
past, when housing was at a
minimum,

Ford states that the housing
units will be made as main-
tenance free as possible so
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AN OUTSIDE VIEW of the Labor Housing Units a! Diminitt which would be similar to those

that they can bequicklyclean-
ed and painted, The migrants
will pay approximately $15
per week rent for the apart-
ments, No apartments will be
made available to single work-
ers,

While the project deals in
human welfare, it was moti-
vated primarily by the profit
motive in farming,. It will of-
fer to the migrant workers,
who annually come northward
to work for a few months,
comfortable housing, thus
creating an incentive for them
to stay the year round and

make this their permanent
home,

Tile floors and light colored walls add much to the at-

oificers of the concern that
the workers will find clean,
well cared-for homes in which
to live instead of the chicken
coops, barns, shacksand huts,
to which they have become
accustomed in the past, With
the help of all local farmers,
ranchers, businessmen and

Can you afford to burn the
dead grass on your lawn and
yard? Well, it doesn’t take
too long; matches are not too
expensive. But don’t be too
shook if you happen to burn
some good plants, trees,
shrubs and, some ‘‘burners”’
have even been known to take
his house, fence, and/or other
buildings along with the ac-
cumulated dead grass.

The abundant grass now
under attack didn’'t  just
happen. This situation is one

of our own makingand to solve
it, we should look back to last
summer to see why we wanted
so much growth in the first
place., True, we wanted the
vard to look fresh and green,
This is an area in which lawn
fertilizer people have done
considerable work on, and to
be honest, have only scratched
the surface of what needs to
be done.

Grass that has all the in-
gredients that it needs will
look fresh and green, How it
thrives and produces depends
upon its diet, Bermuda grass,
for instance, will give real
good results without too much
top growth if we will condition
our soil, water properly, and
use the plant food it needs to

produce the effect we want,
The same grass, planted as a
