It has been our contention
that the Twin Cities have been
sitting on a point of progress
for a long time. That is, we
think that the actual ground
occupied by the Twin Cities is
a spot that will be forced to
develop because of the stra-
getic rail and highway facil-
ities intersecting at this lo-
cation. We were privileged to
hear a farmer-business man
say this very thing this week,
and to hear of his plans for our
community.

Dale Jennings, who farms
north of Clovis and who is also
well-known by many in this
community, has purchased the
old Gifford-Hill cement pipe
manufacturing ground with
the eye toward developing it
for an industrial park. He
pointed out, very aptly, the
excellent transportation net-
work that radiated from here
and how it could be used for
business expansions. He then
outlined plans that could be a

bonanza for the Twin Cities,

and said that he believed that
these plans will mature within
the next six months to several
years.

This good news poses a
challenge for the cities of
Farwell and Texico. At their
present state of development
they cannot absorb the ad-
ditional people that will be
attracted here to live. This
means that the current plans
underway in both towns must
be carried through as fast as
possible on all fronts.

This also brings up the sticky
problem of additional revenues
t~ srovide these essential city
services. One solution for
Farwell that we believe is a
“must” item is the implement-
ing of a city sales tax. Farwell
will inescapably need more
money with which to conduct
its city business, and inasmuch
as all people in the community
will benefit from additional
homes and business activity, it
is only reasonable for all to
share in the financing. A sales
tax will to a greater or lesser
extent be a contribution from
everybody, even those who do
not live in town but who come
to town to enjoy the facilities
affored by the town.

We realize that passing a tax
for the general purpose of
having a tax is not a good
thing, but we believe that
revenues on hand and in sight
will substantially help in fi-
nancing the city business as it
comes along. We think that it
is better to have the monies to
do the necessary things for a
town when it is necessary than
to wait until a crisis appears
and then scrounge around to
look for funds.

Business and industrial lead-
ers will be interested in what
we have done more than what
we might do. A flow of funds
such as generated by a sales
tax will go a long way in
providing a secure and sound
financial base for local growth.
We go on record as favoring
such a tax s JDow.

We are not an affiliate of
ABC, NBC, or CBS. In fact, we
sort of hate to admit that we
are in the same news gather-
ing and dissemination busi-
ness. This is by way of saying
that we agree with the Presi-
dent when he accuses the
major TV networks of slanted
and biased news reporting.

Apparently our understand-
ing of the English language is
not the same as the image-
making moguls. We are under
the distinct opinion that we
have heard some extremely
biased and slanted news re-
porting from the very sources
that are now wildly beating
their breasts in self-professed
innocence.

While admitting to some
confusion as to ‘‘Watergate',
we view with great alarm the
«mad rush to denigrate the
President of the United States.
Such blatant political hypo-
cracy as now being played in
Washington by our so-called
politicians can have but one
effect on the country - only a
bad one.

Were the liberal-left success-
ful in reversing the election
decision of 1972, it could lead
only to deeper and more
drastic cleavages in political
thought in this country than
what presently exists. This in
turn could paralyze our gov-
ernment to the extent that we
would resemble the faction-
alized the ineffective govern-
ments of France and Italy. If
such comes to pass you can bet
vour family jewels that Soviet
Russia would exploit it to the
utmost, both domestically and

Business Outlined For
Farwell Industrial Park

“We are hopeful to have the
engineer’s plans by the first of
the year, and by spring be in
operation,’’ said Dale Jennings
of Clovis, telling the Farwell
Chamber of Commerce of a
proposed manufacturing plant
for Farwell.

Jennings spoke to members
of the C of C during a luncheon
meeting Tuesday and outlined
proposed plans for the Indus-
trial Park area which will be
developed in Farwell during
the next two to three years,

First proposed plant will be
an offshoot of a manufacturing
plant in Hardin, Mont., which
produces a mineral by process
to eliminate ‘bloat’ in cattle.

He said the Montana plant is
the only one of its kind at this
time, and present plant facili-
ties are expected to expand
and initially employ 25-30
persons. At first, the plant will
produce 100 tons per day with
future expansion possible.

The plant will be initiated at
the former Gifford-Hill location
which has been purchased by
Jennings. He purchased 17.25
acres and said with the ideal
location, an Industiral Park

Illegal parking in Farwell
city alleys, and blocking fire
lanes occupied much discus-
sion at the Monday evening
meeting of the Farwell City
Commission.

He said
that during a recent fire when
the truck entered the alley, one
fireman was swept from the
back of the fire truck by the
trees.

City Attorney Charles Ay-
cock was instructed to write
letters to the violators remind-
ing them blocking of city alleys
is in violation of city ordin-
ances which designate the

alleys as public thoroughfares
and more important, as fire
lanes.

During a discussion on delin-

Listed On Ballot

“It looks like about 500
people will turn out over the
entire county for the election,”
said Parmer County Clerk
Bonnie Warren, as she re-
ported Tuesday afternoon that
no one had cast an absentee
ballot in the amendment elec-
tion, "scheduled for Tuesday,
Nov. 6.

With more than 3,900 regis-
tered voters in the county, this
would mean that approximate-
ly one eighth of the registered
voters would trek to the polls
during voting hours.

On the ballot will be nine
proposed amendments from
proposing annual sessions for
legislature members including
a raise in salary to tax
exemptions for non-profit
water supply corporations,

Briefly outlined here is a
resume of the nine proposals:

AMENDMENT NO. 1-To pro-
vide for annual regular ses-
sions of the legislature, and to
provide an annual salary of
$15,000 and a per diem allow-
ance of $18 for members of the
legislature.

Main argument for the pro-
posal is the fact that a
legislator can no longer be
considered a part-time official
and that under the present
salary provided, a legislator is
forced in engage in outside
employment.

Chief argument against the
proposal is that a substantial
pay raise for members of the
legislature would further in-
crease the costs of state
government at a time when

state finances are already
overburdened.

AMENDMENT NO. 2-To in-
clude within the scope of
homestead protection the real
property of a single adult
which meets the other re-
quirements of homestead pro-
perty, and to provide that a
family homestead may nol be
abandoned without consent of
both spouses.

For the amendment is that
the proposed amendment
would give single adults with
real property the same pro-
tection and security from
forced sale of their homes as is
now given to families and
would reduce the chances that
single adults could lose all
their property and become
public charges. _

On the negative side is the
fact that the homestead ex-
emption was designed primar-
ily to protect the innocent
family members of the debtor,
not the debtor himself, and
therefore does not need to be
extended to single adults.

AMENDMENT NO. 3 - To ex-
tend the $3,000 ad valorem tax
exemption to the homesteads
of unmarried adults.

If passed, this amendment
would erase a present law
which discriminates against
single persons who do not have
the necessary family relation-
ship to qualify for the tax
exemption which married per-
sons and persons with the
necessary family relationship
have received.

Meeting in a special called
session Tuesday evening, mem-
bers of the Texico Board of
Trustees heard E.G. Minton
and Charles Pinson, engineers
from Artesia, discuss a pro-
posed new water system for
Texico.

With M.E. Turnbough, may-
or, and trustees Bill Christian,
Don Calliouet and Bill Thigpen
attending the session, along
with City Clerk Clara Wiehl
and City Water Engineer Billy
Hammit, a proposed plan was
turned down and an alternate
plan proposed.

Hammit had drawn up a city
map showing the location of
existing lines and proposed
changes in the plan submitted
by the Artesia engineers in
order to afford additional fire
protection for the city.

Following some two hours of
discussion, it was agreed the
engineers would draw up
additional plans for presenta-
tion to the Board of Trustees in
approximately three wéeks.

Also, a stgte grant will be
sought to help in the construc-
tion and placement of the lines
which is expected to cost in
excess of $150,000.

The plan is part of a 20-year
feasibility plan, to boost, pre-
sent water service and provide
low pressure areas with addi-
tional water as well as provide
future expansion for the city.

However, tax exemptions do
not eliminate tax, but merely
shift the tax burden to other
taxpayers or other sources.

AMENDMENT NO. 4-Pro-
vide for notice to and approval
or disapproval by cities and
counties of the creation of
conservation and reclamation
districts and by requiring
compliance with certain gen-
aral district laws.

This amendment, if ap-
proved, would give conserva-
tion and reclamation districts
issue bonds in the amount of
millions of dollars and when a
city would annex these dis-
tricts, it must assume the
responsibility for paying these
bonds and must pay tax
residents of the city to make
the payments.

AMENDMENT NO. 5-To
provide that counties and cities
bordering on the Gulf of
Mexico may levy a tax for the
construction of sea walls and
breakwaters upon the vote of a

“majority of the resident tax-
payers voting at an election
called for that purpose.

On the plus side is the fact
that the Texas coast is fre-
quently battered by hurricanes
and other severe storms and
people living on the coast need
protection for both their lives
and their homes.

However, the Texas coast-
line is a very delicate ecolo-
gical phenomenun and any
development of it threatens its
very existence. If the amend-
ment is passed it would make
it easier for people to live
along the shore by giving them
artificial protection.

AMENDMENT NO. 6-To
grant the district court the
general jurisdiction otherwise
conferred on it by law in
probate proceedings, and to
authorize the legislature to

adjust the jurisdiction of the
courts in probate matters, to
adopt rules for such courts
relating to probate matters,
and to provide for appeals in
probate matters.

An argument for the pro-
posed amendment is that it
would give the legislature the
authority to streamline the
judicial process by adjusting
probate jurisdiction to either
the district court or the county
court, or both courts, by
general law, to serve the needs
of the area.

On the other hand, under the
authority given to the legis-
lature by the constitution to
establish such courts as it
deems necessary and to pre-
scribe their jurisdiction, the
legislature already has created
in numerous counties statutory
county probate courts and
county courts at law with
probate jurisdiction to relieve
the county court's probate
responsibility.

AMENDMENT NO. 7-To pro-
vide for an additional $100
million in bonds or obligations
of the State of Texas for the
Veterans Land Fund.

In order to continue an
existing program and to extend
its benefits to returning vet-
erans of Viet Nam and others
who have served in the armed
forces the plan will have to be
approved.

However, it is considered in
some areas that compensation
of veterans is a federal rather
than a state responsibility and
that the program is unnecessary
in view of generous benefits
already available to veterans
through Federal sources.

AMENDMENT NO. 8-To
authorize and require cities,
towns and villages to levy ad
valorem taxes sufficient to pay
the principal of and interest on

their general obligations here-
inafter issued, subject to re-
strictions provided by law.

The amendment, if ap-
proved, would allow cities and
towns to live up to their
contractural obligations on the
bonds they issue after voter
approval without depleting
their funds from other sources,
such as operating expenses or
funds for future improvements.

Against the amendment is
the fact that taxpayers of
Texas cities and towns are
already overburdened and the
proposed amendment creates
the possibility of more taxes. -

AMENDMENT NO. ©9-
Authorizing the legislature to
exempt certain water supply
corporations and cooperatives
from the property tax on water
certain facilities.

Approving Amendment Nine
would aid water supply cor-
porations who perform a vital
function in many parts of the
state that might not otherwise
have adequate water supplies.
The amendment would encour-
age the formation of such
corporations or cooperatives.

On the negative side, there
are many privately owned
water supply corporations
which are operated for profit
and which are in competition
with non-profit supply corpor-
ations and cooperatives. The
passage of the amendment
would give the non-profit
corporations and cooperatives
a competitive advantage since
they would be relieved from
paying property taxes.

Each of the nine amend-
ments should be considered
and despite the fact a ‘light
turnout’ is expected, each is
important in the area it will
cover and future effect, both
taxwise and in the growth of
the area.

The best way to reduce
greenbug infestation in wheat
is to put cattle in the field.

Cattle will graze or clip the
foliage down to a point where
the food supply and habitat of
the greenbug are severely
limited. This keeps the pop-
ulation down and prevents‘a
build-up while the wheat is
short. The grazed wheat also is
less attractive to these aphids.

This rather simple solution
to the wheat farmer’s gravest
insect problem is backed by 20
years of data collected in Deaf
Smith, Castro and Swisher
counties during February,
March and April.

Greenbug populations aver-
aged up to 1,000 per foot of row
in nongrazed wheat in 1961, ’67,
'69 and '70. In other years,
populations were not so great,
but still were far more
numerous than those found in
grazed wheat.

Only in one year (1965) did
the green bug population reach
100 per foot of row in grazed
wheat.

Greenbugs usually reach
their population peak in the
three-county area by March 20.
Farther north in the Texas
Panhandle, the peak occurs in
April.

During their population
peak, these insect pests were
found to be at least 20 times
lower on the forage crops than
on non-grazed wheat.

In observation of two ad-
jacent dryland fields (one
grazed and one non-grazed)
during one year few greenbugs
appeared on grazed wheat,
while the non-grazed wheat
was completely destroyed by
April 1.

The researcher concludes
that if grazing is continued into
April, grain yields may be
reduced in proportion to the
lateness of grazing and the
earliness of the wheat variety.

According to the research
where a general outbreak
occurs, greenbug population
may re-infest a nearby grazed
field after livestock are re-
moved.

In such cases chemical
control may become necessary
a few days after the cattle are
taken out. If the weather is
warm, however, and good
predator populations are pre-
sent, insecticidal treatment
may not be necessary.

All reports clearly indicate
shortages of nitrogen and
phosphate will be with us
throughout 1974 and for an
undetermined period thereaf-
ter. Contributing to shortages
at the dealer level are insuf-
ficient supplies of natural gas,
fertilizer exports, release of
reserve acreage back into
production, higher sale prices
of crops, and transportation
difficulties.

The effectiveness of fall
fertilizer application on the
heavier soils of the High Plains
is well established. On sandy
soils, phosphate may be ap-
plied in the fall but nitrogen
application should perhaps be
delayed until spring to prevent
possible leaching loss. Advan-
tages of fall application include
getting the fertilizer while it is
available and incorporating it
into the soil in the initial tillage
operation so as to avoid
weather problems likely to
occur in the early months of
1974. Here are some sug-
gestions on fertilizer use for
the next crop:

Find out what your soil
really needs by having a soil
test made on each field.
Information on sampling and
mailing is available in the
Extension office in Farwell.

Soil test data from the High
Plains clearly show that less
than half of the soils will
respond profitably to applica-
tions of phosphate. Applying
available material only to
deficient areas will stretch the
supply without reducing the
yield potential.

An appreciable nitrogen car-
ryover may be detected. If this
is the case, nitrogen rate can
be reduced or in some in-
stances omitted.

Consider using feedlot waste.
There is much evidence to
indicate that a 10-ton ap-
plication of ‘‘average’’ manure
is sufficient to produce near
maximum grain sorghum
yields without additional com-
mercial fertilizer.

Plan your fertilizer needs as
soon as possible and finalize an
agreement with your supplier.

Fertilizers have become a
major contributor to profitable
yields.
