‘“very poor' crop., A bumper
crop is Iindicated when the
smoke is carrfed south
or southwest,

AFS Slates
Spring Carnival

Farwell Chapter of the Am-
erican Field Service has slat-
ed a spring carnival at Far-
well school in the old gym-
nasium on April 12 beginning
at 6 p.m. The carnival will
involve the entire community
including Students, civic and
service groups and also all
church groups. Funds raised
at the carnival will be used
to help in bringing a Forelgn
exchange student to Farwell
school, Plans have been made
for the student to be here by
the beginning of school. Final
selection of a home for the
student will be announced in
the near future,

The American FleldService
was founded in 1914 as a vol-
unteer ambulance corps, and
served with Allied Armies
during World War I and II,
Between the two wars, it con-
ducted a graduate fellowship
program for French univer-
sities, and in 1947 undertook
the current International
scholarship program at the
secondary school level, Since
that time, more than 42,000
students from 78 countries
have participated in the Am-
erican Field Service Pro-
gram,

The Field Service is a non-
profit membership organiza-
tion under the laws of the
State of New York, and is a
private educational program
with no religious or political
affiliation,

The Winter Program is the
original and largest of the
group and consists of the In-
ternational Scholarship pro-
grams, Itbrings students from
overseas for a year to study
in their senior year at a Unit-
ed States secondary schooland
to live with U, S, families as
a part of the family. Of the
approximately 3,100 students
currently involved inthis pro-
gram annually, 95 per centare
in public high schools and the

balance in independentdayand
boarding schools, The AFS
Winter Program students are
boys and girls who have been
chosen for personal andacad-
emic qualities, They are be-
tween 16 and 18 years of age,
All of the students must have
studied English and must have
demonstrated a potential for
quickly becoming competent to
carry a high school course in
English,

The students are individual-
ly interviewed and screened by
AFS committeeand offices ov-
erseas, with the final selec-
tion and placements with fam-
ilies made by the International
Headquarters, These students
come to the United States from
approximately 60 different
countires for a one-year per-
iod and are required toreturn
home at the end of the year,
They arrive in the U, S, some-
time between the last week in
July and the first week in
September and return to their
homes the following July.

At the end of their U, S,

stay, they are taken on a
three-to-four-week bus trip
to expose them to different
U. S. environs and to pro-
mote multi-national friend-
ships among the students,

With the bringing of a
foreign student to Farwell
school, the community is set-

ting a new goal -- to contrib- !

ute our part for better un-
derstanding  between coun-
tries; for world peace by
bringing their youngsters into
the closest contact of theAm-
erican family life,
