It has not been
our government that has
sneered at treaties and left an
unbroken string of solemn
pledges.

On May 20, 1982, U.S.

Civil Liberties Union
(ACLU) very happy. They
had been party to the suit,
claiming that the song vio-
lated constitutional provi-
sions of separation of
church and state.

On July 3rd, the Su-
preme Court ruled that
states can indeed ban the
distribution of child por-
nography. That made
ACLU very unhappy. One
of their spokesmen was
quoted in the press as com-
plaining this violated the
constitutional provisions of
free speech.

If this all seems strange
to you, perhaps it is be-
cause it is strange. The
ACLU is constantly wor-
ried about the “free
speech” rights of pornogra-
phers, but seemingly is on
the other side of the fence

- Farwell Mayor Signs SPS Rate Increase

Farwell Mayor Walter Kalt-
wasser signed in effect an av-
erage 9.003 percent rate hike
for Southwestern Public Ser-
vice Co. at the Farwell City
Council’s regular monthly
meeting Monday night in city
hall

The city fathers approved
the rate hike at their monthly
meeting July 12 when repre-
sentatives of that utility com-
pany requested the increase.

The utility company’s rate

hike request for 1982 went be-
fore the Texas Utility Commis-
sion in May, and the commis-
sion approved the increase
which went into effect on July
1, and will be ‘‘across the
board'll

Jim Milsap of SPS told the
council at its April 12 meeting
that the rate hike was needed
for three main reasons--the
utility company is changing its
way of making electricity from
natural gas to coal, high

money costs, and inflation.

A significant portion of the
new revenue will help pay for
the first unit of the company’s
second coal-fired power plant,
Tolk Station, which went into
service this summen.

In other action taken at the
Monday night meeting, the city
fathers voted unanimously to
renew all six-month money
market certificates which are
due to mature on August 25
and September 7.

Six CD's coming to a total of
approximately $69,000 are due
to mature within the next two
months and they, along with
the interest, will be renewed gt
that time.
