Farwell Schools started the 
1982-83 year, which officially 
began Monday, with fewer 
students than were present at 
this time last year. Total 
enrollment was 465 students as 
compared to 481 last year. 

High school enrollment this 
year is 129 students while last 
year's enrollment was 132. 

Junior high figures are 
closer with a total enrollment 
of 110 students, compared to 
109 last year. Sixth grade has 
42 students, seventh grade has 
28, and eighth grade has 40. 

Elementary enrollment also 
shows a decrease this year as 
226 students are enrolled as 
compared to 240 last year. 

So far this year, the overall 
decrease in the school enroll-
ment is 16 students, in contrast 
to last year's decrease of 33 
students from the year before. 

Texico Shows Slight Increase 
Texico Schools shows an in-

These payment levels are 90 
percent of what they were 
under the prior disaster pro-
gram that expired in 1981.

Reduced 
price lunch is 90 cents. Texico 
School does not serve break-
fast. 

Lazbuddie students may buy 
breakfast for 25 cents for 
grades K-6 and 30 cents for 
7-12. Adult breakfast will be 75 
cents and the reduced price is 
20 cents. 

Lunches will be 70 cents for 
K-4; 85 cents for 5-8; Si. for 
9-12; Adults, $1.35 and visitors 
will pay $1.60 

Reduced price meals are 40 
cents for lunch and 20 cents for 
breakfast. 

Children from families 
whose income is at or below 
the level shown on the scale 
are eligible for either free 
meals or reduced-price meals. 

To apply for free or reduced-
priced meals, families must 
complete an application for 
same and return it to the 
school.

these are beyond our control. 
Wholesale power cost, depreci-
ation, interest, and taxes 
alone, for example, account for 
89% of our total cost of electric 
service. 

We realize that an average 
42% increase is considerably 
more than Deaf Smith Electric 
Cooperative members have 
ever been asked to accept, but 
are forced to if the Coopera- 

income, the names of all 
household members, social 
security numbers of all house-
hold members 21 years or 
older, or a statement that a 
household member does not 
have one. An adult household 
member must sign the applica-
tion.

If a child is approved for 
meal benefits, the family must 
tell the school when the 
household income increases by 
more than $50 per month ($600 
per year) or when the house-
hold size decreases.

Children who get meal 
benefits are treated the same 
way as children who pay for 
meals. In the operation of the 
child feeding - programs, no 
child will be discriminated 
against because of race, sex, 
color, national origin, age, or 
handicap. 

If you do not agree with the 
school's decision on your 
application or the result of 
verification, you may wish to 
discuss it with the school. You

The words "but now" are 
found in many places in the 
Bible, but most often in the 
Epistles of Paul. 

These two words are most 
significant, for they indicate a 
change in r program.filf .my secre-
tary is transcribing some dicta-
tion and I say: "But now I would 
like you to take a letter," this 
indicates a change in program. 

So it is with this phrase as 
we find it in Rom. 3:21: 

"BUT NOW the righteousness 
of God without the law is mani-
fested." 

Prior to this time God's peo-
ple were under the law. There 
was no other way to approach or 
obey Him. 

But though under the law, they 
constantly broke the law, so that 
they stood before God condemned 
rather than justified. Thus the 
apostle says in Verse 20: 

"Therefore by the deeds of 
the law there shall no flesh be 
justified in His sight: for by the 
law is the knowledge of sin." 

"BUT NOW the righteousness 
of God without the law is mani-
fested" (Ver. 21). 

How can this be? How can a 
man be declared righteous apart 
from the law? The answer — the 
only answer is, by grace through 
faith in Christ. 

Though perfect and sinless 
Christ died for sin. Whose sin? 
Yours and mine. Thus as Paul de-
c lares in Acts 13:38: 

"By this Man is preached un-
to you the forgiveness of sins, 
and by Him all who believe are 
justified from all things, from 
which ye could not be justified 
by the Law of Moses." 

"Therefore we conclude that a 
man is justified by faith, without 
the deeds of the law" (Rom.3:29).
