The EarthSwine BreedersIncorporated
has quite an operation - especially the
farrowing of their pigs.

Every pig is takenby Caesariansection
under the most sanitary of conditions.

This Lamb County SPF hog farm is only

the secondsuch operation in the nation,
with the Earth set-u- p patterned after a
similar plant in Manila, Iowa.

By operating on the sow, rather than
letting nature takes its course, the baby
pigs are absolutelygerm free. There are
otherhog farms in theU. S. wherethe pigs

are taken by surgery, but other than the
EarthSwine Breedersandthe Iowa firm, a
hysterectomyIs performed,andthesow Is

destroyed.
By delivering the pigs by Caesarian

sections, the sow is saved and can have
four, five or morelitters. "As a matter of

fact," said Shelby Bozeman, manager of

the EarthSPFenterprise, "last week we

maldehyde is placed over the sow's ab-

domen. Two pairs of rubber surgical
gloves areattachedat the endsof sleeves
that extend Inside thebubble, and the
veterinarian and his attendentwork, with
the vet pack and equipmentsealedinside
the bubble, through these air-tig- ht

openings.
After the pigs are breathing and the

umbilical cord is clamped, the pigs are
passedinto the warming unit where two
other attendantsfurther dry them off and
tie the cord by working through gloved
sleevesin the secondenclosure.

From here, the pig nursemaid Edwin
O'Hair takes the newborn pigs to the
nurserylocatedone mile westand one-lia-lf

mile north of Earth. The pigs are kept in
individual boxesand are fed a sterilized,
preparedformula threetimesa day for the

first sevendays, then twice a day for 21
more days. The survival rates are ex-

cellent if the pigs accepttheir first ration.
Eighty to 90 per cent of the pigs are

raised under these strict sanitary con-
ditions, a figure as good as that of barn-
yard farmers.

Each time thenursery attendant enters
the nursery he must remove his clothes,
takeashower,shampoohishairandput on
a cleanchangeof clothing. Before entering
theroom hemustwear a face mask,put on
rubber gloves that have beendisinfected,
and hisfirst step into the nursery is into a
foot bath of disinfectant.

"Time waswhenyou took a bath,went to
town, then came home to feed thehogs,"
O'Hair said, "but now you go to town,
comeback, then takea bath and feedthe
pigs."

The Earth Swine Breeders Association
has approximately 20 sows they bring
throughtheprimary lab, and in addition to
their own sow, Dr. Gleasonwill operate
on customers'sows. A charge of $130 per
sow is made for the delivery. After this,

Shelby Bozeman Is manager of the
Earth enterprise,and O'Hair is in charge
of the nursery and helps Bozeman with
ouside work.

Bozeman is a 1962 graduate of
Springlake-Eart-h High School and got his
first degree in animal sciencefrom Abi-

lene Christian College In 1967. He taught
school for two and one-ha-lf years before
beginningwork on his master's,which he
completedin swinemanagementat Texas
A&M University in August, 1970, just as
the Earth SwinebreedersAssociation
started its operation.

O'Hair farmed about 12 years and then
operatedtheEarthCleanersfor about six
years in training for the cleanatmosphere
in whichhemustmaintain thepig nursery.

What Bozemanand O'Hair refer to as a
high degreeof security is maintained on
the primary SPF breeding stock. The
primary pigs are fed first thing every
morning by these attendants In fresh
clothing, before secondary stock Is
checked. Precautions are necessary for
the primary stock.Becausethey have not
been exposed to certain diseases, they
have not built antibodies andare more
susceptible to ailments that wouldn't be
too serious to hogs.

In addition to Bozemanand O'Hair, the
only paid employees,there is additional
overhead in maintaining the necessary
security. Of approximately $20,000 tied up
for the SPF laboratory in sows,boars and
the conventionalherd, better than half of
this is in lab fixtures andequipment.The
nursery itself is an $11,000 building, and it
is only 24'xCO'.

The original swine raising businesswas
thoughtup in Januaryof last year, and the
SPF lab was added as a secondthought
