Heading for New Orleans and an
appeal tonight to Southerners open-
ly rebellious against the " Demo-
cratle ticket, Stevenson fired heavy
arilllery here agalnst Gen, Dwlight
D Elsenhower on what the llinols
governor called the principal js-
sues of the presidential campalgn
~—peace and prosperity.

He sald if there is any weakening
of American defense and foreign
assistance programs the Kremlin
can change Its signals quickly.

“We all know In our hones that
it Is dangerous to talk tough un-
less we are ready o act tough,”
Yie declared. *The new Republican
policy —and I am sorry 1o say this
—|s to talk tough while we si-

multaneously weaken our defenses $——

and alllances.

“*That just doesn't make sense
to me. That Is a sure road to
disaster."

He-previously had criticized Els-
enhower's assertlon the Unlted
States would “‘never rest” until
the people of the satellite countries
were freed. Stevenson sald this
aroused speculation that some
“reckless action’ might be taken,
but Eisenhower later sald he was
speaking only of peaceful means,
not war,

Stevenson has  contended  that
Elsenhower's eall for a 20 hilllon
dollar budgel cut’ would mean a
slash In defense funds

Accusing the Republicans of
trying to serap the bi-partisan for-
wign policy, he salled into Elsen-
hower on this point.

“What the campalgn has clearly
brought out Is that the Old Guard
of the Republlican party wants to
scrap that bl-partisan foreign poll-
cy—and that thelr candidate with
the new look, the General of the
Army, has elther forsaken his own
great past or become the policy
partner of Sen. Taft and some
gentlemen of similarly eccentrie
views about our world,' the Dem-
ocratic nominee declared.

“Senator Talt and the Old Guard,
of course, have fought our bl-par-
tisan foreign policy right along.
They have sald that it costs too
much, forgetting that however ex-
pensive peace may be, it will cost
as nothing compared to a new
world war.*

On the other hand, Stevenson
sald he thinks the Democratle ad-
ministration’s policies have been
“mightlly successful.”

“They have rallled and united
the free world and have checked
the spread of communism,” he

Public Welfare, Not Party Power,
Should Guide Voting In November

This s entirely within Mr. Rayburn's
pight, to campaign for whom he sees [it.

But what must be distressing to many
Pexans is that Mr. Rayburn seems, like
gthers In the Truman hierarchy, to be dis-
posed to campaign on something besides
the real Issues.

Mr. Rayburn, as & matter of fact, ap-
pears to have put his phase of the cam-
palgn on a coerclon basis, something that
{reedom-loving Texans don’t like.

First of al}, Mr. Rayburn let the Texas
delegation of Congressmen know that they
ought to be protecting their majority posats
on the various committees, and in effect
sald that the only way to maintain any
Texas influence in Congress was to keep
those committes majority positions. Of
course, Mr. Rayburn wants to continue lo
be Speaker of the House, too.

What is more disturbing has been Mr.
Rayburn's presentation of the 27% per cent
depletion allowance on oil incomes. He has
pointed out that this provision came about
because the Democrats gained a majority
in Congress during the Hoover sdministra-
tion. To guote from a speech be made In
Dallas: “Another vote on that (depletion
allowance) has never even gotten onto the
floor of the House — yet. But I do believe

in reciprocity. 1 do like honor. T do like
sincerity. That's what I practice. and peo-
ple who deal with me had better practice
the same thing."

It we understand thls correctly, It means
that the Democrats gave the ofl industry
the depletion allowance, but that if the
Democrats were ta loss control now. the
depletion allowance would be laken away.

We like honor and sincerity. too. And
ft must have been assumed by everyone
that Mr. Rayburn and the other administra-
tion people favored the depletion allowance
because they thought It was a just pro-
wision of the tax laws 1f it was a just pro-
vision, then, and has been a just provision
since, why would it hecome unjust if the
Truman administration candidate loses the
November election? Is this a coercion of
the Texas vole?

With due respect 1o Mr. Rayburn and his
Jong tenure of office in the Congress, we
think he has let the Truman Influence de-
flect his approach to the real issues of
the campaign The administration has had
power a long time, and doesn’t want to
lose that power. Its attitude has made Mr.
Rayburn power-consclous.

There must be a priority on loyalties.

We think he is misplacing
his emphasis on wvalues. We think that
the welfare of Texas and the nation de-
serve first loyalty. Lat's don't coerce the
votes. let's get them on an appeal for
what's best for our country and its people.

In interpreting an event of this sort we
have to remind ourselves agaln that a
totalitarian state is not only conspiratorial
and ultra-secret In its methods, but that
it is also & movemenit founded on mass
support. The combination of despotic and
secret rule with unflagging attention to the
masses i3 a very purzling one. It is not
what the Western democracies expect. Yet
with all thelr secrecy, with all the censor-
ship, suppression, thought control, and
propaganda, the totalitarian leaders also
make it a practice lo publish big books—
like Hitler's “Mein Kampf.'" lke Musso-
lini's Encyclopedia, and like the volumi-
pous works of Lenin and Slalin,

These books are remarkably reveal-
ing.

Thus Stalin has set down in black and
white the general formula of his foreign
policy. It is that the “"most important re-
sult of the second World War in its eco-

nomic consequences must be cor sidered
the disintegration of a united sll-embrac-
ing world marke' " There are now. he
writes, *two paralle]l world markets ™ In

the one there is “China and other peo-
ples’ democracies in Europe, forming with
the Soviet Unlon'" a “soclalist camp.” In
the other camp Lhere are. he says specifi-
cally, the United States, Western Europe,
West Germany and Japan,

Stalin then lays down the thesis that
Western Germany and Japan cannot pros-
per within the Western camp. They can-
not prosper without access to his *'worMd
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markets'—that is to say to the Soviet
orbit. He says that the American policy of
holding Japan and Western Germany withe
in the “'capitalist market” will cause great
conflicts within the Western world. The
competition between Germany and Japan
on the one hand, and Britain and France
on the other will cause great trouble. The
avowed policy of the Boviet government Is
to exploit these eon!lletl of interest.
. .

86 “‘mlch’ for the open dlsclosure of

Soviet policy, and if we do not take It
seriously, if we dismiss It as mere decep-
tion, we shall merely be decelving our.
selves. With all the exaggeration of lan-
guage, which Is part of the Communist
idiom of public discussion, the basic site
uation which Stalin has described is the
one which forms a principal preoccupa-
tion of all the most serfous statesmen of
the Western world.

What remains quite secret, what s left
hidden in the realm of intrigue and
conspiracy, is how the Soviel government
means to exploit the unsettled, highly
problematical, sitvation of Germany and
Japan.

Stalin's book, which is addressed to the
Communist elites throughout the world,
teaches them (that the world struggle
wil npow turn around Germany and Ja-
pan. They are told that the basie line of
Soviet policy is to emphasize the lack of
economic opportunity within the shrunken
nonComrhiunist world market, and to play
up the growing economlc power and op-
portunities of the Communist orbit.

What {s not disclosed ls when, how, un-
der what circumstances, on what condi-
tiops, the Soviet government and China
will approach Germany and Japan, will
approach partles, factions, Individuals In
or near those governments, with offers o
negotiate That is the secret and conspira-
torfal part of the new policy, which in its
main objective has, we must suppose,
been truly disclosed.

The publication of this work of Stalin's
is, in fact, an advertisement to the Ger-
many and the Japanese that they may
expert to hear more and more from Mos-
cow and Peiping, to hear a lot pubMcely,
and privately. to be hearing even more.

1t would be a mistake, [ think, to sece
in Stalin’s declaration any disposition ‘o
stabilize the world along the existing
lines of division. It may well be true, as
the Indications suggest, that no new mili
tary action is now cootemplated. But it
does not follow that the Soviet govern-
ment is prepared to recognize, even tacit-
ly, the existing sphares of influence.

On the coatrary, everything, | bellave,
points 1o the hypothesis that the stage is
belng set fur a grea! political struggle—in
which the blg stakes are how Germany
and Japan will align themselves as be-

tween the Soviet orbit and the Western
world.

Born on this day in 1841 In Mis-
sissippl was Dan W. Roberts, who
a5 a Texas Ranger helped to build
and upbold the famous Frontier
Batalion's tradition of courage and
berole ndividual action,

berts came 1o Texas as o child
and grew up on the frontler. In
1574 he joined the Frontier Battal
jon and soon became captain ol
Company D. His first important
Indian chase came only a few
months after be joined the Nang-
ers. With a small detachment of
men, he came upon a band of Co-
manches in the southern part of
Menard County and chased the red
men for miles. Finally in a 1w
ning battle the Rangers kilied all
but four of Lhe Indians

A similar fight in August. 1875, in
which Roberts and his men chased
a band of Indians over 150 miles
marked the end of Indian troubles
in Central Texas.

Roberts resigned from the Hang
ers in 1882 and went 1 live 1n
New Mexico, There he served twn
terms as sheriff of Lincoln County
He returned to Texas in 1922 and
lived ln Austin untll his death in
1883

Roberts’ wife lived m the Ranger
camp at Menard with her husband
for six yecars. A bhooklet, Six
Years In Camp with the Tenas
Ragen,” which she wrole about
her experiences has proved a vals
uable sowice [or Ranger Listorians,

During the past half dozen years, popu-
Iation of the country has been shifting,
and with each move, many people forfeit
thelr right to vote in some elections.

There should be a method, we think, for
any person who has qualified to vote any-
where In the United States to cast a vole
in a national election, regardiess of resi.

slates.

Ax it stands now. If you moved ta Texan
from some other state this year, you
cannot vote, even in the coming general
election for President of the United States,
We think such people ahould be permii-
ted to vote In elections affecting the na-

tlon as a whoke. if they have gualified in
the state from whence they came.

Naturally they would have little Inter.
est in state elections untll they had lived
In a state for a year. But we think they
should be given some sort of credentials
declaring them eligible to vote In nation.

Loki, Agni Among Fire Dieties

Among the fire gods of the world, one
called Loki held a place in parts of Europe
during the Middle Ages. He was a god
of the Norsemen, and stories about him
were told a thousand years ago by people
in the lands now called Norway, Sweden
and Denmark. These tales were spread
by Norse sea rovers who settled in the
British Isles and elsewhere

The very name of Loki goes back to the
word for fire in the old Norse language.
As time passed, the Norsemen seem al-
most to have forgotten his connection with
fire. The came io look on him as a “‘god
of mischief.”” Some went so [ar as Lo
describe him as the “spirit of evil™

In southerm Asia, thousands of miles
southeast of the old Norse homeland, anoth-
er fire god became popular long ago, and
this one holds a place In the Hindu re-
ligion to this day. His name is Agni.

Agnl Is pictured with one head and two
faces. Hindu artists have supplied him with
eight arms’

In the lore of the Hindus, Agni is the
“god of the altar fire." They suppose that
he is the fire itsell, and that he burns the
objects which are offered in sacrifice. Hin-
dus go on to say that this god also is the
sun and the lightning.

In China, as well as India, altar fires
are known. One Chinese festival, marked
by the sacrifice of animals, Is known as
the Nam-Gilao.

Crossing the Pacific Ocean, we come to
Neorth American, and here again there are
records of fire worship. Certain American
Indlan tribes have “fire dances’ to this
day .

To us it seems strange that anyone
shouM think of {ire as a boly thing, but

all agree that fire is important, It turms
water inlo steam to run many raillway
locomolives and ocean liners. It Is used
to separate fron from iron ore, and also
to treat ores of other kinds, Our homes are
heated mainly by the burning of oil or.
coal, and fires cook our meals, Electrio
stoves provide fire of a special type, and &'’
kind of fire exists when we switch on an
electric light. We are in a world whigh
would be a cold, gray place without fire.

WASHINGTON A — A Boston
doctor's report of successful use|
of birth control pills in humans has
elicited varying reactions from
prominent clergymen of the Ro-
man Catholiec and Methodist
churches.

Within this tube is a tiny plastic
ball—a half-inch in diameter—
which moves back and forth in
rhythm with the contraction and
relaxation of the heart. When the
heart contracts in its pumplng ac-
tion, the ball is pushed a little
forward, enabling blood to get
around it. "When the heart relaxes,
the ball shunts backward, plugging
the opening so that blood can not
back up.

The difference in the cotton ple-
ture this year and at this time last
yvear becomes quite clear when
described by R, L. Kyle of the
Farmers Gin at Knolt.

Up untll the middle of the week
11 bales had been ginned there
this year with an estimate that the
total ginning this season will run
about 500 bales. Al this time Iast
year between 1,200 and 1,400 bales
had been ginned, everybody was
busy and there was more cotton
coming In.

Of Another
A-Explosion

LONDON (h—Britons speculated
today that thelr sécond atomie exe
plosion may be set off In Ause
tralia within the next two months,
The wave of conjecturs lollowed
an .nnouncement that Britain's
three top atom men would fly te
Australia In early November.

The three are W. G. Penney,
| sclentific director of Britain's first
atomde explosion Oct. 2 in the des-
olate Monte Bello Islands off
Western Australla; Sir John Cock-
roft, boss of Britain's Harwell
afomic energy plant; and Gen, Sir
Frederick Morgan, the nation's
atomic energy controller.

Penney left Australia by alr te-
day 1o report to Prime Minister
Winston Churechill and the British
Cabinet on the effects of the Oet.
2 explosion. He was flying in a
special Roval Alr Force plane.

The announcement said that
Penney would return to Australia
Nov. 5. He ls scheduled to be fol-
lowed by Cockroft an Nov. 10 and
Gen. Morgan the next day.

A spokesman for the Ministry
of Supply, which supervises the
nation’s atomic program, sald “no
comment”’ when asked #f Penney's
return to Australia meant another
ntomic test in the offing,
