SPECIAL, Sept. 23 UR—CGen. Dwight
D. Elsenhower, campalgning in the
home siate of Sen. Robert A. Taft,
declared today the Truman admin-
istration is “totally Incompetent to
straighten out the problems that
face this nation.™

The Republican presiderdtial nom-
inee, introduced by Charles Taft,
Republican candidate for govern-
or, told a crowd estimated at 3,500
persons alt Middletown, Ohlo, that
the administration has taken as a
slogan “InfMation Is the best poll-
cy.” He declared, *“The Republl
cans want honesty In the dollar. '

Elsenhower sald the GOP wanls
“hig mm" In office In Washing-
ton, "'not men who are too little
for their jobs and too hig for Lhclr
breeches."”

The Republican nominee an-
nowmced he will speak on Inflation
in # major address In Cleveland
tonight,

Eisenhower made no mention of
the political squabble over his run-
ning mate, Sen. Richard M. Nixon
of California.

The time of the general's speech
in Cleveland., scheduded at the
same hour Nixon goes on televi-
slon and radio In Callfornia, may
be changed to avold a conflict, his
aldes Indicated.

The Republican presidential nom-
Inee, warmed by the torch light
parade welcome glven him in Cin-
cinnatl last night, whistle-stopped
through seven Oblo towns on his
way toward a major campaign ad-
dresa In Cleveland tonight,

He was accompanied by Sen.
Fobert A. Taft, for all Ohloans
to see the new unity established
between the general who won the
GOP nomination and the senator
who lost It

Describing himself as having "“'a
passion for peace," Elsenhower
told a cheering crowd of 3,500 per-
sons in Cineinnati Music Hall that
Stevenson’s forelgn polley views
show a "flaintness of heart’’ re-
Trecting the “THIMEM  administra-
tion's “‘surrender of Initlative' to
the Communists.

Eisenhower chose Taft's home
town to make a blistering attack
on Stevenson, President Truman
and Secretary of State Acheson on
foreign policy issues,

Some of Elsenhower’s points of
attack were strikingly similar to
those Taft has been pounding for
years. The nominee's over - all
theme follawed closely that which
John Foster Dulles, one of his for-
eign poliecy advisers, has been
preaching in recent months,

Essentially, it consisted of the
charge that the Truman adminis-
tration s drifting from one emer
gency to another and that its “‘pro-
gram of bits and pleces” Is permit-
ting Stalin to call the tune for
world diplomaey, .

Without offering specific solutions
for any of the international ils,
Eisenhower sald his goal is to es-
tablish America as *“‘the headguar-
ters of freedom.”

He promised that a Republican
administration would (1) “win re.
spect from other peoples,” (2)
“check the menace of inflation,”
(1) “establish a foreign poliey . . .
(that is) not the product of black-
mall extorted by the Soviet Unlon,"
(4) have a State Department that
would work with Congress “not In
bitter conflict and mutual listrust
but with common sense and com-
mon purpose.’” (5) “substitute can-
dor for gulle" and “pot exhaust
itsell trying to hide its mistakes,"
and (6) bring “clearness of mind
and the steadiness of will" in the
quest for peace.

CHICAGO W — A charge by an
Elsenhower supporter that Gov.
Adlal E. Stevenson promoted a
cash fund from private individunis
to augment salaries of some state
ofticlals was admitted by the Il
nols governor last night.

But, the Democratic presidential
candidate sald, there was nothing
secretive or improper about such

None of the
men, Stevenson sald, was an elect-
ed official or an office sesker.
The governor's statement was In
reply to a charge made by Kenlt
Chandler, a Chicago manufacturer
in a telegram to Stevenson that he
personally promoted a cash fund,
made up of contributions from pri-
vate citizens,

Chandler, who served on the Citl-
pens for Eilsenhower Committee
before the Republican convention,

Deep Sea Diver Set
For A Record Try

ABOARD THE YACHT MON-
SOON, I — Deep sea diver Otls
Barton has decided to try to break
his own record.

Setting forth today on an under-

seas photographle expedition, he
announced that he might as well
attempt a mark for future divers
lo ponder: one mile.
+ This beadquarters yacht and the
barge Cherry Picker, which car-
ries the two-ton diving bell called
the benthoscope, will meet today
near Santa Catalina Island off the
Southern California coast, There
the equipment will be tested in
water a mere 2,000 feet deep. To-
morrow, Barton will scramble Into
his six-foot steel sphere, along with
oxygen tanks, a lelephone, lights
and cameras supplied by Life mag-
azine, to try for rare underseas
pictures,

To be tested chiefly is a new
steel cable which Is 5,500 feet long.
It has a breaking stréngth of 42,000
pounds. When Barton went down
6,500 feet in 1949, he used a 1-inch
cable which would support 28,000
pounds,

Barton’s deep dives will be made
sometime this week south of San
Clemante Island, where the water
Is nearly 7,000 feet deep.

“Some of these flah may be
down a mile or s0,” Barton said,

After all,
when you're locked up In the ben-
thoscope and In the water you
might as well be down a mile as
50 feet. Tt's just as safe.”

Most of us aboard would mot
even get into the benthoscope if
It were safely snchored on dey
land. It has an opening about 14
inches in diameter. Barton goes
into the ball through this hole feet
first. Then a quarts eye an Inch
and a quarter thick Is bolted on—
and securely beld with 12 large
nuts. This is what Barton meana
by being locked in. Even a Houdini
couldn't possibly get out of the
benthoscope without help.

Lacking In
Ancient Beds

From the earliest of times, beds
have played an Important role In
man's We. Primifive man slept on
plles of leaves. From this crude
beginning the evolution of the bed
has been long and varied. Skins of
beasts were used as pallets; later
cushions plled in a corner provid-
ed a bed at night and seating space
during the day. Then the bed was
ralsed from the floor and,
with a stuffed cushion placed on ft,
served for sleeping.

As the years progressed, the
Egyptians and Romans improved
on the beds until they emerged ex-
quisitely ecarved and ornamental.
An odd fact about the early beds
Is that they were all of single width
—the first double bed did not ap-
pear until the Middle Ages.

Beds have run the gamut in de-
sign from crude makeshift pallets
to the elaborately carved, jewel
bedecked show pieces. However, at
no time In history is there a period
when there was no bed of any
kind—they have always been es-
sential.

The public disciussion on the Nix-
on fund has brought public state-
ments from other members of Con-
gress concerning the practice of
supplementing congressional salar-
les and aMowances from sources
other than the government, Some

Youth work Is just one facet of
the Salvation Army program. Reg-
alar ehurch services are conduct-
ed twice each Sunday and prayer
meetings are held on Wednesday
nights.

Members of the League make
over old garments for distribution
to needy persons and perform oth-
er tashs which are a regular part
of Salvation Army work,

There's no organization for boys.
The Halls prefer to work with
young men in the youth center,
where they learn athletie skills,
find healthful outlets for energy
and develop ability to work and
co-operate with other people.

The local Salvation Army Corps
also operates a lodging and food-
dispensing center for transient in-
dividuals and familles who find
themselves in need of overnight
assistance. Approximately 30 per-
sons are served in this manner
each week during the summer, but
the number often increases to as
many as 30 per night during winter
months when shelter is more of »
necessity.

Transient men are quartered in
a lodge at the rear of Dora Roberts
Citadel, while women and children
are housed in the Citadel.

In addition, the Corps furnishes

NEW YORK, Sept. 23, (P—Amer-
lcan exporters #ind their world
markets shrinking. This comes
Just when many U, 8§, manufac-
turers need to sell more abroad
if thelr plants are to run full time,

Farm products also are alfect-
ed. AgricuMural exports iIn” July
fell 33 per cent below a year ago.

Both farmer and businessman
will watch the meeting in London
today of trade and finance offl-
clals of eight British common-
wealth natlons seeking to improve
trade conditions in the sterling
area. The American businessman
and farmer could be the losers.

Reversing thelr (f{ormer free-
spending habits, they started In
recenl months to try to live within
thelr means. One of the first steps
was o buy less from us.

They say they woullint be chron-
ically short of dollars if we would
lower our tarlifs sod buy more
from them.

Many American businessmen,
however, say the chle!l reasons
Europe can't sel) more here are
price Inflation and Inefficlent pro-
dirction methods.

Since the start of the Korean
War, prices of goods we export
have gone up an average of one-
fifth. Prices of goods we buy from
Eurcpe have increased by an aver-
age of more than a third,

Many American businessmen
who have visited Europe also crit-
Iclze inelficlent production meth-
ods there, They say this has a lot
to do with Furopean Inability to
sell more goods for dollars .

They contend that i Europe
curbed inflation, really tried to
produce things American consum-
ers like, and Increased production
elliclency, a lot of the so-called
dollar shortage woulM be cured.

high. In the first six months of
this year the United States Im-
ported 5% billion dollars worth
of goods.

This Day
In Texas

By CURTIS BISHOP

Death came on this day in 1887 to
Constantine Buckley Kllgore, long
a public servant in and for Texas,

Kilgore, born in Georgla in 1835,
moved 1o Texas with' his par-
ents as a child, His capabilities
first recelved recognition during
the Civil War. He enlisted In the
Confederate Army as a private
soon after the conflict started,
and by the next year had attained
the rank of adjutant-general of Ec-
tor's brigade jn the Army of Ten-
nessee. Wounded at Chicamauga,
Kilgore was later captured and
beld prisoner at Fort Delaware.

After the war Kilgore returned
to Texas and began the practice
of law In Rusk County. He was a
member of the Constitutional Con-
vention of 1575 and in 1884 became
a member of the state senate. He
resigned this office in 1888 after
his election to Congress, where he
peryved four terms.

In 1885 President Grover Cleve-
land appointed Kilgore Unlited
States judge for the southern dis-
trict of the Indlan Territory. He
held this position at the time of his
death In Ardmore in what Is now
Oklahoma,

Kilgore Is burled in White Rose
Cemetery at Wills Point. ‘The town
of Kigore ls named for him.

But figures of the In-
ternational monetary fund Indicate
that, even reduced to terms of
pre-war purchasing walue, other
couniries have ome and & hal
times as many dollars to spend
now as 10 years ago.

It's just that other countries
want S0 many more American
goods than they ‘used fo. To get
them they have lived beyond their
means, used up thelr reserves,
and recelved a huge total of U. 8,
financial ald.

Now they're trying economizing
by curbing Imports of American
goods even when these frequantly

Never have 1 had a drink of “Bells of
Shannon™ whiskey (as far as | know )but
I have been privileged lo see a botile that
once heM some of It, and long did I gaze
with mournful vislon at that old label
that was, as [ remember one with a back-
ground of true Erin green.

One midnight, during the days of na-
tional prohibition, 1 stepped off a train
into a 45-degrees-below-zero Montana bliz-
zard. My destination was the ranch of a
snow-bound wild horse humter some 60

miles north toward the Canadlan Border. ,

The weather being what it was, my clothes
being thin, and since nobody would hire,
or even sell me a horse because they
didn't want to feel under any moral ob-
ligation to go out later and dig my mortal
remaing out of a snow drift, I loafed
around town for a couple of weeks before
leaving without ever greeling good enough
weather to reach that ranch,

In those days T was young, my horna
were long and sharp, and as a loafer I
worked fast., It wasn't long after break-
fast my first morning in town that I found
an old-fashloned saloon, where they served
plenty of good beef and trimmings, not
far from my room. This barroom was
heated with a pot-bellicd stove that could
be made red-hot with the coal that was
abundantlysupplled.

On the backbar In this saloon sat the
old Bells of Shannon bottle, and only one
man ever got a drini. from It. He was an
elderly character, grizzled and weather-
beaten. He was also, so T was told, a re-
tired saddle maker whose sona and daugh-
ters regularly mailed him enough money
for his lodging, meals, clothes, tobacco
and — Bells of Shannon whiskey,

Quite definitely he was thoroughly Irish,

Some doren or more times a day he
would waltz up to the bhar singing such
words as: ‘The Shannon Bells are ring-

nal to the bartender to set out a glass

He motioned me down toward the
end of the bar and followed me with a
bottle and a couple of glasses.

MINNEAPOLIS A—University of
Minnesota surgeons have used re-
frigeration successfully in slowing
the bodily processes of a 5year-old
girl for a heart operation.

After an anesthetic was admin-
istered, the little girl's tempera-
ture was dropped from the normal
986 degrees to 81. This slowing of
circulation enabled halting the flow
of blood through the heart for 5%
minutes, or nearly twice the safety
limit under ordinary anesthesia.

The temperature reduotion was
accomplished by wrapplyg the
small patient in a rubberized blank-
et with sections of rubber tubing
between its two layers. An aleohol
mixtiure, cooled mechanically to
near the freexing point of water,
was then pumped through the tub-
ing for about two hours,

In addition 1o the 17.8 degree
temperature drop, the child's pulse
rate fell from 120 to 70 and oxygen
needs of her body went down 350
per cent,

The heart continued to beat evon
though wvelns entering It were
closed. At one time during the
hour-long operation the child's tem-
perature dropped to 79,

Irate Moalems boyeotted Aug. 15
Independence Day celebrations -in
many cities following publication
of the item, an imaginary radio
newscast In a children's column,
It told of a donkey who recited
verses from Islam's holy Koran
atop’ a date palm tree In Aden,
inspiring local Moslems to worship
the beast as an Incarnation of the
Prophet,

Section 285A of the Indlan Penal
Code permits action agalnst those
“offending the religlous susceptibil-
ities «f any section of the com-
munity."” The Press Act contains
a similar provision.

Indian officlals were especiaily
quick to take action in the Alla-
habad case In view of the 1950
Nehru-Liaguat All Khan pact which
commits both the Indlan and Pakis-
tan governments to eliminate re-
lgious hate propaganda.

Sole prosecutions under the 1951
Press Act, which also covers other

rs, have been pamphlels and

in reglonal languages, The
Home Ministry sald there have
been 10 cases in all since the act
became effective in February, 1852.

Six of the 10 cases involved pub-
lications in areas adjolning Plt
Istan.

Section 3 of India's Press Act do—
fines objectionable mafter as “'any
words, signs or visible represen-
tations which—

“Incite or encourage any person
fo resort to violence or sabotage
for the purpose of overthrowing or
undermining the government es
tablished by law;

“Incite or encourage any person
fo interfere with the administration
of the law or with the mainten-
ance of law and order; or

“Tend to promote feelings of en-
mity of hatred between different
classes of persons in India.”

The section also lists undermin-
Ing the allegiance of members of
the armed forces, Interfering with
armed forces recrullment and In-
ducing public servants to belray
thelr trust.
