Some FarmersFace
Critical Decisions

Some Lamb County farmers, with no
real hope for producing anything like a
normal cotton crop becauseof extremely
poor stands, are faced with a critical
decision between now and the August 1

deadline for "certifying" acreageto the
Agricultural Stabilization and Con-
servation Service.

They have two choices.They can apply
to county ASCS offices for "failed
acreage" credit andplow up the cotton,or
they can leave the cotton and harvest
whatever crop it may produce.

AccordingtoDonnell Echols of Lamesa,
presidentof Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.,
thereareat least threefactors that should
be taken into consideration before the
decision is made, including (1) market
price prospects, (2) possible effect on
future paymentyields and (3) the needfor
maximum production across the cotton
belt to meet market demands.

"And it appearsto me that when all
three factors are consideredthe odds are
in favor of leaving thecottonfor harvest if
there is a chance for even a very low
yield,"Echols said,

(the eye chart test), the ability
to judge distance is something
correctablewhen faulty, but the
defect has to be discovered

FIELD OF VISION
Only about one-thir- d of the

states now check for another
cause of road accidents: poor
field of vision Field of vision is
the size of the angle that your
eyes, working together, see
when you look down the road

For example, some drivers
have "tunnel vision." That is,
their field of vision is so narrow
that they can only see what is
directly in front of them and
could not seehazardson either
side.Their tunnelvision may be
caused by glaucoma, which
thorougheyeexamination could
detect

Somedrivers havea form of

One should never look
directly into the center of an
oncomingset of headlights. The
driver should always look over
to the sideof the road.

To take full advantage of all
the available light, your wind-

shield shouldbe clean and free

Fatigue glows up
your eyereactions Some visual
weaknesseshave a tendencyto
make the driver drowsy
Prolonged high-spee- d driving
on open stretches makes
everybody's eyes tend to
"freeze," thus narrowing the
field of vision.
