"All for one and one for all' and
that sort of thing.

NOW I SHOULD be the first to
be for that principle for one very
important reason: I have no ability,
many needs and even more wants.
I'm also inept and a big slacker.

So the thing for people of my
calibre to do would be to plump for
that little principle just quoted, a la

the labor unions. The energetic,
talented, and trustworthy workman
gets no more than the lazy, punk
and undependableone.

Faced with such a messof cars, the
city decided to solve the problem
by adding a second deck.

The second deckwill now enable
the bridge to carry 48 million cars a
year, after which, when that proves
inadequate, I don't know what
they'll do.

It is hard for me to imagine 48
million cars passing by one spot

Jameson of Austin, who moved to Lubbock,
owned and operated the Dr Pepper Bottling
Works for many years. The east labor was
traded to Stermer.

The families spent their first night in
Littlefield under the gin, where the present
Byer Feed and Grain Store is located. Thenext
morning, they went out to their land, following
the section lines, sometimescutting acrossthe
pastureland.

They camped on the open prairie until the
barns were built.
