Sweetwater's Mustangs conjured up
five touchdowns and a safety to cap off a
Halloween night victory In  District
3-AAA play, 40.7

It was such a turnabout that a
Littlefield fan could Imagine, If he
thought & moment, the illusion of a
scraggly old witch leaping upon her
broom and rising right out of “the pit," a
name applied in the past to Mustang
Bowl,

But probably no magic was involved
If anything it was & half-time hex that
cast a spell on the Wildcats as they kicked
off in the third period

When Sweetwater took over at its 45
and drove the distance in six plays for a
