The Brown Recluse spider is of
medium size and varies from .03 to '6
inch in length, and themalesare usually
slightly smaller than thefemales.

Their coloring varies from an
orange-yello- to dark brown or almost
black and the body is covered withshort,
fine hairs. Legs are long and somewhat
darker than thebody, being well covered
with short dark hairs,

The spiders deposit their eggs in
off-whit- e round silken cases,
approximately one-thir- d inch in diameter,
and are usually found In sheltered dark
areas that are undisturbed for long
periodsof time.

Approximately 40 to 50 spiders
emerge from tho egg case in about 24 to
36 days, The abandoned egg case will
contain the cast skins of the young
splderlings after they were hatched and

RecluseSpiderFound In City Home
molted once before leaving the egg case.

When bitten, the victim may not be
awareof the bite for two or three hours,
or a painful reaction could occur
immediately, dependingupon the amount
of venom injected and the sensitivity of
the individual.

Within the next 24 to 36 hours a
systemic response may occur,
characterizedby restlessness andfever.

A small blister usually arises,
surrounded by a large conjested and
swollen area. The tissueaffected locally
by the venom usually is killed and
gradually sloughs away, exposing the
underlying tissues.

Healing may require from six to eight

The caribou
grow a new set of horns eachyear, and
until they have grown extensively, the
horns are covered in velvety hair and are
soft.

Size of the horns early in the season
does not reflect size of the game,
however.

Dow said he hated to come home with
a little set. "but it was that or nothing."
He and his son got one each,and hunters
are allowed three caribouon each license.
This meanshis son will be eligible to get
two more before the hunting seasonends,
and dad Dow is hoping his son will bag
some "mounting-size-" racks.

While Littlefield residents sweltered,
Dow and his family saw a four-inc-

Alaskan snow and several snow flurries.
He wasn't able to bring much of the

caribou meat or hide out with him, since

TO A LIBERAL COLLEAGUE
the other day I said, "How do you
now evaluate President Nixon?"

He said, "Well, I didn't like the
way he scuttled Dr. Knowles'
nomination. I don't approve his
abandonmentof ADC. I don't agree
with his modification of school
desegregationguidelines...."

I SAID. "Bob, hold on a minute.
Richard Nixon was elected
President becausehe was less liberal
than Hubert Humphrey. Now you
are objecting because he, Nixon,
has not adopted Humphrey's
platform."

Bob said he'd not thought of it
like that.

THIS IS A PARADOX of
the American political system. The
American majority elects a
President because they approve his
politics and policies, then his critics
continue to try to changehis mind.

President Nixon was elected
mostly becausehe promised to firm
up the soft dollar, counteract
rampant crime, disengage us from
Vietnam and, thereafter, end the
military draft.

SINCE THE ELECTION, with
his considerable energies, he has
moved forward on all four of those
fronts.

Yet we read surveys (for what
they are worth) suggesting that
President Nixon's popularity is
diminishing.

My friend, Bob, was in fact
criticizing President Nixon for
doing "his thing."
