Reeves said a community owned
hospital could be in operation in
13 to 15 months after the hospital
authority gave HAI the word to

proceed. .
Under the AFI plan, both hospi-
tals would close when the new
facility opened. AFI would manage
the community-owned hospital. No
taxes would be involved. The
funds would be raised through
revenue bonds. _
Reeves explained that by having

Community-owned
hospital recommended

a community-owned hospital that
the costs to patients would be
much less than if a new privately
owned facility were built. The
community would support the
publicly owned hospital much
more than it would a privately
owned hospital, according to
Reeves.

Reeves estimated that Littlefield
would need a 60-72 bed hospital
now and recommended that it be
built so that additional rooms could
be added as Littlefield grows.

The hospital authority unani-
mously voted to hear a detailed
financial report on the proposed
hospital from HAI. The meeting
will be held in about two weeks.
