This Littlefield resident. who has been
working for Thomas Harris for the past
10 years, became a naturalized citizen last
week. He is one of two Littlefield
residents among 48 persons becoming U
S. citizens that day

He has been in the U. S off and on
since he was a child living with his parents
in San Antonio, Mexico, about 20 miles
from the Texas border He would come
to Texas with his family when they
crossed over to work While thev were
working. he attended school in Ennis

Although it wasn't alwavs legal for
