On the basis of 1,162 seholastics,
according to the census lust year this
will mean the Littlefield schools will
£17.8580 from the state for
sehool purposcs, 'Thix, together with
the payment of delinguent taxes, will
insure a full nine months term the |
coming vear. The per capita amount |
of stat¢ money for this year is sa..i
200,000, derived principally from the |
new gazoline tax.

Another state ruling gusranteing
«ix months term to all schools, is of
interest to the smaller districts. The
specinl requirements under this rul-
ny are to the effect that such schools
with one teacher must have not less
than 20 or more than 46 pupils; a
two-teacher sehool should be not less
than 86 nor more than 65; a three-
teacher school not less than 66 and
not more than 96; n four-teacher
school not less than 96 and nol more
than 126; and a five-teacher 'school
not less than 126 nor more than 166
pupils. Schools which do not meet
these requirements eannot share in
the state aid, The new code is ex-
pected to vosult in the dmployment of
more teachers at the expense of the
stuti anid thus equalize the burden im-
posed on the insufficlent, number of
pedagogues.
