What about wages ?

Whages have risen stoadily for five
vears. Before the strike which be-
gan on January 21 in ten of our
planta nnd which has choked off
nearly all farm machinery produc-
tion, enrnings of employes of these
planta averaged $1.16%§ an hour,
not including any overtime. The
Union demanded a 34 centa per
hour increase and a Government
board has now recommended a
neral increase of 18 cents an
r, which would make m'em‘;t-
carnings $1.33 ¢ an hour. Wookly
avernge would be $53.40.

What about materials? .

Na one scema to know how high
matenials costs will go. The Gov-
ernment has increased stoel prices
na much us $12.00 a ton, with an
avernge increase for all grades of
8.29. Steel is the most impartant
muterial we buy, bul prices on
other materials are also incroasing.

What about piices?

There has been no gencral increase
in our prices since they were frosen
by the Government in carly 1842
Since thon u fow small incroases
have been allowed where particu-
lar machines were subsiantially

changed in design.
What about profits?

Risk is part of the American profit
loss system, so we do not, of

course, cither our customers
or vernment to guammntee
