Prominent Britons
Due To Take Stand
In Nuernberg Trial

NUERNBERG, Germany, Nov.
24, (7)) — Defense attorneys said
today they would ecall titled mem-
bers of the “Cliveden set” and
other prominent Brilons as wit-
nesses in the historic war crimes
trial, but it appeared they would
be blocked by legal restrictions.

The lawyers for the accused Na-
zi leuders disclosed their plans at
a press conference It was learned
suthoritatively later® that restrie-
tions on bringing in foreigners as
defense witnesses before the inter-
national tribunal are so multifold
that “big names” are almost ex-
cluded at the outset.

The defendants who planned to
call British witnesses were former
Foreign Minister Joachim wvon
Ribbentrop, Field Marshal Wil-
helm Keitel and former Deputy
Fuehrer Rudolf Hess.

Von Ribbentrop’s attorney said
the one-time German ambassador
to London would call Lady Astor
and others who used to meet in
the 18930°s at the Cliveden estate
of Lord and Lady Astor, including
Lords Beaverbrook, Londonderry
and Derby.

Italian Crisis
Attains Climax
As Parri Quits

ROME, Nov, 24 (UP)—Ferrucelo
Parri, his coalition cabinet shatter-
ed by a rightist revolt, stepped
down from Italy's premiership to-
night after warning the nation’s
political leaders that a prolonged
crisis would “open the road to
fascism."

In a dramatic valedictory to
which he summoned the world
press, Parrl handed his resignation
to the Committee of National
Liberation which placed him in
power last June; then, driving
through rain to the royal palace,
he formally bowed out before
Crown Prince Umberto.

The prince, for whom the crisis
may provide a long-sought change
to strengthen the embattled mon-
archy, annonnged he would begin
consultations tomorrow towards
formation of a new government.

With leftists struggling bitterly
for control before general elec-
tions are held in the spring, ob-
servers predicted a long stalemate
before the crisis is resolved.

While Parri, 55-year-old former
resistance leader, spoke to the
liberation committee, a crowd
estimated at 1,000 gathered in the
street outside Viminale palace and
shouted, “we want Parri."” Police
reinforcements guarded the pal-
ace.

The eommiftee Included repre-
sentatives of the liberal and Chris-
tian democrat parties, whose with-
drawal from the government
coalition precipitated the cabinet
crisis,

Parri’s decision climaxed sev-
eral weeks of tension in the gov-
ernment, with liberals (conserva-
tives) feuding with leftists chief-
ly over control of machinery for
elections scheduled for next
spring.

The liberal party and the Chris-
tian democrats broke with the gov-
ernment in the face of the warn-
ing of Parri that “very grave in-
ternational and internal reasons”
made it necessary to avoid fall of
the cabinet at this time.

In addition to disputing over
election machinery, the liberals
have also opposed a decree which
would extend the purge of fascists
from government employees to
private citizens. The liberals fear-
ed this would hit many industrial-
ists and landowners.

In Bombay Riofs

Against Trials

CALCUTTA, India, Nov.
24 (AP) — Twenty-six per-
sons were injured at Bombay
today in a new outbreak of
rioting which already has
produced scores of casualties
in India, including one Amer-
ican soldier killed and 26 in-

‘| jured in Calcutta.

The death toll for three days of
demonstrations against the trial of
members of the Indian National
Army as war criminals mounted
to 37 when American authorities
announced that the charred body
of a missing soldier had been
found near the wreckage of a
burned ambulance in Calcutta.

The new clashes in Bombay
broke out when students of Khal-
sa and Rula colleges walked out
of their classes and attempted to
stage a demonstration with canes.
They later opened fire after the
students showered them with
bricks and stones.

Three police inspectors, three
policemen and 20 students were
injured by flying missiles. No one
was reported hit by gunfire.

The name of the dead Ameri-
ca soldier was withheld pending
notification of next of kin.

Five of the injured Americans
still were in hospitals, but all were
reported recovering. A complete
record of damaged and destroyed
American vehicles was not yet
available, but at least elght were
known to have been destroyed and
more than 50 damaged.

The American 142nd General
Hospital, largest hospital in the
base section headqu area,
could be reached by a elr-
cuitous route during the height
of the disturbances % Calcutta.
Military police, however, conveyed
ambulances and cars to the hos-
hospital without incident.

Caleutta was gradually return-
ing to mnormal, although British
troops still were patrolling. the en-
tire city and the strike of 20,000
municipal workers continued.

Sumner Welles, former undersee-
retary of state, expressed convic-

In clipped tones, the tall, bald-
ing former diplomat also gave un-
qualified endorsement to the state-
ment presented to the committee
by former Secretary of State Hull.

In that statement, Hull had said
that he and President Roosevelt
did everything they could, short of
surrendering principles, to avert
or delay a conflict with Japan.

In the unfolding of the diplo-
matic story of the events preced-
ing the attack, the committee also
learned that Prime Minister
Churchill of Britain twice took the
initiative in suggesting moves by
this couniry. Once was during the
Atlantic Charter meeting to Issue
a joint warning to Japan; the oth-
er on Nov. 30, 1841, that the Japs
be sternly warned by Roosevelt.
The first message was toned down;
the second never issued.

Nationalists Take

Manchurian Port
From China Reds

CHUNGKING, Sunday,
Nov. 25 (AP) — Chinese na-
tionalists troops have wrest-
ed the Manchurian port of
Hulutao from the Chinese
communists, the nationalist
press reported today.

In Shanghai, Lt. Gen. Albert C.
Wedemeyer, commander of U. S.
forces in China, told a press con-
ference that China has asked the
United States for the use of ships
to transport nationalists into Man-
churia, presumably at Hulutao,

The port, where Vice Adm.
Daniel E. Barbey of the US Sew-
enth fleet recently took national-
ist troops but did not land them
after ascertaining the presence of
the communists, already had been
threatened with isolation by the
land drive of Generalissimo Chiang
Kal-shek's men north from Shan-
haikwan.

Wedemeyer at Shanghal said it
was up to Washington to reply to
China's request and there has
been no response as yet. He added
that the War Shipping Administra-
tion is studying the request.

Capture of Hulutao would afford
the nationalists their first port in
Manchuria at which to land re-
inforcements for the campaigh
almed at securing Manchurian
pstrongpoints, many already report-
ed being entered by Chinese com-
munists as the Russians withdraw.

General Wedemeyer who repeat-
edly has denied Chinese commu-
nist charges that America is inter-
vening in behalf of the national-
ists, emphasized:

“There have been no Americans
entering Manchuria and under
present orders there will be none.™

He disclosed that small eadres
of Americans were in Manchuria
some time ago to aid in the em-
barkation and debarkation of cen-
tral government troops but these
were withdrawn, along with a
handful of intelligence officers, at
the request of the Soviet consul

He confirmed that Chinese divi-
slons are carrying American equip-
ment into Manchuria through the
Shanhaikwan breach. He added,
however, that American training of
39 central government divisions
has ceased and that equipment of
the divisions on a contract basis
virtually has been completed.

Soerabaja Taken
As Fight Raging
In Central Java

BATAVIA, Java, Nov. 24
(AP)—The British virtually
completed capture of Soer-
abaja tonight, but were bat«
tling powerful Indonesian
forces in at least two other
areas of Java and were re-
ported to have set the torch
to native settlements in one
locality in retaliation for
mutilation of captured Brit-
ish troops.

Heavy fighting was reported in
Central Java at Semarang and
Ambarawa. In Soerabaja the Brit-
ish blasted Indonesian positions
with Sherman tanks to advance
more than a mile in the twoe
week’s old battle for the big naval
base. -

The new gains placed the Brite
ish in control of Soerabaja’s pros-
perous residential area of Sim-
pang, and left only the southern
suburb of Darmo to be taken.

“There Is every sign that the
Indonesians have pulled out™ a
British spokesman sald. “For the
most part we are encountering
only scattered and half-hearted
resistance from occasional snipers
and machineguns.”

A captured Indonesian lsuten-
ant estimated Nationalist casual-
ties in the Soerabaja fighting at

The burning of mnative settle-

Nearly Half Done

On the basis of the present dis-
charge rate and the accelerated
rate in December, at least half
of the army should be cut of uni-
form by Dee.

On Dec. 1 the discharge score
for all male officers, except those
in the Medical Department, will
drop from 75 to 73. Officers also
can be released if they have four
years and three months of home
orable service. Likewise they can
leave the army if they have reach-
ed the ‘age of fifty years.

The present discharge score for
doctors, dentists and veterinary
corps members is 80 points, and
for Medical Administrators and
Sanitary Corps members 70 points,
but army rumor has it that these
scores will be lowered during
December.

On Dec. 1 all married members
of the Women's Army Corps, both
officers and enlisted women, who
enlisted prior to May 12, 19435, will
be eligible for discharge.

About 1,00 a day enter the coun-

There are several different
tours. Which tour vou shall take
is determined by chance, but al-
most everybody is satisfied.

It costs only $35 (US) for trans-
portation (all by train), board and
lodging.

One shock to the soldier visitor
is that he must pay 1 franc 50

centimes (officlally about 35 cents)
to take a bath.

To enable the tourists to buy
snacks between meals, the Swiss
issue them 12 food coupons apiece.

Tightest restriction, however, is
the limitation of 200 francs per-
mitted to any man ($46). That is
all he is supposed to spend in
Switzerland, for the Swiss do not
want to be bought out of essentials,

Of course there are many dodges
which usually work. One is to sell
American money orders or per-
sonal checks, Officially such trans-
actions are prohibited, but some
Swiss will take a chance. One man
got Swiss currency simply by
promising orally to send a check

to the Swiss's relative in the
United States when he reached
home.

Another stunt — officlally
frowned upon—is to make partial
payment on a watch and agree to
give the rest to the American
representative of the firm, Again,
men who have business cbntacts
or acquaintances in Swiizerland
usually can obtain Swiss francs in
return for credits in the United
States,

And then, most of the visitors
have personal articles they t.-anl‘
swap. One lieutenant got back to|
Italy the other day with his field
jacket buttoned to his neck; he
had litterally sold the shirt off his
back. A pack of American cigar-
ettes will bring half a pound of

cheese, if you have the two ration |
tickets, GI's have found that
chewing gum brings good bar-
gains, but soft-hearted ones give
it away to the kids.

The border inspectors try to
check violations, But inspections
are usually cursory, and only|
rarely is a man caught.

Because the Swiss franc will get
a fancy price in Italy, a few vis-
itors have made themselves hand-
some profits by simply hoarding
their francs. The franc for which
they paid only about 23 lire will
bring over 100 lire in the Italian
black money market. But most of
the tourists spend every franc
they get in Switzerland.

Watches with a lot of gadgets—
that will tell you the day of the
month, and how far away a thun-
derstorm is, and have stop-watch
attachments — bring many cus-
tomers. You can get an alarm-

A snazxy choker can be made
of velvet ribbon. Use the 114
inch width, Cut it to size. Hem
the ends, and fix a snap fasten-
er closing. Tack a small tailored
bow over the closing. This is
better than a tied closing, which
wrinkles with every wearing
and looks like an old dog collar
in a short time, Sew gold sequins
one-half inch apart around the
ribbon selvages, top and boitom.

You can make a slick satin eve-

ning purse out of ribbon and a
scrap of satin large enough to
cover a circular bgse, 5 inches in
diameter. It's awflully pretity in
green and gold. Eight strips of
each color ribbon 1% inches
wide are sewn together and gath-
ered on the base (satin covered
felt or buckram) with the striped
effect of the seamed ribbons run-
ning wvertically,. A drawsiring
seam is turned on top, and two
narrow satin ribbons run through
it
If you can pick up fur remnants,
they make excellent belts and
aren't too expensive.

Nimifz Gives Up
Fleet Command
At Pearl Harbor

By DON WHITEHEAD
PEARL HARBOR, Nov. 24 (B

Aboard the submarine Menhaden
in' these confined waters where
the Japanese struck four years
ago, Adm. Chester W. Nimitz
transferred command of the U, 8.
Pacifie fleet today to Adm. Ray-
mond A. Spruance.

Nimitz, the gray, grave Texan
who took over the battered, crip-
pled fleet not quite four years ago
and saw it grow under his control
into the world's most powerful sea
force, will become chief of naval
operations.

A veteran submariner, WNimitz
chose to make the transfer of com-
mand aboard a submarine in the
calm, sunlit blue waters which on
Dec. 7, 1841, were churned by
enemy bombs and littered with the
wreckage of American warships.

It was a quietly dramatic 10-
minute ceremony. Nimitz read his
orders, spoke briefly in high praise
of the men who had fought under
him to victory, and handed over
the fleet to Spruance, who began
the war as commander of cruiser
division 5 and rose to command of
all allied naval forces in Japanese
waters.

“Today,” sald Nimitz, “I take
leave of the Pacific fleet and turn
over my command to Admiral
Spruance, who has contributed so
much to make this fleet the great-
est fighting force in the history of
naval warfare.

“In haullng down my flag as
commander-in-chief of the Pacific
fleet, it seems to me appropriate
that I do this aboard a submarine
at Pear]l Harbor and that it is
Spruance who Is relieving me,

“It was in the submarine Gray-
ling that my flag was hoisted when
I took command of the fleet nearly
four years ago; it was from Pearl
Harbor that this fleet fought its
way across the Pacific to victory;
it was under the able and aggres-
sive leadership of Admirals Halsey
and Spruance that in several
cruclal actions the Japanese navy
was severely crippled.”

On Meat, Food Fats

WASHINGTON, Nov. 24 (&) —
OFPA launched an intensified drive
today to keep food prices in check
as meat, butter and all other red-
point products came off the ration
list.

George Moncharsh, chlef of

OPA's enforcement department,
predicted it would be a “some-
what more difficult” job to hold
prices now that rationing has
ended,

He said in an interview, how-
ever, that OPA is “all set” to crack
down on any vloTators of price
ceilings.

Investigators already have been
transferred from other OPA price
programs to augment the regular
staff assigned to see that ceilings
on meats and fats are observed.

Moncharsh sald OPA expects
the job to be toughest in areas re-
mote from meat, butter and other
food production centers.

Secretary of Agriculture Ander-
son, in announcing the termination
of the red-point rationing program
yvesterday, estimated that the over-
all supply of meats Is adequate to
assure consumption next month at
the annual rate of 165 pounds per
capita.

As for butter and other fats
and oils, they'll be available in
December at the yeafly rate of 50
pounds per capita, only two pounds
more than before the war.

Sugar, the only food still ra-
tioned, may stay on the list for
some time. Anderson said yester-
day there is no immediate pros-
pect of terminating the program.

Lt. Gov. Smith looked wupon
those who took the position that
withholding the secret from Rus-
sia was “a slap at Russia” as “the
same old appeasers.”

“l recall,” he said, “when a
small group of us at the American
Legion convention immediately
following the first World War suc-
ceeded in getting a resolution
through opposing the scrapping
of the American navy. The appeas-
ers szid this was a slap at Jap-
an, ‘the friend of the democracies.’
Well, it was this same Japan
which attacked us at Pearl Har-

Similarly, he sald, it was “the
same Russia which concluded a
treaty with the Germans at a cru-
cial moment in World War I" and

* Purser, fifth mayor of Big
Spring, served as head of the city
government from 1920 to 1924 and
it was during his administration
that the historic shaft well was
sunk in the city park loeation in
an effort to meet a dwindling wa-
ter supply. In 19027 he was elect-
ed to the Big Spring Independent
School board and he served con-
tinuously until he retired in 18386.

He had been an employe of
many early firms, including Stokes-
Hughes, Stokes-Wolcott and oth-
ers and operated the Purser Furnl-
ture company from 1923 to 1831.
He was a charter member of the
Howard County Singing conven-
tion, was active In the state sing-
ing eonvention, was council com-
mander for the WOW for 30 vears
and a member of the IOOF lodge
and the First Methodist church.

Mississippl and come to Big Spring
Nov. 21, 1800.

There is no
prospect, as the Truman adminis-
tration is organized and conducted
today, of its recovering the control
of the situation. Only a radical
change in the inner working of the
administration can now prevent
the situation which is not under
control from becoming uncontrol-
able.

Mr. Truman's trouble is that
neither he nor his chief Cabinet
officers, who conduct our foreign
relations, are devoting enough of
their time, their energy, or their
minds to the great issues,

They are all very busy men. But
they are too busy to think seri-
ously and constructively about the
great decisions on which hang the
vital interests of their country
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and the fate of nations.

If this seems astonishing and
unlikely, let some energetic re-
porter collate the facts on these
two points: in the past ninety days
how many hours out of each day
has the President devoted to little

fifteen minute interviews and con-
ferences with a vast assortment of
people? How often and for how
long has he conferred with his
Cabinet, how often and' for how
long have Messrs. Byrnes, Vinson,
Patterson, and Forrestal—the key
men in foreign affairs —conferred
with him collectively abou$ our re-
lations with Russia, Britain,
China, Germany, and Japan?

The daily diaries of the Presi-
dent and his four principal lieu-
tenants would show objectively
and conclusively—I have no doubt
whatever—that each is caught in
a daily routine of appointments,
correspondence, telephone calls,
which prevents any one of them
from bringing and unhurried and
fresh mind to bear upon the great
questions. Down below in the de-
pariments there are men who
manage to find some time to think.
But at the top, while there is a
good deal of fret and worry, there
is really no time reserved for the
full consideration of high policy.
There are all much too busy with
everything but the main things.

The President alone can cure
this inner trouble of his admin-
istration: this failure to think out
the great decisions because ' in-
dividually the top men [ritter
away their best energies, and col-
lectively they do not really take
counsel together at all.

The President can cure it but
only by a drastic alteration of his
own habits of work. The cure is
obvious. It is to institute a regular
daily meeting, lasting as long as
may be necessary to finish its
business, of the President and his
four chief Cabinet officers con-
cerned with foreign affairs, and
to decide at that meeting, and
no where else, all military, poli-
tical, and economic questions of
policy. That meeting should be
held every morning until the pres-
ent developing crisis has been
mastered. It should have priority
for the President, the Secretaries
of State, Treasury, War, and Navy,

Profit Division To Prevent Strikes?

By DREW PEARSON

WASHINGTON. — Invigorating
Republican Senator Bill Know-
land of California came up last
week with a labor-management
plan which nearly took the breath
away from his conservative, hand-
sitting GOP colleagues.

Young Knowland, who succeed-
ed to the moss-grown Senate seat
long occupied by Hiram Johnson,

proposed that wages be adjusted
once a year by collective bargain-
ing in accordance with the earn-
ing power of business.

He also proposed an immediate
wage increase of 10 per cent in or-
der to sustain buying power
through the nation.

Finally the young California
Senator proposed that labor and
management get together and est-
imate each year what the coming
vear’'s business would be, togeth-
er with the most equitable divis-
fon of profits for the workers
(through wages), for the stock-
holders (through dividends) and
for the consumers (through lower
prices).

Such a plan, of course, would
mean the new and — to some mo-

guls — revolutionary step of op-
ening the books of a company to
the public.

RECONVERSION STYMIED

Progressive as this is, Sena-
tor Knowland's idea already has
received support in many Con-
gressional quarters.” It is argued
that if the books of the big auto
companies or US Steel were avail-
able for examination, it could ac-
curately ascertain just how much
wage increase was justified. It is
also argued that companies as big
as US Steel and General Motors
are virtual public utilities, When
they stop operation it affects bus-
iness throughout the nation.

FARM PRICE BOOST

Very quietly, one of the most
inflationary bills recently pro-
posed in Congress was debated
recently by the House Rules Com-
mittee. The bill. authored by Rep-
resentative Steve Pace of Georg-
ia, would tack increased farm la-
bor costs on top of farm parity
prices. This would mean a rise in
the price of food and other agri-
cultural commodities which would
hit the pocketbook of Mrs. Amer-
ica to the tune of a 20 per cent
increase in the cost of living.

The bill has been before the last
three Congresses and was passed
by the last House only to die in
the Senate. Only last month it was
approved unanimously by the
House Agriculture committee, and
Congressman Pace argued at
length for a rule to permit the bill
to come up for an early House
vote.

At the close of his argument,
Pace turned to Representative
Clifford Hope of Garden City,
Kansas, ranking Republican on
the Agriculture comrittee, for
support.

Long a farm-bloe leader, Hope |

had voted for the bill In previous
sessions of Congress. But last
week he astounded both the rules
committee and Pace by declar-
ing:

“Gentlemen, while it is ftrue
that I have supported this mea-
sure in the past, I eannot in good
conscience give it my support now.
Sympathetic as I am to the neces-
sity for improving farm income, I
can only conclude that passage
of such a bill at this time weuld
be dangerously inflationary.

“Not only would it raise the
cost of living for millions who
cannot afford to pay more for the
necessities of life,”” Hope contin-
ued, “but it would boomerang
against the farmer by breaking
down all control over the items
he must buy to live and keep in the
