RETURNED COODS

Tho season for returning Christ
mas gifts to stores for exchange
is now upon us. Most businesscs

tabllsments are as cooperative as
possible about this annual Ameri
can pastime, but before gelling
into any arguments with a reluct-
ant clerk or manager,better take
a look at the legal situation lnolv-ed-.

You may find that persuasion
is more in order than demandsfor
adjustment.

Department stores are under no
legal obligation to take back a pur
chase and refund money or deliv-

er other goods in exchangeJust be-

cause you changed jour mind.
Most stores do make refunds and
exchanges, but that is becauseit
is their policy to do so not be-

cause; they are required'to, accord-
ing to the State Bar of Texas.

However, a promise to refund or
exchange merchandise made by
the store or the salesmanshould
be honored, Similarly, If a store
misrepresentsthe quality of cer-

tain goods or If tne goods are de-

fective, you areJustified in expect
ing a satisfactory adjustment. But
you have no more legal right to
expect a store to refund or ex-

change because you change your
mind' about a purchase than the
store has to ask you to give back
tho goods that were sold to you
becauseIt didn't want to sell them
after all. ?

Supposeyou buy a coat in one
store and find that another com-
pany has it on sale for five dollars
less Must the store where you
bought it take back the coat tnd
give you a refund, or refund the
difference, any more man he could
make you pay the difference if
he discovered that a competitor

chaseof some other item, the buy-

er Is obligated to go through with
the terms of the contract, even
though he has changed his mind
about thepurchase.

When one selects, orders, and
deposits money on tbe purchase
of an article, the store is under
obligation to deliver the article in
accordancewith the terms of the
sale. If the buyer refusesto accept
the article or pay tho remainder
of the purchase price, the seller
can take legal action against him,
according to the terms of tho

More Highways
Texas needs more than one-hal-t

billion dollars to construct high-
ways It needs now, according to
estimates given the West Texas
Chamber of Commerce highway
policy committee by the highway
department

This is the need, according to
the department, in spite of the
fact that maintained miles of
highways in the state system has
doubled since 1940. Most of the
additional milages has been added
since 1945.

Miles maintained have Increas
ed from 23,400 in 1940 to 46,000
this year.

The farm-to-mark- road sys-
tem of 20.691 miles has been
developed almost entirely Bince
World War II, accounting for
almost all theaddltlons to theC,em" iWft

Here are some facts affecting
the highway problem contained In
the Texas Highway department's
planning survey of.December 1951:

Texas embracesan area of 263,-64-4

miles, or approximately one
twelth of the total land area of
the United States. Population of
the state Increased 20 per cent
from 1940 to 1950.

Motor vehicles registered rose
from 1.8 million in 1940 to 3.4 mll-- j

nun an lyoi, or virtually loo per
cent There Is now one motor ve-
hicle for every two Texas people.

Today, 81 million miles are
traveled dally on the state's high-
ways.

Texas new leads nil other states
in number of registered trucks. It
passed California last year. Only
New York has more buses on its
roads than does Texas.

The 16,000-mil- e primary or main
highway system represents only
33 per cent of the entire system,
but it carries 73 per cent of the
load.

Eighty-thre- e per cent of the
system is inadequate for present-da-y

traffic. The primary system
has 1,800 miles of paving that is
more than 20 years old. Approxi-
mately 56 per cent of the primary
system and 51 per cent of the en-
tire system, omitting farm-to-mark-

roads, is older than 10
years.

Nearly half of the 12,000 bridges
are inadequate for today's needs.
Of the 6,365 bridges in the pri-mar- y

systems, more than half are
now inadequate as to load capa-
city, width and or height

There are only 600 miles of four-lan- e

highways built or planned for
construction, acordlng to the De-

cember 1951 survey.
Principal reasons for unsatisfac-

tory condition of the highway sys-
tem today are the following:

More people, more cars, and
more travel per car.

Inflation. Forty-si-x cents pur-
chased as much highway mainten-
ance and construction In 1940 as
a dollar buys today.

Forced suspension of work on
highways during the war resulted
in rapid deterioration of main
highways under heavy wartime
traffic.
