IMMENSE INCREASE IN FIRE LOSSES

Committees of experts preparing data for the President's Con-

ference on Fire Preventionare faced with the fact thnt America's fire
losses for 1947 are risinp. Losses for thu first two months of this
year already have exceeded last year's losses for the same period by
more than 20 per cent.

Losses so far this year totaled $121,939,000. Losses for the 12

months ended February 28, 1947, were $581,347,000, the greatest this
country has everknown. This exceededby nearly $20,000,000 the high-

est annual fire waste the nation hasever experienced $561,980,000.

No fire disasterhas taken a large toll of lives in 1947 to compare
with the tragediesof the Winecoff and La Salle hotel fires last year.
Yet the death toll is mounting steadily because of the thousandsof

'
smaller fires occurredthroughout the country.

The fire preventionconference,which PresidentTruman has called
in Washington on May C, 7 and 8, will be the first organizednational
effort ever made to combat thefire menace that delays recovery after
every war. State and municipal authorities will join with fire protec-
tion experts,scientistsand others in studying ways to reduce thedeath
toll and keep property damage at a minimum. Fire experts say that,
if losses follow the same trend as they did after World War I, the de-

struction will reacha'billion dollars a year by 1953.

To gather data for the conference, the coordinating committee
appointedby the President is conductinga nation-wid- e survey of fires,
their causes and fire losses over the last five years. More than 4,000
cities are included in this survey. Data arc being obtainedthrough the
fire department in each city.

Work of the conferenceis being done by six committees building
construction,fire prevention education, fire-fighti- services,laws and
law enforcement,organizedpublic support and research. These com-
mittees' reports will form the basis for the conferencework.

Major General Philip B. Fleming, Federal Works administrator
and administrator of the Office of Temporary Controls,who has been
appointed general chairman of the Fire Prevention Conference, is
directing the assembly of data on which the conferencewill act.

FOR VETERANS

Q. Does the name "United. States
Government (converted) Insurance"
include "National Life Insurance?"

A. No. "United States Govern
ment Life Insurance" is insurance is
sued to World War I veterans or to
persons who applied for same while
in active service before October 8,
1940. "National Service Life Insur-
ance" is insuranceprovided for World
War II veterans. Each is sometimes
referred to us "Government Insur-
ance" and each is administered by
Veterans Administration under au-
thority granted by acts of Congress.

Q. How many offices does the
Veterans Administration have, and
where aic they located?

A. The Veterans Administration
has a central office in Washington.
D. C, and 13 branch offices located
in strategic centersof population. In
addition, it has one or more regional
office field stations or al

offices in each state. Some of these
are larger and have wider activities
than others,but all are chargedwith
the duty of assisting veterans and
their dependents.

Q. What identification data should
I give in writing about my claim for
benefitsadministeredby the Veterans
Administration?

A. If you arc making application
you should give your full name,
grade, organization, serial number,
date of entrance into service, date of
discharge, and date and place of
birth. After the claim is filed it
will be assigned a claim number
which should bo mentioned in all
subsequentcommunications..

Q. Why is it that National Serv-
ice Life Insurance premiums arc so
low, yet there are no restrictions as
to occupation,travel or residence?

A. Premiumsaro kept at a mini-
mum becauseall operating expenses
and all excess costs resulting from
death or total disability traceableto
the extra hazard of the military or
naval service are iorno by the gov-

ernment and paid from separateap-

propriations.

due to a total disability. Can I con-

vert my term insurance to a perm-
anent plan and still have my pre-
miums waived?

A. You have the privilege of con-

verting to ordinary life,
life, or life and thewaiv-
er of piemiums will remain in effect
at long as you are totally disabled.

Livestock health authoritiesthis week
announcedApril 6-- 12 as the datesfor
the nation's annual "Farm Cleanup
Week," designed to help control live-
stock diseasesand parasites and step
up 1947 farm production.

With an immediate program of
"common-sens-e measuresfor sanitation
and diseasecontrol on the farm," the
American Foundation for Animal
Health declared that farmerscan in- -

crease their livestock profits substan-
tially by joining in thesespringcleanup
measures:

"Clean and disinfect livestock
quarters,particularlywhere young ani-
mals or poultry are to be born or
housed.

"Clean up barnyardsand livestock
lots and haul out all manure. Old
yardsandmanurepiles are often heav-
ily infested with parasites.

"Drain or fence off low spots in
br.vn lots; germs and parasitesthrive
in stagnantwater.

"Remove old straw stacks; they
harbor parasitesand germs. Scatter
the straw on fields.

"Pick up nails, glassand other sharp
objects which can cause cuts and
bruises, ormight beswallowed by live-
stock with fatal results.

"Move young animals to fresh,
clean ground as early as possible. As
further protection against,disease,have
pigs vaccinated against cholera, and
againsterysipelasin erysipelasareas."

General Omar N. Bradley, Admin-
istrator of Veterans Affairs immed-
iately announced that National Ser-
vice Life Insurance term policies
which have lapsed at nny time may
be reinstated by payment of two mo
nthly premiums provided the holders
are in as good health as they were
at the time of lapse.

Theseliberal reinstatementsprovi-
sions will remain in effect until Au-
gust 1, 1947. Previously a deadline of
February 1, 1947 had been set 'for
such reinstatementson a comparat-
ive health basis.

Under the new law a veteran may
obtain any permanent National Ser-
vice Life Insuranceplan from the VA
without the necessity of previously
holding term insurance.

Under the old law VA was requir-
ed to issueNational Service Life In
suranceoriginally on a term plan and
it nad to be carried on that basis for
one year before it could be convert--1

co. to a permanentplan.
The new act provides in certain

cases for automatic conversion of
term insurance to a permanent plan
for policy holders who are totally
disabled. Under the old law if they
failed to convert within the term
period their insurance protection
censed.

All National Service Life Insur
ance policies provide for a waiver of
premiums for veterans who become
totally disabled for six or more con-
secutive months. Even though pre
miums are being wavied thoseveter
ans can convert their term policies to
all types of permanent insuranceex
cept that for an endowmentplan. The
premiums will be waived during
continuance of the total disability.
