Steel Industry Back In Court
As Govt. Grants $3 Ton Hike

WASHINGTON UR—Private own-
ers of the steel industry went back
to the lederal courts today secking
an order (o force government sur
render of thelr mills.

Lawyers for leading steel firms

WASHINGTON #A-When Pres-
fdent Truman threw fuel on the
political fire by seizing the steel
industry, the heat was so intense
you cowld have predicted there'd
be cries for his Impeachment.

Sen. Talt wsuggested, It pretly
promptly. But impeachment must
start in the House, not in the Sen-
ate. S0 this week two House Re-
publicans—Hale of Maine and Ben-
der of Ohlo—proposed it,

That's as far as the suggestion
Is expected to gel. Besides, It's the
kind of move which in an election
year might backfite on the Re-
publicans by ereating sympathy for
the President.

With this in mind, #fome Re-
publicans sald late yesterday: “We
don't want to make a _ martyr of the
President.”

Anyway, Impeachment ls casler
sald than done, The only time Con-
gress tried It on a President—An-
drew Johnson, in 1868—the trial
lasted three months. Johnson es-
caped by one vole and lived out
the rest of his term peacefully,

The Constiution says the "'Pres-
Ident, vice president, and all eivil
officers of the Uniled States shall
be removed from office dn im-
peachment for and comviction of
treason, bribery, or other high
crimes and misdemearors , . "

This s the way it goes. The pro-
posal s made in the House. If
the House approves—hy—a simple
ma jority vote—the Senate s noti-
fled. Then the House appoints a
commitiee of managers (prosecu-
tors) to present the case.

The Senate sits a8 a jury to
hear the evidence, When a Presl-
dent Is on trial—because Lhe vice
president might have an Interest
in the outcome—the Chief Justice
of the U 8. presides.

But since such a trial deags on,
it's hard to keep the senators glued

In Texas

The paval personnel of the Ree
public of Texas were stirring brisk-
ly on this day in 1842,

For they were to set sall with the
morning tide from Yucatan, bring-
Ing to an end a strange chapter in
the Texas story., For months the
Texas RepubMe had had ita navy
“under lease” to the Republic of
Yucatan. The Mexican provinee se-
ceded from the Central government
and President M. B. Lamar readi-
Iy rented the comparatively small
Texas fleet to the revolytionists
2y seAs protection against any ef-
fort to put down the uptising.

Sam_ HWouston, starting his second
term as president, ordered the Tex-
ss ships home. When Commodore
Moore did not promptly. obey
Houston declared him a renagade
and traltor and diselaimed any
responnibility for his actions,

The Texas Navy came back to
Galveston Island and: lay in har-
bor thers until after annexation.
The United Stales Navy made no
use of either ships nor men; the
history of the Lone Star fleet end-
ed with thelr return from Yucatan.

But at least one contribution to
Texny development Is worthy of
listing. Aceording 0 most sources
it was the Texas Navy who bought
the first big order of Colt's repeate
ing revolvers, then a [five-shooter.
After docking in Galveston Bay the
Navy apparently turngd the revolv+
ers over to the Texas Rangers, who
used them sgainst the Comanches
four years later.

Scare Wave Over Atomic
Bomb Has Died Down Bit

NEW YORK, April 24 tR—Amer-
lea has learned to live with the
atom bomb,

The final proof of this was the
televising of the lategt explosion n
Nevada.

There was 8 mixed reaction to
the A-bomb’'s video debut. Taken
purely in terma of #ound, many
viewers found It less awe-lnspiring
than the vocal chords of Milton
Berle

"It looks like a eluu-up of Jimmy
Durante,” one spectator comment-
ed. Others felt it still had a long
way to go before it would seriously
rival Arthur Godi{rey. And some,
who dialed in the
late. mistook (H} giganiic smoke
pulf for a new kind. of.clgaret ad.

But the mere fact that milllions
of housgwives could sit in their liv-
Ing rooms and calmly walth an
atom bomb burst shows how much
the pubMe has lost Its fear of this
frightful weapon, -

Even five years ago a show of
this kind might have stirred up a
storm of protest. People had an un-
reasoning panie about the atom
bomb then. Many parents objectéd
to radio discussions of it, saylng
it created hysteria In their chil-
dren.

At that time the bomb was ac-
tively feared as an nstrument that
could and might well be expected
to wipe out civillzation, It would be
interesting to know how many fame
\lies bought remol: mountaln hide-
aways, or secretly stored food
caches In caverns against the pos-
pibility of the outtireak of a disas-
trouy world-wide atom war. It was
done.

But recently, desplte the an-
nouncement of three atomic explo-
sions in RHussia, th: national dread
of atomic cooflict has died down.
The scare wave has subsided.

One reason s that five years ago

demonatration _

it was accepted as a certalnly that
a new war would be heralded by
a rain of atom bomhs. But fight-
Ing has gone on for 22 months in
Korea without the employment ol
(hese devastaling bombys by either
glde. Hope Is growing that they
never may be used again in anger.,

Another reason for the more
sensible approach to the problem
of the atom bomb Is the fact that
the population has become adjusted
to an almosphere of prolonged eri-
sis. You ean't remain tense forever.
People who live on the edge of a
precipice gradually get accustomed
to it. Potentinl danger is always
frightening at first. But after a
time It merely bécomes an annoy-
Ing hote,

Children no longer have night-
mares over whetlier an atom homb
will fall. They haye been taught In
schoal what to do, and It's just an-
other kind of fire dril} to them. But
they are belter prepared for such a
disaster than their parents. Most
grownups still haven't taken the
trouble to learn what precautions
to follow. They are simply tired of

the whole subject.

Getting killed by an alom bomb
Is more and more accepted as &
possibility in the same category as
belng hit by lightning or gelting
kicked to death by a horse. It

might happen, but meanwhile »
man has to get up and go to work
every day—and 'ake his chances.

Atom bombs are getting strong-
er and more numerous as the sclen-
tists go on quietly exploring the
mathematics of extinction. But the
sverage man today has worn oul
bis worry. He figures he will prob-
ably go on Nving and that, no mat«
ter what happens, the earth will go
on spinning through space as It al-
ways has, meeting o fresh dawn
every day.
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Action Tcﬂks Louder Than Words
And Can You Do It Any Better?

Mebbe T talk too much about polities,
but I'm always finding things that den't
make sende, One reason I wrile about
them Is In the hope that perhaps some-
one can clear up the confusion In my
mind, Especially when I read something
like this:

““The concern of sincere Republicans
must be not to try to get on a band-
wagon.. .but to detarmine under whose
leadership tha Republican party will most
forcibly and effectively challenge the In-
creaxing threat to the way in which most
of us want to lve.™.

Too, no sooner do you Increase the alre
of government than do you find a few
wrong-doers, Perhaps there are more In
higher plces now. I'll nol argue that,
But, the fact remains, as long as we de-
mand additlonal governmental services
euch wrong-doers shall exist In federal
cireles. And It can just as easlly happen
under  any man.

If state and local government and the
people, in particular, siart doing more
for themselves 1 belleve we can not only
cut oyt a great deal of the scandals, but
we can sinsh federal expense by eNminat-
ing waste. A lot of this waste comes from
both state and local elements doing the
same things as ls the national govern-
ment,

We must learn to be more dependent
upon resources in our Immediate areas.
National gevernment s unfamiliar with
conditions loeally—In comparison to loesd
government-— and there s where the bullk
of your waste lies

But, getting back to what 1 was nyinl
In the flnl piace. If we MUST insist on
these - ledera]l services ax a people, let's
ask the candidates to stop condemning
their existence of their need and start
telling us how they, themselves, would im-
prove such services,

Study Of Over-Cdunter Prices
Would Help Investors, Dealers

" In his d-page brochure, “Character and
Extent of the Overdhe-Counter Mar-
ketl,"” Prol. G, Wright Holfman, of the
Univeraity of Pennsylvania’s Wharton
School, steers clear of controversial is-
sues. Or rather, he lays the groundwork
for them:~in a later study under a grant
from the Merrill Foundation for the Ad-
vancemen! of Financial Knowledge.
Hoffman points out that there are two

over-the-counter markets. There's the so-
called inside or dealer market, It's the

market at which one hroker or dealer will
buy or sell stocks with another broker or
deoader. A dealer will pay another dealer
maore for a stock than he will pay an out-
side customer; likewise, he'll sell a stock
to a dealer al a lower price than to a
customer,

As an {llustration, a dealer will buy
from & customer at-27% and sell to a
customer at 2§, but he'll buy from another
dealer at 28 and seM at 28%. The differ-
ence between the price a dealer pays to
a dealer and sells to a customer is his
profit.

Hoffman says il's “‘loose thinking" te
consider this a dual marke!. They're dip-
tinct - markets, When & dealer trades
heé's a retafler, with
another dealer, he's a wholesaler. Some
deslers however, act solely as agents—
charging customers whatever " they pay
plud & commission for brokerage service,

*"Thia whole matter of
publleity regarding deuler prices and price
differentials has been considered at great
length by the Industry, many firms argu-

The controversiality becomes clear when
Yy analyze over-the-counter quoiations in
varying cities. Each locality seema to
have ila own method for arriving al prices
supplied to newspapers. Some newspapers,
like the St. Louls Posi-Dispatch don’t pub-
lish over-the-counter quotations, The argu-
ment Is that they are not prices at which

securities actually change hands, but only
dealer Judgmenis about the market.

Because it ls the blggest and broadest
security center in the nation, New York
provides a rough measure of overihe.
counter quotations In other cities, And us
a rule the New York market ls closer
than the markets in other clties,

Take a recent markel for Kalser Steel,
In New York the newspaper quotation was
11 bid, 11% asked, a spread of % of a
point between Lthe buy and sell prices. In
Boston, the quotation was 11 bld, 12%
asked, a spread of 1% points; in Los An-
geles, 11 3-8, 12 3-8, & spread of one point; in -,
Chicago, 10 7-8 bid, 11 7-8 asked, a spread of *
one point; In Philadelphia, 11 bid, 12
asked, also s one-point spread.

The differences In the level of prices
ean be explalned In part by time differs
ences or by market shifts. But the differs
ences In spreads are a different story,
Some brokers say New York ls primarily
s wholesale market, whereas other mar-
kets do more retalling—not only dealer-
customer trading but alwo door-to-door sell-
ing. Hence the wider spreads outside
New Yorik,

ov founfer markets are kept ive
by salesmanship, When securitles dealers
get interested in a stock they send sales-
men out to sell it. The salesman needs el-
bow room between the bid price at which
his firm can buy the stock and the asking
price at which his firm can afford to sell
the stogk to the customer and make &
profit, which Includea the salesman’s com-
mission, This is really a third market.

Here's the way New York stacked up
against Boston, Philadelphia, Chicago, and
Los Angeles on a particular day in terms
of the number of instances of wider, nar-

Certain Ants
Grow Plants

One day 1 noticed two small planis
growing on a ledge in fromt of a bird.
house near my home, It looked as though
the parent birds had made a little garden!

The plants must have got there by
sccident, Perhaps they were carried to
the ledge with bits of sod during the time

There are ants which actually raise plants!

Sclentists speak of these tiny farmers
as Sauba ants and Attll- They have popu-
lar names such as leaf-cutters, harvesting
ants and mushroom-growers. They live
mainly in the Torrid Zone, but some car-
ry on thelr work in warm parts of the
North Temperate Zone. Many of them do
thelr work In Texas and other states
which border the Gulf of Mexico. They
have been reported as far north as New
Jersey, but the vast majority Mke a south-.
erly climate.

With theilr sharp jaws, these ants slice
off pleces of leaves and carry the pleces
to their nests, Hundreds of them may °
march in a column, esch with a plece of
Jeal. A trall may be af much as 300 feet
long. Often there are stops along the way,
because the path ls blocked, or becaise
the ants become tired. One ant was abserve
od to spend 70 minutes In taking a load to
it nest.

Instead of sating the leaves, these ants
thew them Into pellels which are hardly
the size of pinheads. The pellets are placs
od on the floor of an underground room,
about the size of a basketbaM,

The chewed-up leaves make excellont sofl
for plants which are related to mushrooms,
Queen ants pllu spores in this “soll”
and from the, spores come the fungus
m" which mwl: food for this tribe of
