Farm Safety Week
From July 23 to 29

July 23 to 29 has been set aside
as Farm Safety Week by presiden
tial proclamation.

As many man-day-s are lost every
year through if arm accidents as
would be required to produce two
and one-quart-er times the entire an-

nual .wheat crop of the United
States. More than 18,500 farm fam-
ily members were killed in 1941 in
preventable accidents. This number
is greater than those in any of the
five major branches of industry.
Motor vehicles and farm machinery
killed more than 8,000 farm resi-

dents lastyear. Accidents involving
farm animals ran a close-- second to
machinery in causing fatalities.

Unsafe conditions and unsafe
practices were responsible for most
of them conditions which must be
remedies, practises which must be
avoided, if the American farmer is
to do hU part of the tremendous
job of winning the war.

No farm can be made 100 per
cent accident-proo- f. But hazards of
machinery and equipment, of falls
and burns, can be minimized through
care and thoughtfulness. Here are
some of the things the farmer should
do to make his farm as safe as pos-
sible: Keep guards in place on pow-
er shafts, belts and chains to pre-
vent being caught in them; block
machinery and turn off the power
before adjusting or unclogging it;
keep children awayfrom machinery.
Slow your tractor to four and one-ha-lf

miles per hour (a fast walk)
before using brakes, then apply
brakes smoothly and evenly. Store
gasoline outdoors or in a. special
isolated building, using bright red
containers.

Be careful not to surpriseanimals
when approaching them. Kep the
bull in a safe pen and use a staff
to lead him. Have cattle dehorned
and cut the boar's tusks short. Ki'ep
small children away from pens and
bams.

Keep hammerand axe handles se-

cure; have a defenite place for ev

from behind when whetting tools to
uvoid cutting the hand if blade
moves to far forward. Keep ladders
and steps in good repair and use
handrail on stairways.

and avoid heat collapse by drinking
plenty of water and taking plenty
of salt. Avoid open fields and lone
trees inthunderstorms. Provide ade-

quate fire-fighti- apparatus,know
first aid and keep first aid kit.

Sometimes younR widows, aged

parents, and orphans do not know
they are eligible for benefit and
lose money through delay in filing
their claims.

,In addition to the monthly old-ag-o

benefits payable to the insured
worker himself at ago C5 or after,
the Federal Old-A- ge and Survivors
Insurance system provides 'for mon-

thly benefits to members of his
family. Benefits are also payable to
his family at his death, whatevor
his age.

Benefits totaling over 1(5 million
dollars a month were in force at
the end of 1943 for almost 900,000
beneficiaries. The sharpest increase
in number was in widow's benofits,
which rose 02 per cent.

A safe rule is. this: When in doubt
about your right to old-ag- e and sur-
vivors insurance benofits, visit the
local office of the Social Security
Hoard. No matter where you live,
you're probably not very' far from
a Social Security Board field office
or from one of its part-tim- e service
points.

The Social Security Board field
office servicing this area is located
at 1311 Texas Avenue, Lubbock.

bock Social Secdrity Board office
will be in Llttlefield every third
Wednesdayafternoon,when he may
be contacted at the post office. His
next visit will be August 16.

PantexPlant Able
To Meet Production
SchedulesOn Time

The Pantox Ordnance Plant was
constructed in 1942 as one of the
Government--o w n e d facilities for
loading ammunition for our Armed
Forces. Ground was broken on
March 27, 1942, by the Freeseand
Nichols and McKenzie Construction
company under supervision of .the
Corps of Engineers, and in the re
markably short timo of five-- months
and 21 days the load lines were
ready to begin operations. Certain-tee-d'

ProductsCorporation, who had
received on February 28, 1942, tho
contract for operating this Ord-
nance facility, (was ready with tho
trained key personnel and the oper-
ating forces, and on September17
tho first bomb rolled off the pro-
duction line. iNo other similar Ord-
nance facility in the country was
put into production and met so
quickly the urgent cry in the sum-

mer of 1942 for war supplies.
Tho commanding officer for this

Government-owne-d, contractor-operate-d

Ordnance facility is also the
representative of the Army Ord
nance contracting officer in Wash
ington. He is assisted by a staff of
Army officers and civilians in car-
rying out his responsibility to pro-

tect the interests of the Govern-
ment.

Tho plant covers an area roughly
four miles by six miles, located 17
miles northeast of Amarillo. There

are five production lines three ac-
tive bomb and" shell loading lines,
one inactive booster .pelleting and
assembly line, and one inactive Am-
monium Nitrate line. The latter two
linos have been inactive' and. have
been held in a standby condition
since April 30, 1943, and May 15,
1943, respectively.
