Then
came in rapid succession Mrs, Jen-

C. Whickers, Mr. Cramp, the Whick-
ers again, and finally the efficlent
and charming Mrs. Henry Woodley,
the present proprietor. With all due
respect to all proprietors and own-
ers, throughout the years of pros-
perity and depression, a history of
the hotel would not be complete
without paying a compliment to
Mrs, J. . Whicker who held sway
longer, perhaps, than any one other
connected with it. Kind, courteous,
efficient, accomodating, motherly,
hospitable, tactful—all these were
hers by nature and breeding, and

nel as the pony of the cowboy has
given way to the paved streets lin-
ed with autos, It has witnessed the
growing of the town from a two-
room land office to a thriving, pros-
perous little city of some 3500 pop-
ulation,

So, here's a toast to the Little-
field Hotel: may your new owners
serve suffering humanity that comes|
within your ‘face-lifted’ walls to the |
efficient degree in the years that
may come that your wvarious mana-
gers have dispensed hospitality to
their paying guests in the years that
have passed, Your mission as a place
of abode in Littlefield has ended,
but we are comforted with the
thought that you will not be torn
down and destroyed, but that you
will remain as a lasting, interesting
land mark in our midst.
