Hearings on Road
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Petitions Oct- 31

A hearing on the three road peti-
tions recently presented to the com-
missioners' court has been set for!
Thursday, Oct. 81.

Approximately 40 miles of farmvtn-i
market roads in District 1-A have;
been proposed.

The petitions asked for a bond is-
sue of §3560,000 to finance construc-
tion of the roads, in which Tandowrr-
ers residing in District 1-A would®
vote in an election to be called by
the eommissioners. According %o the
plan as outlined in the petitions, the
bonds would bear an interest rate of
3% per cent, the payment of which
would not exceed 256 years.

The petitions also asked that Iand—‘
owners have the opportunity of vot-

on all taxable property within the
boundaries of the road district, This
procedure, if adopted, would be for
the purpose of paying interest on the
bonds and to provide a sinking fund
for redemption of payment at ma-
tarity.

All three petitions presented seven
identical road designations which
would be included on the program,
as follows:

1. The Pep road, extending from
Highway 54 south to the Hockley
county line near Pep.

2. Beck Gin road, from farm high-
way 54 north towsrd Beck Gin, to
north line ef Diitrict 1-A.

8. Amherst south road; runs from
farm highway 54 north.to north line
of the road district to connect with
& paved road north of Amherst.

4. Old Mueller place. Connecta
with the road described in No, 3, and
goes east to Federal highway 84,

Rid Highways of Hazards

A mine disaster, and the nation
clamors for more mining safeguards.
A plane crash or a railroad wreck calls
for searching investigations. The pub-
lie looks with horror on a restaurant,
hotel or theater fire and demands that
something drastic be done about it
Yet these men and women who lament
calamities in the news are often only
casually interested in a far greater
menace to public safety,

Highway traffic accidents kill and
maims tens of thousands each year, and
cost millions in damages, lost time, doc-
tor bills, hospitalization, insurance, and
such items. The figures on this death
toll are appalling, but the average citi-
zen refuses to be shocked by them as
he is by a dozen miners trapped in a
shaft. “What can I do about it?” he'll
say if you mention it.

There are several things he can do.
Drive carefully at all times is one. Ob-
serve all traffic rules is another. But

there is a third vital element in the fa- |
mous safety combination of Education- |

Enforcement-Engineering. By insisting
the public can obtain safety design in
road construction, and this can be the
most important of all.

In an address before the Eno Foun-
dation in New York, Charles M. Up-
ham, engineer-director of the American
Road Builders' Association, cited what
had been done in New Jersey. Here it
was demonstrated that by separating
traffic streams; providing at least two
broad traffic lanes in each direction;
eliminating all highway and railroad
crossings; providing firm wide shoul-
ders excluding pedestrians; introducing
specially designed access and exit fa-
cilities; utilization of the “freeway and
parkway principle,” and adequate de-
sign standards to take care of present
speeds and allow for increases in the
future, made possible a 76 per cent re-
duction of traffic accidents.

Thus, the engineer, by removing
highway defects that contribute to ac-
cidents, more than offsets the peril of
the careless, drunk or reckless motorist
and the car that's fated for a smash-up.
Engineers showed that it was pnssih‘c
in New Jersey, The same safety prin-
ciples and designs should be a MUST
for every new road that is built. The
publie should see that this is done.

Plains Cotton Growers

Handicapped

High Plains cotton growers each year
lose money because they can’t have

. their cotton harvested before the first

frost.
Superintendent D. L. Jones and Ag-

. ronomist H. D. Lynn of the Texas A.

and M. Agricultural Experiment Sub-
station No. 8 at Lubbock say that this
condition may be remedied if cotton
farmers will accept three recent devel-
opment — power-driven cotton strip-
pers, storm-proof cotton and chemical
defoliation.

The experiment station men point
out that only half of the Plains cotton
is harvested when the frost comes
around November 4, the 35-year aver-
age frost date. Since Plains farm units
are large, the grower must depend
largely on migratory labor to pick his
cotton and, when frost and colder
weather set in, the labor moves South,
leaving the cotton farmer “holding the
sack.” Obviously, the answer lies in
harvesting the cotton faster, and that's
where the three recent developments
figure in,

Power-driven strippers will allow
the grower to harvest his cotton just
as soon as it is sufficiently mature,
Jones and Lynn predict. In connection
with mechanical stripping, chemical
defoliation would kill the leaves of the
plant in late October, and allow har-
vesting without having to wait for frost
to defoliate the plants. The third de-
velopment, storm-proof cotton, will pre-
vent losses that growers usually suffer
by late-harvesting cotton with normal

| bolls. The normal bolls flare open at

maturity and many of the locks either
fall to the ground or string out and col-
lect trash. Storm-proof cotton locks

. are pinched at the base of the boll and

stick firmly to the hulls, preventing
losses incurred by growers when fiber
falls to the ground and strings out,
