Shoppers Face Tax Rise

Local Levy Doubles
Within Six Months

Littlefield shoppers are now
facing the prospect of paying
a toml of four percent sales
tax as of Oct, | as opposed to
fWo percent paid prior to Ap=
ril 1 and three percent berween
then and now,

This is the result of the one
percent hike in the state sales
tax passed by the special ses-
sion of the Legislature and the
one percentcity sales tax adopt=
ed by Litlefield which became
effective April 1, These,added
to the original two-penny state
tax, bring the total to four,

Under the new law the tax
schedule will be from 1| cents
to 12 cents, no tax; 13 cents
to 37 cents, one penny more;
38 cents to 62 cents, two pen=
nies more; 63 cents to 87 cents,
three pennies more; 88 cents to
$1.12, four pennies more,

In those areas where there is
no city sales tax, the schedule
will be from 1 cent to 16 cents,
no tax; 17 cents to 49 cents,
one penny; 50 cents to B3 cents,
tWo pennies, and 84 cents to
$#1.16 three pennies,

However, the lawmakers did
kick in three more exemptions
to the wx, which may soften
the blow on some taxpayers.
One will exempt sales through
a8 coin = operated vending ma-
chine when each sale is for 16
cents or less,

Another will exempt cliarges
for shipping commoditus Whe=
the transportation charges are
figured separately from the
price of the commodities, and
the third will exempt machinery
used exclusively on farms or
ranches in the building or main-
mining of roads and water fa-
cilides,

Exempted from the new pen=
ny will be sales resulting from
a wrimen contract entered into
before Oct, | and sales for which
bids were submitted prior to
Oct, 1.

On the brighter side, hows
ever, cities which recently re-
ceived their first quarter re-
turns from the state on the city
sales tax report that they are
receiving approximately twice
as much as they had originally
estimated,

More than $2.3 million was
returned to 14 cities inthe first
rebate by the state comptroller
since the local option tax went
into effect Jan, 1.

El Paso got the biggest re=
fund of the 14 citles, receiving
$709,086, Austin was second

Army worms have invaded the
young cotton insubsmntial nume
bers over the county and worms,
Thripe and Chinch Bugs are
making inroads on seed grasses,
lccorgms to Joe Blevins of the
Linlefield Soll Conservation
Service office,

“Only & few farmers in the
ared have begunspraying their
cotton as yet, preferringto hold
off for further, more complete
counts of the insects, Seed
grasses, however, are being
heavily sprayed for the various
insects and, as of now, appear

much harder hit than the cotton,
Blevins said,

‘*There has been no grain
sorghum spraying for Midge and
other insects in the county up un=
til now to my knowledge," Ble-
vins said, and added that the
young plants are not far enough
along as yetfor the midges to get
after them,

Loan Set At $1.63

The price=support loan and
purchase rate for |968 crop
grain sorghum in Lamb County
will be $1.63 per hundredveight,
Harvey [, Vann,chairmanof the
Agricultural Seabilization and
Conservation County Commit=
tee, has announced, This corie
pares with the county loan rate
of $1.59 for the 1967 crop, The
rate schedule Is for grain sore
ghum grading No. 2 or berter,
except mixed grain sorghum,

The national average loan rate
is unchanged from the 1967 level
of §1.61 perhundredweight, but
extensive changes inexport rail
freight rates throughoutthe ma-
jor grain sorghum =producing
area have required widespread
changes in terminal and county
loan rates, The effect of these
freight changes is toreduce ter-
minal rates by 4 cents per 100,

The chairman reminded the
growers that price support on
the 1968 crop will be available
to those grain sorghum proe
ducers who participate in the
1968 feed grain program. Total
supportfor 1968=crop grainsor-
ghum includes the loan rate and
a price-support payment of 53¢
per 100 for the 1968 crop, the
same as for last year, The
