physical disorder which is the
result of his accident,"

Typical behavior before ac-

cidents reflects many skilled
workers suddenly doing things
which even novices would not
make the mistake of doing. Of-

ten, safety rules arebrokenand
several infractions frequently
occurat the sams time.

For example, workers re-

ceived injury after repeatedly
walking through ed

and marked dangerareas
without wearing protectivehel-

mets. When asked to explain
this conduct, the workers gave
reasonsthat were "vague, or
even silly, in every case."

Another pre-accid- pattern
uncovered by the study was a
prediction of Impending doom
made by the worker himself.

Such forebodings have been
observedpreviously In Air For-

ce medicine with the result
that flight surgeonsand super-
visory personnelwere instruc-
ted to withdraw flying privile-
ges at such times. In the fu-

ture, plantmedicalofficers may
possibly make similar use of
workers' forebodings, If by no

other means than watching for
a sudden Increased frequency
of sick calls.

ResponsibilityLaw in Effect
AUSTIN The director of the

TexasDepartmentof Public Saf-

ety today reminded motorists
that more stringent provisions
of the state'ssafety responsi-
bility law requiring drivers
and owners to be able to pay
for damage to others in traf-
fic accidents becameeffective
January 1, 1964.

Col. HomerGarrisonJr.,DPS
director, emphasized that the
law required the Departmentto
suspendthe driver licenses and
vehicle registrations of drivers
and ownerswho are not Incom-
pliance with the law at the time
of accident involvement, if the
accidentcomesunder the Safety
ResponsibilityAct.

"The law provides that dri-
vers and ownersof vehicles In-

volved in traffic accidentsoc-

maged or Injured persons is
filed with the Department.

"3, A signed agreementto
pay damages in Installmentsis
acceptedby the damaged or In-

jured persons, and filed with
the Department.

"4. The operator and owner
are found not to be liable in a
civil court of competent Juris-
diction, and a copy of suchfind-

ing Is filed with the Department.
"5. The operator and owner

deposit with the Depaicment
cash or bond security in an
amount sufficient to cover any
judgmentfor damages resulting
from the accidentthat might be
obtainedby damaged or injured
persons, which in no caseshall
be less than. $200."

In addition, the operatorana
owner must file proof of fin-
ancial responsibility for the fu-

ture and must maintain it for
five years.

Garrison noted that underthe
new law, suspensionsof licen-
ses and registrations will be for
a period of two years, unless
the requirements of the Safety
ResponsibilityAct are met.
