SOLDIER BONUS BILL WOULD HELP

We do not claim to be an expert politieal economist, nor do we elaim
to know much about the esuse of the present business depression

We do know that there has heen a disastrous slump in the prices of
all farm produets and other commodities and that the purchasing power of
the American dollar has increased enormously in the past three years.

It seoms to be generally agreed that there has been very substantial
reduction during this period of time in the amount of money in eireulation,
due in part to hoarding and dum in part te a contruction of the currency.
Business {s stagnant because people have no money with which to buy.

Now, it seems to us that the Soldier Bonus Bill now pending in Con-
gress would very materiully help this situation. The bill proposes that Treas-
ury notes, commonly known ag “greenbacks", be jzsued In an amount suffi-
¢ient to pay the balance due the ex-service men on adjusted compengation,
aggregating about £2,000,000,000,00 Twao billion dollars would mean about
£16.00 per eapita new money placed in circulation. It would greatly deflate
the present highly inflated Ameriean dollar, it seems to us, and would teml

to bring prices back to “norny aley.” It would greatly stimulate business h"-!
eause it would place two billion dollars in' the podkets of more than two!

million eitizens of thiz country, most of whom would spend the money
freely, either in purchase of necessities for themselves unad fumilies or for
the payment of harussing debts. As soon us people begin to buy freely,
there will be an inereased demand for merchandise of all kinids and the
wiheels of industry will begin to turn again. Men out of emplovment will
be able to find jobs and will in turn becoms purchafers of the world's com-
modities. It therefore seems to us that the passage of this bill would muter-
mlly belp to end the depression and bring prosperity back to the country,

The objection to the bill is that thiz “fiat" money would have to be ye-
deemed, that the gold reserve in the tressury would not be available or
would not be sufficiont for the purpose, and that the “preenback” dollar
would probably depreciate in value. Tt (s certainly true that the Govern-
ment could not issue unlimited amounts of “greenbacks™ and keep the value
of the “grecnback™ dollar on a parity with the pold dollar, but we believe
that the credit of this government, with its taxing power, would be suffi-

elent to maintain the value of the “greenback” dollar as long as th namount

issued 1g kept within reasonable bounds—and the sum of two billion, in our
epinion, would not crack the eredit of our government.
