It is rather difficult to get any
definite figures on the population an/
growth of Lamb county in the last
year, but it will run in the neighbor-
hood of 3,000 according to the same
informants,

In Lamb, Bailey and Hockiey Coun-
ties there are at least 500,000 acreas of
ranch lands fit for agriculture now
on the market. Practically all this
is level, choice lands, one acre being
practically as good as anether. No-
where in Texas is there better farm
land, Some of the land is subirrigated
and there are extensive belts where
water can be found at exceedingly
shallow depths, water that is inex-
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hausfable. This territo} |in ‘time
doubtless will be the greatest irri-
gated belt in the entire State, In
some places a well ecun be brought in
by use of a post hole digger. Shallow
lakes of good water are to be en-
countered here and there, lakes that
never dry, no matter how light the
precipitation in a year's time.

The Littlefield eountry was probab-
iy the first section of the South Plains
to enjoy an early colonization. A col-

eny of Mennonites migrated here
shortly before the war, taking up land.
However, this seet became dispersed
ghortly afterward and a few of the
original members still /reside here.
Many of the new people to this ter-
ritory éame from the North and East.
They did not know how to cultivate
cotton and it was not until & year
or two ago that colion was planted
to any extent. Now. it has become one
of the staple cropa.

A remarkable fact is the number of
new school buildings that are being
built over this new territory. In new
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many consider it too bigh for
cotton the staple is doing unusually
well here, making high yields. The
annual preipitation is around twenty-
four inches, most of it eccuring dur-
ing the critical season when most re-
quired.
