linder and, finally, seallngthem
with a good lick of the tongue the
sameway you would an envelope.

This went on for years until
some company figured how to do
this in a more sanitary manner.
Then they let fly at their com-

petitorsdown In Cuba who were
still using the tongue method.

Almost wrecked the cigar In-

dustry. But with scienceIt came
back. Today cigarsareput to-

gether largely by automationand
are sealed In place by someap-

proved method, probably on a
Pltney-Bow- es machine.

Even the cigar has changed,
and we credit out friend Nor-

man Renfro with this research.

Today's cigar is not whipped
up from whole leaves. It Is, in-

stead, made up of coarsely
groundtobaccoshapedand pac-
ked, then wrappedaroundwith a
couple of leaves to keep It firm.
It Is a sort of improved cigar-
ette.

At least one company,a Tex
as outfit, still doesit from the
leaves sanitarily and Nor
man smokes those, as do a lot
of people. And THESE GUYS

would rather fight than switch.

10 cigarettes a day, or 5cigars,
or 10 pipe-loa-ds of tobacco,he
came up with this solution:

gars and 9 pipes of tobacco!
Others take a more serious

view, and local druggists report
the sale of patentedpills to help
a smoker shakethe habit, have
risen sharply. The sale of
chewing gum and candy drops,
often used to replace the de-

sire for a smoke, may incr-
easeslightly, too.

Although many smokers vow
they'll never light up another
"weed," there maybe morewho
decide to oither "cut down" or
just keep up their normal or
abnormal smokinghabits,

A typical reaction of many
smokers was that they deriv-
ed too much pleasure from sm-
oking or felt they would be un-

able to shake the habit. One
local man indicated cigarettes
"calmed his nerves" when he
was under the stress of his
work.

Another claimed he quit once
before and "gained too much
weight." Non-smok- find it
hard to accept most reasons
offered they think Its simply
a matterof will power.

The U.S. tobacco Industry
Is sure to be wondering just
how strong smokers'will po-

wers are going to be. The
recent report is certain to ef-

fect the $8 bllllon-a-ye- ar busi-
ness. It remains to be seen,
however, how many of the 70
million Americans (more than
half of the adult population) will
give up the smoking habit.

One can put a pencil to the
problem, however,and see that
the industrycouldtakeIts lumps
if only a small percentagequit
smoking. If 10 persons in Llt-
tlefield gave up smoking, this
could mean a loss of about $30
per week in revenuefor the to-

bacco industry.

1912, died here Sunday in Me-
dical Arts Hospital.

Duggan were held Tuesday In
Austin, with burial In the State
Cemetery there,whereher hus-
band, the late State Senator
Arthur P. Duggan, Is burled.

Senator Duggan laid out Llt-

tlefield in 1912, for its begin-
ning as a city In 1913.

Mrs. Duggan was the niece
of Major GeorgeLlttlefield, who
founded the city and for whom
it is named.

Arthur, Sr., was
Instrumental in setting up the
first school in 1913 and for
years was president of the Lit-

tlefield schoolboard.

His enthusiasm extended to
the whole area. He was presi-
dent of the West Texaschamber
of commerce In 1926 and went
to the State Senate In 1932.

He was serving assenatorwhen
he died in 1935.

Mrs. Duggan and Arthur, Jr.,

In-
cluded In the remodeling pro-
gram was the installation of
boxes and fixtures purchased
from Hale Center when a new
post office was built there.

Mrs. Wallacestated that she
always had the desire to be a
postmistress,and beganwork-
ing for this goal by 1 irst being
a clerk in the Spade'Post Of-
fice. She succeededMrs.Alice
Burns. Before she could fill
this Job she was required to
take an examinationalongwith
several other applicants, and
her score beingthehighest,she
was appointed postmistress.
